Death of Mr. John Fleming.

The older residents of Warren will re-

member Mr. John Firming, formerly
resident of this place, but who haa re-

sided in Oregon for a number of years.
A few daya sines intelligence reached his
relatives or his death. We copy tbe
following notice from the .Enterprise
newspaper, published at Oregon City, in
the Stale of Oregon :

Dbath OP ANOTHER PlOXBBB John
Fleming, an old ami highly esteemed
citizen of' this city, died at the residence
,.r u- - T V Rn.li.lt law, VI mi il. i' m.in -
ing about ten o'clo. k. He was born in
Pennsylvania in 1795, and was 77 yea' a,
8 months, and S davs ot aie. M r. Flens
ing if well known throughout tnis Slate,
having come here in 1645, and resided
in this city ever since. He was postmas-
ter lor about twelve years in this place,
and held other positions of trust, which
he discharged With credit and honor to
himself. He was the oldest and first
printer on tne Coast, having set tbe first
type in tbis city, in February, 1846, on
tbe Oregon Spectator, which wss edited
by Mr. T. Vault. He was also the oldest
book printer on the Coast, h ing set up,
printed and bound an edition of Web-
ster's Spelling Book in IMS, wlim no
books could be obtained in this State.
He wss well kuown throughout tbe Stat
by all old printers, aud universally re
spected. Before bs came to this Htaie he
hsd worked ia Ht. Louis, Ciucln nati, and
other western cities, iis haa a daughter
living at Warren, Ohio, who was out
here about two years ago, and a son at
i'ainesyilie. Onto, which constitutes his
family, lie has also brothers living in
several of the Western-utoe- . Mr. Flem-
ing bus been sick for over a year, aud
during that time was confined to bis
room about four months, rut recovered
so far as to be able to attend to bis busi-
ness until within tbe last month, when
he wa sgain compelled to confine him-
self to his room, aud on Monday morn
ing he passed sway without a struggle,
dying with such ease tbat those around
him were not aware that he bad breathed
his last. He was buried on Tuesday,
Rev. Mr. Sell wood preaching the funeral
sermon, by Moltuomah Lodge No. 1, A.
F. A. M., of which he was a member

beiug a Master Mason. Peace be to bis
ashes.
