the Circuit Court.

The admirable working of the present
money order system, in the Post Office,

is not generally known. Few projects

of the government have met with the
success, financially, that this system has.

The Post Office Gazette, a paper devoted

to the Interests of the department,
makes some interesting comments.

It is the only national bureau that nays
a profit to the treasury, the cost of con-

ducting the other government offices be-

ing a constant expense, excepting the
patent office, which Is self supporting.
An idea of the saefty In transferring
money can be deduced, from the fact that,
out of oyer two million orders sent last
year, the government were only defraud-

ed of five, and out of fifty million dol

lars, but about one hundred was lost.

In the transmission of moneys, the
smaller offices receive more than they

. pay out; at the larger :offioes the pay-

ments exceed the income. California
buys forty-si- x thonsond money orders
a year ; it pays twenty-tw- o thousand,
and it is thus with nearly all western
cities the flow of money being toward
the last The business continues to in-

crease with the growth of the land, and
new offices are being established each
year.

Narrow Gauge R. in Colorado.
A friend has sent us a copy of "The

Colorado Chieftain," published
Pueblo, in that Territory, containing
editorial reference to the "first annual
report of the Denver and Rio Grand
K. R." three feet gauge. The road
is designed to run from Denver, Col
to 1 Paso, in Old Mexico, a distance
of 875 miles.

As a three feet gauge railroad will
soon be completed through this sec
tion, from Youngstown to Pains vilJe,
doubtless quite a number of our rea
ders will be Interested In leaining
something authentic in regard to the
workings of a somewhat similar en
terprise. We quote as follows

ftradinir was commenced in March.
1871. and the road was completed to
Colorado springs, a aiBiance oi ia
miles, on the 27th of October, 1871,
and to Pueblo, a distance of 118 miles.
on June IS, 1872. On the first day of
November, 1S7 33 miles or we Ar-
kansas branch from Pueblo to the coal
mines in Fremont, were completed.
Besides survevs and (trading on the
main line and some of the branches.
this makes nn the work on the road
to the present time. On the first of
January, 1873, the company had the
following rollinr stock on hand : 12

mail and exnress cars. 4 open
BTcurslon cars. 253 freight cars, 22
rinmn rata. 21 hand and posh cars,
and two snow plows, besides the ma-

terial for a number of cars of different
kinds now being constructed at ine
company 's shops, near Denver. The
freight earning of the road in 1872,
notwithstanding all drawbacks, were

172102.23: passenger earnings, $134,

841,56; miscellaneous, $1,645,03. The
net earnings, after paving all expens-
es, were 1104,067,40. The increase in
the business of the road so far during
the present year has been very mark-
ed, and if this continues at the same
ratio during the entire year the gross
earnings will exceed $500,000, with a
net profit of at least $250,000 for the
year on the main line, independent
of the earnings of the Arkansas
branch, which will be proportionate-
ly large. The report embraces many
more interesting and valuable statis-
tics in relation to the road and the
country it penetrates.

The General newspaper reader has

out on the world. The New Tork Her-

ald, of last Saturday, says :

der the impression tbat Kate Stoddard
is assuming the responsibility in order,
to shield another, and that person is,
they believe, Rosooe. They were in
possession of information yesterday
which they believed would place him
in their custody, and his capture was
hourly expected."

town was riding out with her brother
Dr. Streeter, and two children, Wed
nesday last, the bone frightened on
Watt street hill, and becoming nn- -

manageble ran down the hill to the
railroad, where a train was passing,
turned short and threw them all out
Mrs. Brainard fell on the track, part
of the train pawing over her, mang
ling the upper part of her body into a
shapeless mass and killing her in
stantly. Mr. Btreeter and the chil
dren fell out at the side of the track,
he and the youngest child being se
riously Injured. The other escaped

with a few scratches.

POTATO BUGS.

Mb. Editob: As the Colorado
potato bug makes its appearance here,
the old exploded story of poison fol-

lows It. Having had three years'
experience with these bugs in the
State of Michigan, permit me to state
some of it for the benefit of the readera
of your valuable paper. As it regards
pobon- - from the bugs themselves,
they are as harmless as house-flie-s,

and as to the tube of the potato being
poisoned by the application of Paris
green to the tops, there is just as little
da nger. I have seen the drug used a
great deal, and have eaten the pot
toes, and have seen them eaten by
others, without the least appearance
of their being affected in any way by
the use of the drug. I have never
seen or heard of an authenticated case
of poison by either the bug or the
drug by eating the tubes, neither do
I believe the idea can be established,

There is one thing, however, that
all may be assured of, that Is, that
the bug must be destroyed, or it will
destroy. the crop. It will not cease its
depredatfons until age or frost kills
the vines, then it will go to the toma
to, and when they are exhausted It
will be crawling everywnere, on
fences, in pastures, and in houses.
until cold weather, then it will bur
row in the ground ready for a fresh
campaign the next spring.

They will raise three generations
in a season, some Of them are nearly
full grown, and will soon go down
Into the ground, where they will re-
main a short time in a dormant state
for their wings to grow, whence they
will come forth full fledged, having
the stripes (but not the stars) and
then will be ready to start another
generation which no man outnum-
ber.

A Narrow Escape.
The New York court has decided

that the publication of Woodhull and
Claflin'a Weekly is not included in
those termed obscene by tbe law, and
Col. Blood, Mrs. Woodhull, and Miss
Claflin were declared not trailtv. The
offense, as described under the Indict
ment, wss very doubtful. Had the
case resulted otherwise, the jude
ment would have reached a large
number of newspapers in the countrv
that pride themsevee on their great-
ness, respectability, and independ-
ence, but which publish in nearly
every issue column of disgustinK
scandal that degrades and pollutes a
large class of readers. Under such a
ruling newsDarjers which, like the
Cincinnati Commercial, boast of their
large circulation among prostitutes,
arunxaros. ana tne vile classes gen-
erally, would be liable to prosecution
and punishment. That, on the whole
this would not be an advance sten in
behalf of morality and decency is by
no means certain.

A writer in the Cincinatl Gazette,
who evidently has not much faith in
the progress of the Constitutional Con
vention, gives them a hint which reads
like this:
