JOHN D, ARCHBOLD TELLS ABOUT
DOCUMENTS USED BY
HEARST.

M'LAURIN DEFENDS A FRIEND.

Ex-Senator from South Carolina Says
He Has No Apology to Make
for Asking Support from
Standard O/l Co,

New York, Sept. 80.—A new phase
of the discussion of the so-called
“Standard OIl correspondence,” made
publie recemtly by William R, Hearst,
wns sntered upon Tuesday when John
D. Archbe'd, vice president of the
Btanded OUl Co,, made a statement
sotting forth detalls of the alleged
theft of correspondence from hia files.

Ex-United States genator McLaurin
of South Carolina also entered the
figld with a statement declaring his
attitude in the matter of the corre
spondence belween himsell and Mr.
Archbold.

Mr. Archbold sald:

“In respomse to many Inquiries ns
to the theft of letters from my files,
the following may be made known:

“Over three years ago a report
reached me that certaln of my letters
had been offered for sale to news
papers of this city, avowedly as stolen
letters. Examination showed that
some letters were missing and that
they could only have been taken by
some one not only familiar with the
office detalls, but highly trusted, The
party on whom suspicion fell stoutly
denied all gullt. A little jater, how-
ever, a man who represented himself
as acting between the thief and those
to whom the letters had been sold pro-
pogsed to return some of the letters
for a consideration. Hia story was
that the Idea of the theft bhad been
concelved by his brother, who had at
one time been In the company's em-
ploy, and that this brother had in-
duced tlie employe already sispected
to accomplish the theft

“According to the gobetween's
story, he had disposed of the letters,
or wome of them, to two men who
purchased them on bebhalt of Mr,
Hoearst's newspaper, the Journal, Not
only had stolen letters been thus
traded for, but the thief was induced
to earry off one or more letter copy-
ing books, many of whose pagea he
claims  were photographed, other
pages belng removed altogether, The
books In question were, the go-be-
tween sald, returned after 48 hours.
It is impossible to say how many
were glolen and sold in thig way, The
thieves worked at thelr leisure,

“Corroboration of the gdbetween's
story of three years ago lay in his re-
turn of some of the correspondence
at the time, The production of stolen
letters by Mr. Hearst |s further cor-
roboration now. Obviously, among
such a coterie, authenticity of thelr
ontput is not to be lightly necepted.
The apportunities for falsification,
suppressing of context, diswrtion of
passages are many."

Ex-Senator Mclaurln sayvs:

“An eNort hag been made to create
a political sensation by the publica-
tion of certnln  correspondence  be.
tween John D, Archbold, vice presl
dent of the Btandard Ol Co., and my-
self. For that correspondence I have
no apologies to make. At the time
the letters were written I had the
honor to enjoy, and am proud stlll to
possess the friendship of Mr. Arch-
bold, for whom 1 have the highest re
gard, At the time the letters were
written 1| wns engaged in a  bitter
struggle In which was Involved not
only my own politieal future, but the
soonomic and polltles]l principles for
which 1 stood, @md  which, stated
brisliy, meant the emancipation of the
souils from the lgnorant prejndice of
Bournonism and the 'Bloody shirt' in-
to the freedom of an enlightened self-
Interest nud the progress of an intel
ligeni Industriallsm,

*in the support of these principles,
aud e hope of thls progress, 1 saw
then o impropriety in enlisting the
ussistance of the mesi progressively
administersd and the most iatells:
gently offlcered corporation that
hutaan Intclilgence has yet produced.
Nor has the enorwous body of statu-
tory crime sinee ereated or the hypo-
eritical affectutlon of morality as
sumed by some of our legislatures and
congress, in any wise changed my
point of view or quickened my con
sclence of expediency, as seams Lo
Lave been the case with some of my
former colleagues,
