TESTIFIES FOR THE DEFENSE

Indictments Against Curtis and Morst
Charging Misappropriation of

Funds and Conspiracy
are Dismissed

New York Oct 28 The expected
split between Charles Morse bank pro
moter financier and Ice trust organ
izer and Alfred H Curtis president
of the National Bank of North Amer
lea both of whom are under Indict
ments charging them Jointly with vlo
latlon of the national banking laws
camo Tuesday with the swearing ol
Curtis as the first witness for the de
fense in tho trial before Judge Hough
in tne United States court here

Before the beginning of Mr Curtis
examination the court had heard argu
ments on behalf of both defendants on
motions to dismiss tho indictments
and had j Iclded on a few minor points
dismissing tho counts charging con
splracy and misappropriation In one
specific Instance but maintaining 5t
counts charging overcertiflcation mak
ing of false reports misapplication
and tho use ot funds of depositors fot
speculative purposes

Before calling tho former president
of the suspended Bank of North Amer
ica to the stand in his own behalf
ex Judgo W M Olcott Curtis attor-
ney announced that ho had persuaded
his client to tell all the facts 11

client hopes said he that his testl
mony will not injuro any of the other
directors or officers who had to do
with the management of tho affairs
of tho Bank of North America It Is
not his purpose to point his finger at
any ono individual and say You did
It not I Ho will however tell the
facts and stato things as they really
happened

Mr Curtis began his testimony by
relating his early career In the bank
ing business He had started at 14 In
tho office of a Wall street broker he
said graduating ten years later to
a clerkship in the Bank of the Stato of
New York tho Institution subsequent
ly purchased by Morso and merged
with tho Bank of North America
There ho had advanced through the
various grades to tho position of cash-
ier

¬

in which capacity ho hnd over
certified checks to tho amount of 40
000000 ho declared

Morso was at tho time vice presi ¬

dent and director of tho bank During
an absenco abroad Mr Morso was
deposed by President Edwards Upon
his return he obtained control of the
bank by purchasing a majority of the
stock and after ousting Edwards in ¬

stalled Curtis as president Morse
tho witness testified carried a balance
of between 100000 nnd 160000 with
tho bank nnd had brought a great
many customers and depositors to It

When tho Carroll loan on 4000
shares of ice stock had come up for
renewal In tho name of Ilraun of
Primrose Braun Mr Morse had In ¬

structed him tho witness said to put
It through telling him that ho would
stand back of It and guarantee It At
tho time CurllJ testified ho supposed
Morte to bo a very rich man bating
hoard his wealth estiamtcd at 22000- -

000 It was therefore not extraordi
nary ho thought thnt he should ac
copt Morses guarantea as fully pro
toctlve

Tho witness then went Into details
rolatlvo to the transaction whereby
2000 of tho 4000 shares of lea securi ¬

ties held by tho bank had been sold
to Mrs GeUhenen and lutor disposed
of by her at a profit of 24580 Tho
remaining 2000 bhares had also netted
a pioflt of 24580 and this Mr Morso
hnd turned Into tho bank refusing to
accept It for himself although clearly
entitled to it
