Raturn
to the ‘saucepan and cover with cold
water and cook twenty minutes; then
add enough bread crumbs to make it
thick. Make a border of mashed pota-
toes around a platter and pour the
minced liver in the center.

New Record of Wall Paper Selling

-I Concreto s Profit Maker
By PROF. C. A. OCOCK, Wisconsin Collage of Agviculture

The watchword of tha present
neems to be consefvation, This appar-
ently may be applied to all lines of
work. Not only ia this true in the
commaerclal world, but It hold
true in rural pursuits. The farmer is
exerting every effort In  obtaining
more efficiency from his activities and
to do this he Is gathering about him
every kind of modern muchine or con«
venience that ia obtainable,

Concrete on the farm Is becoming
an important factor and with the ad-
vent of this new medium of construc-
tion, feeding floors, troughd, racks,
fence posts, silos, farm bulldings and
many useful necessities are belng add.
ed to the farm equipment. Many of
these useful things may be construct-
ed by the farmer himself or hias regu-
lar help. All that is necessary is a
working knowledge of conocrete and
fta reinforcements. In the construc-
tion of large bulldings a knowledge of
the reinforcement of beams and gird-
ors ia required and such construction
should be submitted to an architect
or & bridge engineer who is acquaint-
ed with these problems.

Materials used in the construction
of concrete work are usually propor
tioned 1-2-4 or 1-234-6, 1-2-6, 1-4-8, de-
pending upon their character, That is,
1 part cement, 214 parts sand and b

if a layer of mud or clay settles over
the sand, do not use it.

QGravel or stona should be free from
sticks, leaves or any forelgn sub-
stance which would In any way de-
stroy the action of the cement upon
the sand and gravel. If clay is pres-
ent, always wash It out by pouring wa-
ter over the sand or gravel which is
to be spread over an inclined screen.

Spread the cement upon the sand
and gravel if they are in combination
on the watertight platform and mix
until the whole mass {8 of wuniform
color, Then add water unless
psereoned gravel or crushed stone Is
belng used, In which case place the
cement upon the sand, mixing until a
uniform color; add gravel or crushed
stone and mix thoroughly, and then
add enough water to produce the
proper consistency. Hoes or shovels
can be used to mix the concrete, but
the latter are more en employed.
Concrete should be mixed in small
quantities, only such amounts belng
prepared as will be used up immedi-
ately. Concrete hardems so rapidly
that lumps often begin to form
throughout the wholé mass before It
can be used. Under these conditions
the whole amount should be diséard-
ed. Concrets ought not to stand more
than 26 or 30 minutes after the ce-

Table No, I. shows the materials
necessary for one cublc yard of con-
crete.

In order to determine the amount
of cement necessary for any amount
of concrete, estimate the number of
cubio yards and multiply that mumber
by the figure in the table opposite,
“Bbls, cement per cublc yard of con-
crete,” and under “mixture to be
used.” The amount of sand and of
stone is determined in the same Way.

Batch mixing, ss Indicated by the
name, is an intermittent process and
{s the one most used in sllo construc-
tion. Under certailn conditions the
continuous mixing process may be em-
ployed. Continuous mixing is done by
machinery, the materials belng fed

‘{nto the machine without interruption

during the mixing process, which may
continue for four or five hours. Batch
mixing may be done by machinery if
{t seams more desirable. Bimple me-
chanical mixers have been very suc-
cessfully constructed from an ordl-
nary kerosene barrel.

Water should be added until a slop-
py mixture is obtained, - This will per-
mit the materidl to be readily poured.
The concrete should be prepared upon
2 water-tight mixing platform, usually

" about 10x12 feet. In placing the ma-

terials upon this platform, some meth-
od should he used to get the proper
proportions; that is, if a 1-2-4 mixture
is used, some simple measure for the
materirle ghould be employed where-
by this may be easlly determined,

The
amount of stock to be watered at the
tank must be taken into consldera-
tion when the gize is planned, If a
rectangular tank is to be used, the
proper dimensions can be determined
by consulting Table II,

It often happens that around a stock
tank thers 18 & mud hole.
