GREAT SUCCESS 3

CIGAR BOXES OF CARDBOARD

Cheap Material Now Used In Exaot
Imitation of the More Costly
Spanish Cedar.

There are now made clgar boxes of
oardboard In such exact imitation of
Bpanish cedar boxes that they might
anywhere be taken for the real
things.

Three layers of a cardboard special-
ly made for the purpose are pressed
together to produee & board of pre-
cisely the right thickness, and then
upon the outer mide there iz printed,
from an engraved plate and with cor
rect coloring, a photographic reproduo-
tion of a shest of actual Bpanish
cedar; this reproduction showing the
graln of the wood with all its varia-
tions and even the tiny lttle knots, if
there are’ any.

The bottom and the gldes for a card-
board box are out out all in one plece,
8o that they require nelther nalling
nor sewing. The end pleces, cut out
poparately, are wire stitched in by
machine, and then the cover s put on,
belng hinged with the usual plece of
muslin.

These cardboard boxes made in iml-
tation ofscedar are finished In regula-
tion manner, paper lined and with the
uisual paper flap to cover the clgars.
The outer edges are paper bound in
the usual fashion. In {ts fnished
state the box contains one nall, the
nall always found at the center of the
front edge of the cigar box to hold
the cover down, These boxes sell
for about 80 per cent. less than boxes
made of wood,
