en for in the teaching of reading, the
mechanical training and the pupll's
power to assimilate the thought A
good method is necessary. But the
test of a method s the pupil's power
to attack new matter,
The first lessons in reading should
be given from the blackboard to avold
memorizing, to develop self confidence
and to further the correlation of lang-
uage and reading. These lessons may
consist of from four to elght senten-
ces. Let the child he'p make these
sentences for his own lesson, thus
throwing the responsibility upon the
child as far as possible. In this WAy
the correct method of pregentation Is
assured—the thought, the oral expres.
slon and then the written work,
A good reader reads without hesita-
tlon which may be caused by defect
lee eyesight, poor preparation, inat.
tention during the study perlod, or
perhaps the teacher's own lack of
preparation. Correct attitudes and ar-
ticulation may be Insured by exercise,
In all things throw the child upon
his own responsibility, but do not al-
low him to correct his fellows,
