A5 MANY BUILDINGS RAZED

Monthly Bulletin of the State Fire
Marahal Shows That the Oo
tober Fire Lots for Ohlo
Was $532,000,

Special Columbus Correspondent,

Columbus, Dec, 10—The “officlal
wrecker” of the state fire marshal’s
offien, a recent ncquisition; Is finding
much to do. It is his duly to travel
throlughout the state and locate and
condemn bulldings which are dilapi
dated and uneafe. The department
then orders them rased, Since the
ereation of this position, some three
monthe ago, more than 70 unsafe
gtructures have been torn down. The
monthly bulletin of the state fire mar
ghal shows that the October fire loss
for the state was $532,000, which was
practically equalled by the losg ocea
gloned by the blg Akron fire, which
oceurred In November., This was
probably the bigzest fire of the vear,
excepting the fire In the busine=s dis-
triet of Daston durine the flood last
spring.

Charges Excessive Rates.

In a report which will be filed with
Goy. Cox by the legigintive committea
which has been Investigating fire In-
surance rates In Ohlo, the insurance
companies are charged with muleting
the people of the state out of enor
moite sums annually through excers|ve
and exorbitant rates. 1t fa charged
that lossges sustained by companies in
other states are recouped by  the
higher rates imposed In this state,
Gov. Cox, it is expected, will present
tlie report to the speclal session of
the Jegislature In January with the
recommendation that immediate dras
tic remedial leglelution be enacted.
The committes which wns named by
the last legislature found during ite
Investigation that advisory insurance
rates for Ohlo are flxed under the
“Dean schedule"” by bureaus at Cleve
land, Columbus and Cincinnatl, This
hag not regulted in an inerense of rates

for Wighly protected propertles, but a
substantial Increase for other prop-
certies. Practically all compunies em

ploy the same agents to fix advisory
rates, and nearly always charge the
rates so fixed, it is :1IT--:,:.'d. The ovi.
dence clearly Indiented a \umlnnnllnn
to fix and m.&)lntuin rater (o exiet be-
tween the agents in cortain loenlities,
particularly in Cleveland and Cipeln-
patl, according to the report,
Do Not UndSirstand Law.

State ofMicials view with Increasing
surprise the public misapprelensgion
thnt exiate regarding the new state-
ride civil service law, Probably half
the Inquiries that low into the enpltal
indicate either a very vague nouon of
what the Inw menns or else a very
distorted one of {ts provislons, The
mizeoncention of the law is varlegated.
Bome persons belleve that there Is an
ironelad and pbeolute protection af-
forded practically all appeintive state
officinls and employves In the new Inw.
Others belleve that present employes
are wholly protected in thelr present
positions, while still others believe
nobody in the publie service will be
eafe from competitors who may want
thelr “jobs." None of these concep-
tions of the new law is correct. In
the first place the operation of the law
does not afford to anybody the protec-
tion from dismissal which is afforded
nnd will continue to be afforded by
the pollce and fire clvil service. The
new gtate-wlde civil service law mere-
Iy makes it a little harder for whole
depariments to be shaken up polit-
fcally. But it does not secure any em-
ploye his place. In other words, the
appointing power may dismlss any em-
ploye he desires to dismiss, The re.
striction I8 that he must certify the
cause of the digmissal In writing. But
when the order of dismissal, with the
certificatlon of the cause, is given, the
one affected has no puthority to which
he cun appeal excepting the power
that Is dismissing him. The protec-
tion is thus formal and not real. The
erux of the law s the provisiow that
before a vicaney can be filled the ap-
peinting power must make his selec
tion from an eligible list made up
through a competitive examination,
In the second place, a rigid distinction
is mpde In behnlf of employes now Ie
offica, They are Lo be retalned if they
cin pasg A noncompetitive expmina.
tion: in other words, an examination
o show thelr fitness for the place
they hold. But of course, even they
Are not more secure than others
when it comes 1o the arbitrary power
of Lthe appointing power to dismiss.

Want Question Settied,

Reépregentatives of the law depart-
ments of Cinclonat! and Columbus
met with members of the attorney
general's force and the state elvil
service commission Tuegday afternoon
to disouss the gquestion of whether o
pot the psslstants in the ¢ity sollcitor's
office are under civll service. If they
are held to be sublect to this rezuls
tion, then the new splicitors who take
ofice In Jaonuary will be deprived o
the privilege of choosing thelr assist
ants. Those in office, appointed
thelr predecessors, will hold on. Th
attorney generdl's department hus ne
reached any decision on the guestioy
and will not likely do ko for o weel
or more yet,
