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WANTS HUERTA O
STEP FROM THRONE

Proposal of United States
as Outlined in the Na-
tional Capital.

Washington, April 20—The propo-
snls of Huerta and the Unlted States,
with suggestions from Carranza and
Gen. Zapata, was Iaid before Am-
basendor De Gama of Brazil, Minlster
Naon of Argentina and Minister Sua:
rez of Chile, the peace mediators, at
thelr meeting this morning at 10
o'clock, The first step toward settle
ment of the erisis, It wae learned last
night, will be an attempted arrange
ment of an armed truce, with strict
maintenance of the status gquo. This
proposal i favorably regarded by
President Wilson and will form a basis
for further negotiations.

Want Huerta to Step Out.
The proposals of the United Btales,
ag outlined here last night, Include
the surrender of the government ‘by
Huerta, with no withdrawal of the mil-
itary forces of the United States from
Mexico until nfter an election.
It 18 expected that Huoerta will meet
the demand that he abdicate by sug-
geeting the delegation of his power to
a man of his own choosing. Agents of
Argentina, Brizil, Chile and Great
Britain are sald already to be at work
to effect means of running the gov-
ernment provided Huerta surrenders,
while Secretary Bryan 18 actively
working to bring the Villa government
to an agreement.
Washington Continues Skeptical.
Whshington continues to look with
skepticism on the efforts of the peace-
makers to bring the contending Mex}-
can factions together., While hoping
for the best, administration officials
here realize the tremendous complica-
tions in the way of bringing Huerta,
Carranza and Villa to a common un-
derstanding, It is generally conceded
hat th? establishment ¢f anything
like péaceful relations between the
Mexican fagtiong would be one of the
greatest triumphs of diplomacy in the
world's history. In gome quariers the
belief 15 expressed that there will be
more trouble In handling Carranza and
Villa than Huerta, This bellef seem-
ingly 18 based on the conviction here
that the power of Huerta has been
reduced to the point where he will be
compelled to yield, At the same time
there I8 a strong element of doubt
as to whether the mediators will be
able to bring the Mexican revolution-
ary leaders into an agreement that
recognizes Huerta as anything but an
outcast,

COAL OPERATORS TURN DOWN
THE DEMANDS MADE BY
ILLINOIS MINERS.

Peorla, 111, April 20,—Illinois coal
operators in joint conference here with
the scale committee of the United
Mine Workers have issued their ulti-
matum to the workers, They abso-
lutely refuse the 4 per cent Increase
the miners are demanding in the
gouthern field and also refuse to sub-
mit any dispute to subdistrict conven-
tions for settlement except the oper
ators and miners in that district agree
upon the plan.
