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OR. 0. W HULIN'S FUNERAL HELD

Sunday In Greenford Was Attended
By a Multitude of People—Migh
Tribute to a Worthy Man.

The funeral of the late Dr. O, W.
Hulin, whose death was motad {n the
Last Dispaloh, wes held last Sunday
afternoon, The remaing wera taken
to the Lutheran chuorch in the fore
noon and ax they Jald In state wers
viewed by hundreds of people who
came from miles around to take a last
look at tae face of the man who hal
veen thelr friend in health and sfolk:
ness. Never before was a funeral
held in this village when thers was
s0° much evidence of profound griaf
as wag manifested on thie ocenslon,
The people had leatned to love Dr.
Hulln becanse of his many virtues anid
iils passing stirred thelr deepest emo-
tlons. More than {hirteen hundred
people parsed the bier of their friend

Dr, Oscar Weston Hulin
who appeared to be only peacefully

gleeping. The floral (ribules were
many and beantiful, coming from peo-
ple In every walk of life, sllent evl-
denee of the high esteem in which the
deceased was held. The funeral ser-
vices were held at 1 p. m. In the
church which was filled to ‘ts capac-
Ity with sorrowing friends while hun-
dreds stood with bowed heads on the
outside, Rev. William Hoffman, pas-
tor of the wutheran church, pronounc-
ed the sermon which is printed in full
below, A male quartet from Youngs-
town sang. The pallbearers were Dra.
Cobb, Heck, Mileg and McGeorge of
Salem, Buechner and Bennett of
Youngstown, and Conrad of Leetonia,
The remains were taken to Canfield
and placed in the mausolenm In the
village cemetery. ’

Text, Psalme 07:2—"Clouds and
darkness are round about him; right-
eousness and judgment are the habi-
tation of His throne."

For the second time within a little
more than a week this church be-
comes the place for a meeting ol sor-
row and solemnity. What busy mes-
senger of God, that grimm messenger
of death Is, About ten days ago we
were called upon to render the last
respects to the remains of one who
had reached the allotted three score
and ten, representing the one extreme
of-life,

Today it becomes our palnful duty
to conduct the last snd rites over and
lay to rest the mortal rema‘'ns of one
in the prime of life, tenching us fore-
ibly the solemn truth that death is no
respecter of age or person, True,
whenever we must lay away a per-
son of ripe years, one of whom we
belleve, or are inclined to belleve, has
finlshed his life's work, while part-
ing ig always painful, we are more
prepared to become reconciled and re-
signed. -

But it s much more diflicylt when
we must lay away one who, accord-
fng to our way of thinking and figur-
ing, should have yet many years of
yseful gervice before him,

We are not accustomed to look for
the death of a comparatively young
person as we are for that of an older
one, And ever through anxlous
days and nights of toll, with death
hovering over the bed of our loved
one, we hope and hope and belleve
and pray that a time of convalescence
and eventusl recovery might be awalt-
ing our dear one,

Through such days and nights, be-
joved, bereaved, you have recently
lived, and your hopes have been lig-
uldated, and your prayers answered
with a kindly “No.” You are look-
ing to me to say something that might
bring comfort and cheer to your
troubled hearts. And what can lsay?
When President Lincoln was called

" upon to deliver' an address at Gettys.

burg on the occasion of the dedica-
tlon of a portion of the battlefield
there, 10 become the final resting
place of the bodles of those who gave
thelr lives that the nation might live,
be sald, “But in a larger sense, we
canpot dedicate, we cannpnot conse-
¢rate, we cannot hallow this ground.
The brave men, living and dead, who
gtrugegled here have consecrated [t
fdr above our power (o add or de-
tract. ‘The world will llttle note nor
long remember what we say here, but
it ean never forget what they did
here,” If we are here to honor and
to hallow the memory of your belov-
ed brother, who gave hls life that
others might live, Httle will that be
remembered what.we may ssy today,
bot mever will thé community, and
especiilly they to whom he minlster-
ed, forget what he did here. How
true the saying of Christ's enemiea
to nlm when he hung on the Cross,

“giow applicable here with a slight var-

fation: “He saved others, himself he
dld pot save,” but gave his life freely
aud fully in service-to others. And
how comforting the other word pok-
en by Jesus, too; Whosoever will
losp his life for my suke, lie same
shall save It

Four weeks ago this evening the
Doctor attended evening worship here,
for the last time. How little did any-
one think then that four weeks hence
bi remafng would be quletly borne
4o this house for this aolemn service,
That the earthly bond of love would
be severed, and that today all that 1s
mortal of him should be hidden from
your sight, And so he who was able
to save the lives of many, who with
the help of God Almighty was able
1o restore many to health, now lies
e us & victim of death, mourned
by the afllicted, brothers and sis-

work of & physician. As he Iabored
in our communily and In the sick
room with love and falthfulness, =20 ha
also reaped love and tonfidence, the
firm foundation of medieal proficlency.
Whenever he approached a bed of
gjckhess I his plain affectionals man-
ner, weary eyes hopefully looked up
to him, knowing that he would supply
a1l that human skill could offer. H'a
labor and care belonged to the sidk.
By duy and by night, in storm and
rain, in burning heat and biting ecold,
he was [ndefatigable and ready to
help wherever help was needed. By
his earnest and falthful Jabor he bullt
up n thriving practice and won the
Jove and esteem of nll his fellowmen.
Even nt a ‘lime when he himsell
should have had the attention of a
physician, he would nol negleot his
patients, His professlon, his patlents
were hils only care. He wanted to
apothe the pains of others, and had
no time to think of himsell. And
when finally he sought medionl ad-
vice which he badly needed L was
too late, After all loving hands and
medieal ekill could do to save him
for his loved ones, for those who so
sorely needed him, after a Tew brief
days of suffering, one morning as the
sun wag just creeping over the horl-
zon his spirit took Its fllght from Its
weakened enrthly abode and soared
into the presence of Him who gave
him to us. Not only 1 but ail of you
who knew him and loved him, ecan
exclaim with David at thils hour: “1
am distressed for thee my brother
Jonathan; wvery pleasant hast thou
been unto me,"”

And now he lg no Jonger with us.
The church has lost a faithtul mem:
ber; the community a Christian elt-
Izen and faithful physician.

The foolsteps for which we eagerly
listened, we will hear no more, The
hands which lovingly ministered to
our loved ones are folded on hiz bos-
om in death. ' The lips to whith we
lstened for counsel and words of
hope are sllenced and closed forever.
We feel the deep sorrow of the sadly
afflioted eisters and brother. We
ghare your grief, but we know also
that true comfort In an hour like this
can be found in God. May God Al
mighty glve you such comfort and
suech strength.

We beliove (at least I have no evi-
dence to the contrary) that during
his life, the decensed lived according
o God's word, and therefore we leel
that the reward promised in those
beautiful words! “Be thou falthful un-

1o death and 1 will glve thee a crown

of Hfe,” And yet despite all we can
say, and as you think of it, how dark,
how mysterious it all seemse lo yon,
that he for whom and whose recovery
A brother's and sisters’ love lefll noth-
Ing undone, should 20 seemingly, rude-
ly be taken from your sides,

But if it semes dark and mysterious
o you, remember our text says
"Clouds and darkness are round—
nbout God." ]

God's government I8 one of glor
jous concealments, Just as Pytha-
goras (the Greek philosopher) taught
his puplls from behind a veil, g0 God
velled from the sight of men, governs
the world according to the dictates
of His wisdom. Of this government
the poet sings: .
“God moves in & mysterious way,

His wonders to perform;

He plants His [ootsteps [n the sea,

And rides upon the storm.”

It is natural for us to suppose that
many of the providentinl works of
God are covered with mystery since
nature is thronged with nat which is
mysterious, How is it that the tender
blade of grass is evolved from the
hard seeds? We do not know. Who
can tell how nature makes gold? The
sllk worm put Into a small paper bag
in its sploning casts the beautiful
yellow silk above itself and under it
continues to work concealed. In the
providentlal government of Go( there
is also mystery. How was it that God
who |8 & God of absolute holiness
foreseeing the fall of man Jinto sin
and the consequent depravity of the
human race created man. Is it not a
mystery? The greater number of
God's people In the wlilderness aid
not understand the meaning of many
of the rites and ceremonies of the old
testament dispensatipn, especially
those which polnted to the fullness of
time. There were prov.uential trans.
actions in the Psalmist's days which
he dld not understand, hence he says
in our text, "Clouds and darkness
are round about God.” There are
also similar transactions In our time
which we do not understand and com-
prehend, such as the trials and afflic
tlons of men, particularly our own,
such as have come to you now Lelov-
ed, bereaved. How unsearchable are
s judgments and His ways past
finding out. Trust him, though dark-
ness seem to vell his face and with
compléte submission pray
“Lead kindly light, amid the enclrcling

gloom;

Lead thou me on;

The night of mystery is dark, and |
am far from home—

L¢ad thou me on.

Keep thou my feet, 1 do not ask tg
see the distant scene;

One step enough for me.

S0 long thy power has blessed me,

Sure it will stjll lead me on
(Yeér moor and fen, o'er oralg and tor-

rent till the night Is gone;

And with the morn these angel faces

smile
Which I have loved long since and
logt awhile, s

And yet they are his ways and the
justice of His government I8 pot to be
called Into question. It 18 proved by
the use which He makes of eyll, for
the manifestation of His glory, and
the extension of His kingdom. Paln
is an gvil, but it tells us when there
{s something wrong with the body.
The fall of our firét parenits was an
evil, but out of it redemption has
come. God accepted the services of
a lying spirit to seduce Abab to go
to Ramoth-Gilead to battle, though He
did not ordain this work, War Is an
evil but the world's Nebuchadnergers
and Napoleons have been the servants
of God, The justice of Hls govern-

'ment |s shown also in the death of our

Lord Jesus Christ. God woule npot
save the world at the expense of jus-
tice, but would rather that the purden
of the world’s sin should be laid upon
the heart of His only sop, which ulti-
mately broke benesth its weight,

1t 1= manifest by His deallngs with
his people also. He feeds his people,
He fed Jacob and hls houdehold
Egypt He defends His people. He
defended hls anclent peo-
ple and the God of Danlel snd Morde-
cal 1s gtill the same, unless truth calls
for the sacrifice of the truth-bearer,
4 with mm%ml ’:m
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are the habltation of Mis throne. Boon
the darkness of His dealings with you
in thie your ssd hour of sorrow and
bereavement may disappear and with
the morn of understanding, your grate-
ful heart shall sing, “Now mine éye
geeth thee" You will be able to say
with David: Why are thou cast down,
0O my soul? and why art thou dis-
quiéted in me? hope thom In God! for
1 shall yet pralse Him for the help ot
bhis eountenance and Him who I8 the
health of my countenance and my God.
"“What T do thou Enowest nol now,
but thou shalt know hereafter,” eald
Jesus, How good of God that he per-
mitted your brother to have the ser-
vices of m loving brother nod slster
in his affliction, as well s Lhose of
faithful physicianse and nurses, who
minlstered unto him even unto death,
and the sympathy of a loving commun-
ity. How much better, than, as is the
casgsd with many, if he had been thrown
upon a cold and heartless and une
sympathetic world, Hard as it s for
you to give him up, how good of God
to have relieved him from any farther
suffering and paln and take him to
where there shall be no more death,
nefther sorrow nor erying, nelther
ghall there be any more pain; for the
former things have passed away. May
God belp you to bow to His Holy Wi,
and to say “Thy Will be done,” re-
mombering also that comforiing word
of Jesus which he spake to Mary and
Martha when thelr brother was ¢old
in death: “1 am the resurrection and
the life; he that belleveth on me
though he were dead yel shall he live,
and he that believeth on me shall nev-
er die,” Whatever else we may not
know, we may, recelving and bellev-
ing the Bible to be God's eternal
truth, with a heart filled with faith,
eay with Job: “l know that my He-
demer liveth, and after my skin, even
this body is destrovea then without
my flesh shall T gee God." Job. 10:25-
a1,

And His regurrection (s the pledge
for our resurrection. There I8 a
beautiful fncldent In the life of Cath-
arlne Tait. Her son Crawford had
reached manhood, having been pre-
served from countless dangers, After
a short lllness "he wng nor, tor God
took him.” When the burial service
was over, his mother stood close at
the gravichead and as she looked into
that grave where the hopes of a life
were buried, she eaid In a loud but
thrilling voiece: “I believe In the res-
urréction of the dead."” What a com-
fort such faith brings to us.

In c¢onclusion, ' beloved brother and
sisters of the deparied, let me say to
you the words of Jesug, “Weep not.”
As 0 good gardener, who when winter
approaches takeg up hls tender plants
and puts them in a warm place; as a
sensible husbandman, when he sces
the dark clouds approaching hastens
with his sheaves to the garner, so
God hag hastened with your brother
out- of this evil life, He has been sud-
denly snntched away from every ad-
versity and all misery and affliction
and distress and wretcheanegs of this
world; from sin into righteousness;
from weidkness into perfection; from
storm into sllence; from sorrow to
joy; from death into life and into that
rest which shall never more be dis-
turbed by the call of human [llness,
That is our hope and copfidence, May
the removal of your loved and cher-
Ished brother serve to direct your af-
fections heaven-ward that you may
seek those things which are above, and
where we hope we may all be reunited
with those who are not dead put have
slmply gone before.

It Is a common remark, that noman
is necessary to soclety. We some-
times think as we see great talents,
great efforts, distingulshed abllity in
our public men, that they have be-
come so essential to the life of the
republie, so necessary to human ad-
vancement, that when they drop out,
thelr places cannot be filled. We look
at 4 man today In vigor and In
strength, and we see that he occuples
a commanding position in legislation,
in business, in the professions, and
we feel that his loss would be irrep-
arable, The tenslon upon the thread
of life 1s a little too strong and the
threpd suddenly snaps: He is gone;
vet on the morrow some one of the
living &teps (nto his place and we
say "“How soon he |8 forgotten." In
@ sense this is true, and yet in another
sense It |8 not true, Every good snd
true man as well as every great man
is essential and necessiary to soclety.
Every man who lives a good and true
life becomes a part of soclety, part of
the present and part of the future his-
tory of the community in which he
lived and dled. The influence of a
good man mnever ceases, Death does
pot put an end to it; it goes on from
year to year and age to age, and so
belng dead he speaketh.

And now without any intention of
exalting human -sayings above the
word of God, In the words of the lm-
mortal Lincoln, “It s for us to be
here dedicated to the great lask re-
maining before us, that from this hon-
ored dead we take Inereased devotion
to that canse for which he gave the
lagt full measure of devotion that we
here highly resolve that this dead
shall not have died In valn, but that
we too shall endeavor ag much as in
us lles, to help in the alleviation of
human woes, and that some day our
life, too, may be approved by the
Master, our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ, Inasmuch as ye have done it
unto one of the least of these, my
brethren, so ye have done it unto
me; and thus becomg worthy to ente
into life eilernal, Amen, v
