Some housekeepers clalm they buy
fish on Friday only because they feel
sure of getting it fresh then, but if
they would create a dally demand for
it the fish would be sold to them fresh
every day. Not that a dally dlet of
fish s to be recommended, but If the
home mother can {nduce her family to
eat sea food three times or even twice
n week she would find a degrease in
 her butcher's and egg man's bills,

Of course, If one kind of fish Is fre.
guently served in the same way the
family is sure to tire of It, but with
 such a varlety to choose from and so
 many different ways of cooking, there
should be no such monotony. The
| amoked kinds of fish could take the
| place of eggs for breakfast. Finnan
haddie is deliclous either brolled or
steamed In milk, and a fish weighing
about two pounds can be bought In
the market for a quarter,

Every woman knows the possibili-
tles of dried codfish as a breakfast
dish, but a dinner dish of this fish is
not as well known as it should be.

You take a thick plece welghing
from one to two pounds and soak one
day and one night In cold water; then
put on in cold water and simmer for
two or three hours, It must not boll.
Next you fry two good slzed onlons
in butter until & Hght brown., Add a
can of strained tomatoes and cook for
18 minutes. Take the fish from the
water and put in with the tomatoes.
Place at the back of the stove for half
an hour, then serve.

#ish dishes sultabld for luncheon are
olrrled, scalloped and creamad. Cold,
left-over fish, also oysters, are cooked
in varlous ways, and there are also
clam boulllon and salmon loaf.

A fish curry Is deliclous. You fry
one tablespoonful of butter and add
one small teaspoonful of curry powder.
You pour over this a stock made from
fishbones, about one cup and & half of
milk or cream. Then yeu rub together
o tablespoonful each of flour and but-
ter and stir into the hot mixture. When
smooth you add to it about one pound
of any cold, flaked fish, Cently sim
mer for a few minutes; then serve,

Creamed fish is well known, but if
& little lemon julce Is added st the
last moment it will be found to glve
zest. Scalloped figh, too, Is & fairly fa
miliur dish, but it an be made more
tasty if the white sauce ls seasoned
with a dash of mustard and paprika,
as well as sult. For desserts one could
make a creamy rice pudding without
8KER.

Young cooks must bear in mind the
success of a flsh dish depends guite &
good deal upon the way It ls served.
The ssuce must be smooth, tasty and
creamy and the garnishing of parsley
and lemon arrenged Lo tempt the pal-
ate,

To cut cold mush for fryiog, take n
wetl thread and press it down through
the mush, holding it as taul as pos
slble. This cuts easily without leaving
ragged edges,

When frylog doughnuts it s 8 good
idea to have a dish of bolling water on
the stove. As each cake ls done, Uy
it out with a fork and dash quickly loto
the bolllng water and out again,
