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MAKING ACID PHOSPHATE

Importance of the Product in the Fer
tilizer Industry Leads to Pub-
lication of Bulletin,

The manufacture of acld phosphate
has come to play sueh an impottant
part In the fertilizer industry of the
United Statea that the Department of
Agrioulture hns just tesued a bulletin
{No. 144) on the subject, which is de-
slzned botli for manufacturers and for
progressive farmers. FPhosphate rock,
it In mald, has almost entirely displaced
Dbone, guand and spatite as a source
of phosphoric neld and a knowledge of
the exacl compoaition of the rock Is
of importance because not only the
phosphate of lime but all the impuri
tles as well nre ncted on by the suls
phurie acld used as a reagent and ine
fluence the finished product.

Of all the Impurities occourring In
phosphate rock, compounds of Iron
are the most dreaded. Even In small
quantities these elements are apt to
cause a certaln amount of reversion,
and In Jarge quantitles may render
the product sticky and unfit for use,
By eareful handling, however, phos-
phate high In fron and aluminum com-
pounds may be made to produce high
grade acid phogphate, On the other
hand carbonate of Hme ls rather de-
slrable when the quantity is not ex-
cesslve, ;

Both the “den” and the “open dump*
syetems are In general use for making
acld phosphate, each having certaln
advantages, In the “denn" system,
after the rock and sulphurle acld are
thoroughly mixed the compound Is
dropped Into a closed, brick-lined
chamber or “den,” where the chemieal
reactions ralse the temperature to a
high polnt and sare completed in
twenty-four hours of so, the product
belng then ready for shipment. In
the “open dump” system, ag the name
{mplies, the mixture of acid and rock
{8 dumped on an open plle and may
require a month or even longer to be-
come fit for use. The fumes given off
in the protess, moreover, may become
A serlons nuisance in the vicinity of
towns, On the other hand, the re-
moval of the acld phosphate from the
den 18 troublesome, and when done
by hand sometimes dangerous.

The cost of produciing ncld phos-
phate, the bulletin says, depends on a
number of varying factors, such as the
sire, location and equipment of the
plant and the cost of the sulphuric
acld. Exclusive of offlce expenses it
may be sald to range from $6.20 to
$8.00 & ton. The product is sold on
basis of (ts so-called available
phosphoric acid content, and {s worth
atl the factory from 40 to 66 cents a
uni:, or twenty pounds,  The phos-
phorie ackd content runs from 14 to
21 per cent. of the marketed product.

See That Skimmed Milk Fed tu Anl-
male la Pasteurized or Boilled

The ‘fact that the foot-and-mouth
disease may be communicated to
cattle, sheep, other ruminants " and
awine, through the milk of Infected
cows, makes it especially important
at this time for cattle raisers to make
certaln that the skimmed mlilk they
obtain from creameries has been pas-
teurized. KEven If there is no foot-and-
mouth disease in the farmer’s neigh-
borhood, It nevertheless is a great safe-
guard for him to gee that the creamery
skimmed milk which he fecds to his
animals has been pasteurized, as tuber-
culogls can be communicated through
raw skimmed milk. So serlous is the
communication of tuberculosls through
milk to swine that the meat packers

discriminate against the hogs in cer.

tain dalrying districts.

The department has long advocated
this course, and the specialiste hope
that the danger of foot-and-mouth
digsense may lead those who have not
been careful In this matter in the past
to adopt this practice and continue it
after the present epldemic has been
stamped out. .

Where a creamery does not pas.
teurize the milk, or where the farmer
obtains skimmed milk from other
farms for feeding to his hogs, he can
make certain that he does mol carry
the foot-and-mouth germs or spread
tuberculosis by bringing the skimmed
milk to the boillng polnt before bring-
fng it to the farm. Bolling does not
Ainterfere with its feeding value, al
though real pasteurization at 145 de-
grees for 30 minutes. Is the better
practice.

Referring to the value of coal tar,
Hotchkisas says that if it Is put In rat
holes, runs, ete,, rats, mjce, mink and
weasels will desert the premises, It Is
egually effective for lice, by coating It
on the roost. For the latter it may be
thinned with gasoline, if desired, aud
appled to perch and walls of the poul-
try houses with a whisk broom, once
a year, The writer has found gas tar
exeellent for scaly-legged fowls, One
application s gen y sufficient to
clean off the sacles. Give thve legs &
good coatlog, allowing it to wear off,
and the chmnces are the scales net
only drop off, but the legs are in flner
condition than by the ase of grease.

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FRENGH CAPTURE
IMPORTANT POINT

Drive Germans Out of Newville-St. Vaast
and Also Extend Their Position.

London, June 10 —The French have
driven the Germans complately out -of
Neuville-8t, Vaast, extended thair posl-
tion at Hebuterne and consolidated
their gains at Tracy Le Mont, where
the German front reaches nearest to
Parls, The midnight communique, re-
ceived here from Parla, states that
after taking the last group of houses
on which the Germans had managed to
retain a hold In Neuville, the Fronch
troops awepl forward to the north of
the village and have made gains of
considerable Importance.

Berlin admits the loss of Neuvllle,
but states that east of the town the
French, attempting to advance, weare
thrown back, suffering severe losses,
The capture of Neuville givea the
French an important advantage in
their operations against the Germana
In the “labyrinthe,” the fleld work
goutheast of the village, Here, Parls
reports, the French progress continued,
especially in the southeastern part.

British 8ink Teuton Submarine,

The sinking by the British of a Ger
man submarine, the sending to the bot-
tom of the Turkish gunboat Marmaris
by the Britlsh In the Tigrla river, the
blowing up of the German steamer
Hindenburg by a Russian mine In the
Baltie, the torpedoing by a German
submarine of the British collier Lady
Balisbury near Harwich lightship in
the North sea and loss of one of the
allles' transports by Turklsh shell fire
in the Dardanelles features reports of
marine warfare Wednesday.

OfMelal announcement was made by
Secretary of the Adimarlty Balfour
that In the sinking of the German sub-
marine six of her officers and 21 mem-
bers of her crew had been captured.
Mr, Balfour also announced that Ger-
man submarine prisoners hereafter
shall be accorded treatment identical
with all other German prisoners in
England. Mr. Balfour falled to state
when or where the German submarine
was sunk.

The sinking of the Turkish gunboat
Marmaris, together with the capture
of the Turkish transport Mosul, took
place in the Perslan gulf reglon. The
Marmarls displaced 492 tons and car-
ried a complement gf 66 men. She was
armed with four Spounders and two
1-pounders, She also was egulpped
with one torpedo tube,

Austro-German Armles Win.

Another victory for the Austro-Ger-
man armies In Galicia has just been
announced officially at Berlin. The
town of Stanislau has been captured by
the Teutonle forces In thelr eastward
gweep.

A dispatch from Austrian press
headquarters to Cologne says that the
Russian army in Bukawina, the Aus-
trian crownland east of Galicia, has
been cut off the Russian forces in mid.
dle Gallicla and |s being pressed east.
ward.

Stanislan lies on the line between
Lemberg, the Galiclan caplital still
held by the Russians, and Czernowitz,
capital of Bukowina.

Under the new constitution the
governor has the right to restrict the
netion of any special session to stipu-
lated subjects, and in the event of the
calling of a special session next year
he counld thus prevent the assembly
from deing anything exeept to provide
for the machinery to make the state
cteally  enloonless,  Meantime the
Anti-Saloon League has Issued a state-
ment declaring that It is certain that
Ohlo will go dry next fall, Three {ac-
tors, says the drys, will make for this
victory. They are better organization,
a more anlert spirit on the part of all
dry workers and more money. As
against §150,000, which they had last
yvanr, the temperance leaders say that
this year they have a quarter of a mil-
lion to spend in the campalgn. On
their part the wets are apparently just
ns co” fident of suecess in defeating the
prohibition amendment. They insist
that they are better prepared than last
year for the fray and that thelr work-
ers are [n finer fettle than last year.
The wet, or liberal machinery, by the
way, 18 now well under way, as the dry
machinery has been for some time.
Just now the ardor and enthusinsm of
an old-fashioned temperance fight la
lacking, but this Is because the fight is
too young., Propaganda work for the
most part has not been undertaken as
yet.

Washington, June 10.—This coun:
try's ultimatum to Germany, which de-
clares that the United States will up-
hold the rights of its citizens on the
high seas at any cost, was cabled tc
Berlin at 2 o'clock Wednesday after-
noon,

The note arrived in Berlin this after-
noon, was decoded and delivered to
Ambessador Gerard, The American
minister then delivered a copy of the
note to the German forelgn secretary.
It now Hes with Germany whether
there is a break between the two coun-
tries,

The note will be glven out for pub-
lication {n the morning newspapers of
Friday.

While the contents of the note have
been carefully guarded, It Is known
that It leaves no alternative to Ger-
many than {mmediate granting of
Ameriean demands, unless it desires to
break off relations with the United
States,

Should such a break come, it would
be followed by even graver complica-
tions should the attacks on Americans
at sea be continued,

There was a well-defined trend of
opinlon in officlal gunrters that the
resignation of Mr, Bryan would go far
in impressing Germany with the
earnest intention of the United States
to insist on its rights,

It 18 understood that the United
States has, from time to tima, recelved
authoritative information that high
Germas officials belleved the adminis-
tration was commlitted to & polley of
uninterrupted peace and did not im-
tend st any time or under any clreum-
stances Lo go to war., Mr. Bryan's res-
ignation, many officlals thought, would
remove all doubts in Berlin, and If
Germany were sincerely desirous of
avolding war would arrange for a way
put of the problem that has arisen
which eould honorably beé acocepted by
the United Btates.

The view that Mr. Bryan's action,
therefore, might favorably {nfluence
the situstlon was shared by some of
his closest friends.

ORDINANCE

To Provide for Village Solicltor,

Be it ordained by the Council of
the Village of Canficld, State of Ohlo:

Sectlon 1. That legal counsel shall
be provided for this village and the
person employed as such counsel shall
be known as the “Sollcitor of the Vil-
lage of Canfleld.” Such solicitor shall
be employed by Council at its first
meeting after the passing of this or
thereafter at the first
meeting of Councll in September an-
nually a person shall be employed as
such solicitor for the ensuing year,

Seo. 2. The salary of the sollcitor
shall be two dollars for each meeting
of the Councll, during the period of
his service and extra remuneration at
usual terms for extra service rendered.

See, 3. The solicitor sha.a be an at-
torney at law admitted to practice in
the courts of Ohlo., His duly to act as
attorney and counsel for the village
and the officers thereof in their officlal
capacity, to prosecute and defend all
actions by or agalnst the village, and
to render legal opinlons to the Coun-
cll and to any officer of the village
upon request in writing, That the so-
licitor engaged shall be Attorney Ed-
win R. Zieger of Canfleld, Ohlo,

Sec. 4. This ordinance shall take
effect and be in force from and after
the earllest perlod allowed by law.
