About a river or flowing stream of
water there is ever entwined much
of legend and story of interest and
of pleasure to all Especially so is
this true If within the vale was cast
our childhood home and as barefoot ¬

ed boys and girls we were Avont to
traverse the banks gather wild flow-

the trees in the dell lay and listen
o the waters as they purled over

the riffles or watched them as they
eddied through fleld and woodland on
ihclr onward course And who is it
that does not occasionally in lifes
afternoon love to get back to the old
home scenes stand upon the old
bridge at the roadway gas o down the
stream Into the faraway or with arms
resting upon the old fence look across
the vale watching again the lowing
Jdne or survey with radiant memory
the trees In their robes of living
green

Taking precedence in story and
Bong in our own particular region of
Btate Is the old Ohio and the Mahon ¬

ing grand bodies of water of which
never a word has been written or
6aid that was too much In praise of

their blessings or glories Beyond
us too to the westward flows the
Tuscarawas southward the Sandy
winds its way to the southeast purls
the Yellow creek and amid the hills
to the east wends the Bcaor all of
which have about them pleasant mem
orlcs for many a lad and lass grown
gray with the flight of jears

Itislng In Mahoning county and
flowing north through Mahoning and
a portion of Trumbull emptying Its
waters into the Mahoning at Nilos Is
another interesting stream this the
Meander It does not play so promi-
nent

¬

a part in story as the Mahoning
but in point of legendary lore once It
is known it holds no idle place

The Meander rises ln Ellsworth
township its source being the Ells ¬

worth lake From its source to the
place where the waters of the stream
empty into the Mahoning going in a
direct line is not more than fifteen
miles but the stream in its winding
way traverses double if not more than
that distance it being the most crook ¬

ed winding stream In all this Immed ¬

iate region of country

Falls of the Meander
The earth formation at the Ells

worth lake provides a dam in natures
own handiwork and here the water of
the stream has a natural fan of not
less than fifty feet tumbling over
rocks In roughly terraced formation
the sight in time of high waters being
one especially picturesque This fall
is the greatest natural one upon any
etream in this region of state The
stream all the way from Its source
to its mouth has a fall much greater
than even those acquainted with the
country It traerses at first thought
would suppose this being something
singularly strange and in the spring
of the year in wet periods of weather
often becomes a wild and turbulent
river far overflowing its banks

Pioneer Mills
A number of mills in pioneer days

were located along the stream among
those yet well recalled being the
Dlehl mill at the falls of Ellsworth
lake and that In the old Covenanter
church neighborhood in Jackson town¬

ship There was also another mill
with largo constructed dam for power
purposes at Ohltown this mill still it
is believed being in operation

The narao of the stream naturally
comes by the name of iio Meander
by reason of its winding course Some
of the older were wont to believe the
name associated with ludian lore little
dreaming perhaps that H comes to
us through the ages irdffiihe days of
Greek mythology and thpbe of the
pioneer fathers who waifjresponslble
for the name given tfijfl winding
stream and which it bears today was
acquainted with the beautiful olden
story and in admiration as ho slewed
some of the enchanting scenes along
the way believed the name not in
approprlao for the channel of water
in the home land of his adoption It
is a story not out of place here and
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will have much In the way of Interest
for nil Here it Is

The Sleep of Endymlon
One beautiful evening when the

sun was sinking down in the West
Selene was wandering on the banks
of the Hiver Meander and she thought
that of all the places which she had
eer seen there was none more lovely
than the quiet valley through which
Jiat gentle river was flowing On her
right hand rose a hill whose sides
were covered with trees and flowers
where the vine clambered over the elm
and the purple grapes shone out from
among the dark leaves Then Seleue
asked some people who were passing
by to tell her the mmc of the hill and
they told her that it was called the
hill of Latmos On the west under
the tall trees whose branches waved
over her In evening light she walked
till at last she reached the top and
looked down on the valley which lay

Numerous shady dolls and sylvan
nooks are found here and there along
the stream charming in their way
and each jear camping parties are
wont to pitch their tents in places for
a reason of rest and recreation A
picnic ground years was maintain ¬

ed on the Meander on the Kirk farm
In Jackson township the place a
prett and ideal one and older people
recall many pleasing memories of so-

cial

gatherings meetings etc at this
place In recent years however no
gatherings of any kind have been held
there

Ellsworth Lake
The Ellsworth lake covers 25 acres

of land a clear and pure body of
water with many springs for its fount-
ain

head The land was procured by
a private company of fifty share hold-
ers

and incorporated in January 190G
and though privately maintained as a
boating and Ashing preserve is the
only pleasure resoVt now upon the
stream The president of the associa

getting jip the stream although occa-
sionally

Grain Shippers and Dealers Warn-

ed

Practices Must Cease

SoVcnty flvo carloads of oats intend ¬

ed for export havo been seized by tho
federal authorities because they woro
found to be adulterated within tho
meaning of tho Food and Drugs Act
Tho adulteration charged Is tho addi-

tion
¬

of feed barley or water or both
Under certain circumstances adulter-
ation

¬

in these ways may bo so profit
nblo that it is believed to bo at times
n common practice among grain ship ¬

pers Tho Government however is
determined that tho practice shall
ceaso nnd fleld representatives of tho
Department of Agriculture havo all
been Instructed to exeroiso tho utmost
vigilance In detecting futuro shipments
adulterated in this way

Low grade barley which Is known
to tho trado as feed barley is some ¬

times mixed with oats when thero is
sufficient difference between the prices
of the two grains to make this profit-
able

¬

This feed barley is tho pro-

duct
¬

which remains nfter the best
grado of the grain has been separated
and removed for malting purposes It
contains material percentages of weed
seeds foreign grains nnd dust and tho
addition to oats of such n product Is
held to bo a violation of the Food and
Drugs Act The addition of water to
oats arises from the fact that tho grain
is sold by weight Investigations of
tho Department of Agrlculturo havo
revealed tho fact that water is some-

times
¬

added in tho amount of frdm 2
to 4 per cent

In tho opinion of tho Government
officials thero Is no reason why either
of these practices should bo tolerated
Grain shippers and dealers therefore
aro being warned that tho prevalenco
of tho custom in tho past will not af-

fect
¬

tho legal proceedings against fu-

turo

shipments found to be adulterated
in this way

May Be Reduced By Injudicious
Breedlrg

The natural inheritance of all fowls
is constitutional vigor provided of
course they aro not enfeebled by in-

judicious

breeding Constitutional
vigoi can bo maintained and brought
about by choosing tho strongest
healthiest and hardiest of tlio stock
for breeders every spring and by
killing off tho weak and sickly ones
in the fall The introduction of fresh
blood frequently not only keeps up
tho stamina health and vigor of
stock but it also enables them to re ¬

sist sickness and sudden changes of
weather much better than fowls close-
ly

¬

and continually inbred or fowls not
bred to nny degree of constitutional
excellence or sel cied for establishing
any permanent quality

Field Test for dipping Baths
A practical fleld test for lime sulphur

dipping baths for livo stock has been
devised by scientists in tho govern-
ment

department to lessen tho diffi-
culty

experienced in maintaining these
baths at the standard strength Tho
new test will be of use not only to tho
federal and state authorities concerned
with tho supervision of official dip¬

pings but also to private persons who
wIbIi to test the strength of their
preparations

is intended for field use only and can
never take tho place of the more ac-

curate

laboratory analysis Standard
iodln solution is added to a measured
quantity of the bath until all the cal-

cium

polysulphld in the latter has been
decomposed In this way the quantity
of lodin required serves to measure the
amount of calcium present as poly
sulphlds and thus with sufficient ac-

curacy

for field use the amount of
sulphid sulphur The complete de-

composition
¬

of the calcium polysulphld
is indicated by the failure of the bath
liquid to color when a dilute alkaline
solution of sodium nitroprussld is
added

No technical knowledge however Is
required to make tho test Each cubic
centimeter of the test fluid employed
in its operation represents one tenth
of 1 per sent sulphid sulphur in tho
bath A description of the necessary
apparatus and directions for operating
are published in a new bulletin No
1C3 of tho department A Field Test
for Lime Sulphur Dipping Baths Tho
bulletin also contains tables which
will guide anyone in bringing the dlpB
up to the strength required by official
regulations In dipping baths for
sheep these call for 15 per cent of
sulphid sulphur and for cattle 2 per
cent
