It is nonsense to say that the west
Is the only place whero fine apples
can be grown I have several times
ordered my supply of apples from a
Green township grower who always
sends me Just as fine apples as they
dare produce In Oregon Give your
orchards the same attention that they
do in the west in cultlvalon spraying
thinning the fruit and you will havo
the same fine fruit

I am reminded of the old farmer of
years ago who went on horseback to
buy a pig In order to carry it homo
he placed the pig in ono end of a
bag with corn in the other end to
balance the pig A neighbor asked
him what breed the pig was Ho re¬

plied that It was Just common pig
that tho breea was In tho other end of
tho bag The same is true with al-
most

¬

every crop tho farmer grows
There Is always more In the soil and
cultivation than in the breed I do
not wish to be misunderstood as be-
lieving

¬

there is nothing In selection of
breed or variety There Is certainly
very much but there is much more In
culture

Of all the west that we havo yet
visited to my mind the Santa Clara
Valley about 50 miles south of San
Francisco is the Ibest especially for
fruit growing We vlstied a700acre
vegetable seed growing ranch where
much of the seed we handle Is grown
and the owner Mr Fosgate showed
us a good time by driving us through
some of the Valley in bis touring car
He drove us about 65 miles includlne
a ylslt to Leland Stanford University
at Palo Alto and fully 60 of the 65
mlles was through solid orchards with
rruit trees on uoth sides ot the road
as far as wo could see This is the
greatest prune growing section in the
vrprld with thousands of acres of

cots and prunes are all dried by
the owners and sold In bulk to dealers
who grndo and pack the dried fruit
for market Prunes aro allowed to
ripen on tho trees and drop to tho
ground and aro then lpckedup In
boxes at stipulated price per ton They
are then washed dipped In lye and
spread out In large fiats about 3x0
feet and placed on the ground in tho
sun to dry which requires about a
week there being absolutely no rain
for 4 or 5 months during harvest time
Dealers arc only offering 36 cents
per pound for tho prune crop

I was told by several peoplo that In
some sections of California the peach
crop is so largo and prices so low that
the fruit is allowed to rot on tho
ground presumably no canneries to
lake care of it
