WHY NATIVES OF OHIO
ARE CALLED "BUCKEYES"

(Judge A. Spill of Pasadena)

The Ohlo Buckeye tree reaches an
average height of considerably more
than twelve feet. The flowers are
inconspicuous, always a yellowish
green. How the buckeye got its name
is quite obvious to those who have
geen It,

When the green hulls eracks and ex-
poses to view the rich brown nut
with the pale brown scar, the resemb-
lunce to the half-opened eye of a deer

{g not fancled but real. From this
resemblance readily came the name
“Buckeye."

How it happened that Ohlo was call-
ed the Buckeye state s not generally
kunown. A pioneer historian in de-
scribing the opening of the first court
of the northwest territory, September
2, 1788, at Marletta, Ohlo, mentlons
the presence of a large body of Ind-
jans, representing some of the most
powerful tribes of the northwest, who
had come for the purpose of making
trenties. These sons of the forest
were much impressed with the cere-
monlalg, They especlally admired the
bearing of the high sheriff, Colonel
Ebenezer Sproat, & mun of gplendid
physigue, who with drawn sword led
the procession and ecalled him *“Het-
uek,"” whieh in our language signifies
“big buckeye® The expression be-

came a sort of nickname for Colonel
Sproat,
Its use was more or less had in

connection with other tull men and es-
peeially men In and sbout Marielta,
But the name never became crystal-
lized untll 1840, when In the flerce
heat of the hottest presidential cam-
palgn of the early tlmes the term
“Buckeye” became a fixed sobriguet
of the state of Ohlo and Its people,
known and understood almost wher-
ever English is spoken

In 1840 Willlam Henry Harrison,
sometimes called “Tippecanoe,” was
a regident of Ohlo and was the suc-
cessful candidate for president.

The natiopal campalgn that year
opened at Columbus, Ohlo, Feb, 2%,
1840, Among the striking devices to

sttract attentlon was & log cabin from
Unlon county, “bullt of buckeye logs,
upan a wagon drawn in the procession
by horsges orpamented by clusters of
buckeyes." Within the cabin and on
the roof the jolly campalghers sang a
song composed for the occasion, the
words of which were in part as fol-
lows:
“0, where, tell me where,
Was your buckeye cabin made?
L] . . . -
“I'waug bLuilt among the merry boys
Who wield the plough and spade,
Where the log cabins stand,
In the bonnle buckeye shade,
Oh, what, tell me what, Is lo be
your cabin's fate ’
We'll wheel H to the capftol and
place it here elate,
For a token and a sign of the bonnle
Buckeye State."
Tie form of eampaign device and
the accompauying song was meny
times repeated guring that memor-
able campulgn for “Tippecance and
Tyier Toee” snd when the Buckeyes
made good their boast snd placed
Williamy Henry ‘Harrison o the White
House as the firet of the seven Ohlo
presidents the name Buckeye as ap-
plied to natives and residents of Ohlo
wis too firmly fastened Lo be loosened.
