A number of interesting letlars
have come to hand discussing thls
problem In optics, and several ama-
teur photographers confess they
never knew before that the Image In
a brilliant finder was not & correct
representation of the plcture in front
of the lens.

The rays of light pass from an ob-
Jeet to A mirror In stralght lnes.
Therefore when you look at the re
flection It Is preclsely as If you
stood bebind the object and saw the
stralght lints run.ing from the one to
the other. 1f the word “hat" was
written on & transparent card this
Is what you would zee:

But If you hold an ordinary hand
mirror upslde down and below the
level of the eyes, looking Into it as
you look into the finder of a camera,
you will discover that the lmage in
no longer reversed from left to right,
but Is upaide down. You would seo
it in this way In the finder, but for
the small lens in front of the mirrer,
which turns the lmage both upside
down and reversed from left to right
By this means it sets [t straight one
way and reverses it mgain the other,
and this fs thought to be the better
way, As one can judge a group bet-
ter when slmply reversed from right
to left than when it {s upside down,
a8 one sees It on the ground glass of
& view camers,
