TRIBUTE TO JAMES J. HILL

James J, Hill was a phllosopher, a
student of carrent affalrs, a helpful
cltizen, o philanthhropist. He was a
democrat—truly a man of the people
—and his aphonlsms and witticisms
brought him close to the heart of the
people. He possessed a distinet and
understandable personality, and was
understandingly liked and admired by
the American people,

He was also a great capltalist and
the bullder of an empire. Had he
.mot attalned fame and forlune dn his
1ife work his personal qualities, how-
ever admirable, would have been
known not by a natlon but only by a
fortunate wircle of ‘intimates., But

n the other hand the magnitude of
his finapneial successes would not
,alone have sufficed to make him the
dominant figure he was at the time
of his death. Hlis opinlon and advice
would not have been sought and hon-
ored on all matters of public import.
Other men who have done as much in
the world of flnance have remalned
aloof from the greater world of hu-
man dolugs, and have left behind
them impressive names but few per-
sonal memorles,

Every American felt acgquainted
with James J, HIll. There was a
deeply human quality In his lkindly
satire and keen observations. Peo.
ple came to know that he hated auto-
moblles and loved tripe. Advice and
admonition from such & man came as
from a disinterested and friendly
equal; it carried no condescension. It

{ may be truthfully sald that the Hill
individuality has counted for more in
the public estlmate than the stpden-
dous HIN achlevements, It has al-
most obliterated the memory that
thése achlevements brought him Into
confilet with the laws of the United
States, He may have been a financlal

* ezar, but his despotism was benevo-

lent and tempered by downright and
honest democracy,

The exsmple of James J, Hill mer-
its eareful study. Firat by patience,
then by audacity, nnd finally by plain
common sense and the rare power of
definite declslon he elevated himself
from an origin devold of advantages.
Never a poser for righteousness or
for superbuman wisdom he attained
& place of universal respect which
must have carried its own reward.—

untary military service and defended
lis recent suggegtlon for an alliance
of nations Lo preserve pence,

He spolke at Arlington National cem-
etery before an auvdlence made up
largely of Civil war veterans, who
applanded him vigorousiy.

While he deelared he had no harsh-
ness in his heart for Americans of for
vign birth and expected them still to
love the sources of thelr origin, the
president sald, “Ameriea must come
first In every purpoge we entertain,
and every man must count upon heing
cust out of our confidence, cast out
even of our tolerance, who does not
stibmit to that great ruling principle”

Speaking of America, made up out
of ull the peoples of the world, as the
champion of the rights of mankind,
he rald: W

“*We are not only ready to co-oper-
ate, but we are ready to fight against
any aggressipn, whether from within
or without. But we must guard our-
selves against any sort of aggression
which would be unworthy of America.
We are ready to flght for our rights
when those rights are coincident with
the rights of man and humanity.”
