GANFIELD DOGTOR SPENDING
THE LONG WINTER IN FLORIDA

Writes Mighty Interestingly of What
He has Seen and Heard in the
Land of Sunshine,

Miami, Fla., March 15, 1818,

IDear Fowler:—I1 want to dell you
about a few things I bave obmerved
«hile here.

1f you wish to start a lawn here you
do not sow the seed as we do at home,
but cledar off the palmetio, which are
almost everywhere present, dig omt
the alones and you have a ibed of white
sand. Next put on two inches of
black swamp muck. Then your dark-
€y brings the grass in a bag and sticks
it into the ground in rowe about § or
10 inchse apart, covers it a little, wat-
ere it and keeps walering it. The
grass spreads like strawberry vines
and soon fills in the space between the
rowe, making a nice green lawn in a
few weeks, The grass used Jlargely
for lawns is Bermuda grass. There is

that makes a good lawn and also
makes food for stock but it sooh looks
rough if you do not take very good
care of it. It costs at least $50 a sea-
son for the upkeep of a lawn no larg-
¢r than ours at home,

1 am disappointed to find so few
land birde bere.

ARSENIC KILLS WORMS
THAT FEED ON TREES

Spraying trees In early spring with
ardenale of lead is recommended by
the Ohlo Experiment Station to econ-
trol cankerworms, or measuring worms
as they are frequently called. If tang-
iefoot band: were used In December
or January to prevent the wingiss fe-
mi'es from crawling up the trees 10
lny their eggs, spraving will not be
naeded except in severe Infestutions.
In ¢evere winters like the ureasent the
biands wmay be effectiv if placed on the
trees In February or early March.

If infested (rees having thelr largest
legves about an inch long are fiﬁ*
ougly spraved with five or six pounds
of arsenale of lead paste (or half as
much of the powdered form) to 50
gullons of water, many of the w :
wi'l die from ealing the polsun w
others refusinfi o eat enter the ground
Ledore they are dull grown and fall to
complete thelr life cycle,
