tablets and rat poisons also have
caused deaths among farm anlmals,
Patent rat pastes, and even fireworks,
bave been euten by fowls which later
died from the effecis of phosphorus
poironing.

Recently numerous cases of lead
poitoning of cattle have drawn &t
tention to what Is probably one of the
moxt fertile and avoldable causes of
loss, Many of the constituents of
paint possess poisonous properties,
and it seems that cattle delight iIn
licking freshly palnted fences, adver
tising signs erected in the pastures,
gate posts, mangers, and stalls, and
wiping with their long tongues the
paint cans and white-dead kegs which
have been carelessly left exposed. The
result In most cases of this kind Is
death due to lead polsoning, Such
deaths are certainly avoldable, and it
is much more profitable to keep the
catile away from freshly painted sur-
faced than to lose a number of cows
or steers worth $100 or more apiece,

BPRAY FACTS FoOR
FRUIT GROWERS

To glve [rult growers a more Inti

mate knowledge of spraying materials, l

spraying machinery, and the whys and
wherefores of spraying so their opera-
tions may be more uniformly success-
‘fal, a handbook on spraying insecti-
cides and lmportant inseet pests has
been published by the United States
Depurtment of Agriculture as Farm:
ers’ Bulletin 908, Orchurd spraying,
it says, is an exceedingly cheap form
of insurunce for the fruit grower
aguinst the group of insect pysts and
fungous diseases preventable by this
trestment. Although It may be ex
pensive, the crop value both as to
quantity and quality is so greatly in-
creased thereby that It I8 compara-
tively a small investment. The bul-
letin contuins directions for the prep
aration and use of the more important
insecticldes necessary in combating
the various Insect pests of orchard,
vineyard, ete, us well as other infor-
mation of use in preventing or reduc-
g Insect losscs to these crops., Vari-
.oh8 types of spraying apparatus, nog
zles, £tc., are described and ilustrated
with specinl refercnce table for dilu-
tions of sprays is given with a chart
showing what sprays may be com-
bined and upon what plants they
may be used. Theé bulletin glves an
important list of insects with spray-

demand for well prepared rural teuch-
ers and supervisors as at the present

time. Il was lo astlst in finding and
equipping these educators that the
Burenn of Hducation organized the

Reading Cirele work three years ago.

Progress—The American farmers
are doing thelr greal share in winning
the war through increased production
from the land., Afier the war is won
the rural population must take an
equally vital part in the economic re-
construction that ls gure to follow the
war. This calls for a new type of
leadership, ecnltured and educated in
practical phases of modern sclentific
agriculture. The most Important and
indispensable agent in the attalnment
of this task wlill be the rural teacher,
Without the- well educated, broad-
minded, sympathetic teacher any sye.
tem of education can only be a life-
less mechanlism, '

Therefor2 the public must look to
the country teachers and their prep-
aration and see to it that they shall
be men and women of the best native
ability, the most thorough education
and the highest degree of professiona
knowledge and =kill. Since the time
of organigation a large number of pro- !

No attempt has been made 1o
draw to the eircle large numbers; the
alm has been rather to list a few lead-
ers from each country in the several
States, Resultd have been very satls-
factory.

gloner's certificate.
