glre, that hrought about the discovery,
not of the Tountain, but of that part
of our country known as Florfda.

It was on the 27th day of March,
1510, that Ponee de Leon gighted land
which he thought was an island. On
April 8 which wns Easter Sunday, he
took possession of the country In the
name of the king of Spaln and called
It Puscun Florlda in honor of the day.
He explored the country and was
obliged to battle with the Indlans, and
after many adventures, which includ-
ed another voyage in 1521 to found a
colony: thls intrepld mnavigator sue-
cumbed to a wound Inflleted by a sav-
age, and died while hig vessel was
making for the Island of PPorto Rice.

WILL EXPLORE BAFFIN LAND

Expedition Leaves Boston in July
Investigate Northern Region Never
Hitherto Penetrated.

Secrete of Baflin Land, one of fhw
portions of the Arctic still unexplored,
will be the abjectlve of the MacMillan
expedition which is In preparation now

for departure In the summer of 1821,

Although the region wis visited pew
eral times before the Pligrims crossed
the Atiantic to Cape Cod, Daffin Lang
from the point of view of explorers
and stlentists, s still one of the rich-
est and most alluring fields of researd
in the North,

Its whole western shore, more tha
1,000 miles In length, Is but vaguel
defined on (he charts, Eskimos haw
told wonderful tales of vast lakes and
towering mountalns In the Interior, but
white men have never visited that
section, Its flors and fauna have new
er been studled; lttle s known of the
movemente of the tidal currents along
Its shores, and facts of geology, min-
erpnlogy nnd meteorology awalt the
coming of sclentific oh=ervers,

The party, headed by Donald Mae
Millun, the late Admiral Peary's lleo-
tenant on the expedition thint reached
the porth pole, plans to leave Bostos
ubout July 1, 1021, and to reach Baffim
Land In less than & month, with gool
luek, The following winter will be
spent on the western shore in latitude
0. The eanmp probably will be just
south of the entrance of the donger
ous Fury and Heela stralt, where the
ships of Cuptalns Parry and Lyom,
weekers of o northwestern passage,
were blocked a century ago. That is
160 miles north of the Arctie circle
and 700 miles south of Etnh, on the
shore of northwestern Greenland
where MacMillan's Crockerland expe
ditlon passed four winters.

In the winter attempts will be made
by dog teams to explore the coast
northward and In the following sum-
mer the interlor of the island wili be
penetrated. The plans for the expede
tlon eall for an sbsence of two years
from this country. In case a longes
stay Is necessury, no relief expedition
will be gent, nccording to present s
rangements, If the ship Is crushed in
the lee, the party plans to retreat by
dog teams to Fort Churchlll, the trad-
ing post at the foot of Hudson bay anll
to return to clvilization by woy of
porthwestern Canada,

The MacMillun Arctic assoclntion
will back the expedition. It I8 com-
posed of Bowdoin college alumnl and
other friends of the explorer,

Canadian Aborigines.

In round numbers the aboriging
population of Canada, consisting of
Indinns aod Eskimos, is about 100,008
the Indians numbering 106,000, and the
Eskimos a few more than 8,000,

They are the descendants of the
people who held all this north land
when Cabot skirted the Labrador
const, and when Jacques Cartier salled
up the 8. Lawrence. At that thoe
the entire country was thelrs over
which to make wuar, and hunt, sng
lead thelr wretched existence. In the
gouthery half of the Dominion all this
ts changed. It no longer contaios
roaming Indlans. They live upon thelr
reserves und to a considerable extenmt
obtain & lvellhood by following the
white man's pursuits. They are lears-
Ing to (il the soll, to engage in cons
merclal fishery, to lubor In the lumbesr
camps, and even to engige in trades
