1t iz of Interest to nole that the
Goshen rural esehool distriet sand the
Jackson rural school district, both of
which voted down the 3 mlill levy at
the primaries in August, approved this
Ievy at the election Nov. 2, Goshen
carmying it with the majority of 12
and Jackson with a majority of 30.

The proposed bond issue of £60,000
in Milton township was defeated de-
cizlvely, the majority against it belng
656. The defeat of this proposition
places the Milton school distriet in a
rather embarrassing situation. 1t was
a definite understanding between the
board of education and the =state in-
dustrial comumssion that time would
be given the board to place the izsue
squarely before the voters of the
township so that they milght make
their improvements not only in the
light of temporary matters, but with
reference to the future. The recom-
mendatien of the state industrial com-
misgion was that a small bond issue
sufficient to take care of such con-
solidation as the board might see fit
should be put before the voters, For
some reason the bond i=sue was made
$60,000, four or five times bigger than
that suggested by the sgtate Industrial
commission.

It now becomes a question of what
the Industrial Commission will regard
as keeping good faith. Milton 1fown-
ship has placed itself in the lone col-
umn of being the only school district
out of the twentyv-one in the counmty
that hasz refuzed to vote additional
funds for i1s schools, this in the face
of the fact that the board of educa-
tion now faces a deficll In operating
exXpeEnses,

Political landslides sometimes bring
curious results,. The new house of
representatives in New Jerzey will he
composed of fifty-nine republicans and
one democrat. On the basis of present
returng it appears that the Ohio senate
will have but three democratic mem-
bers.

These scatiered velerans o1 & lost
caunse may not wholly svmpathize with
1he humor indulged in at their ex-
penseé. The occasion i solemn rather
than mirth-provoking, More than one
in sixty of the voters of New Jersev
doubtlegs count themselves still dem-
ocrats regardless of how they voted
on Tuesday. They will expect the
lone democratic representative to
speak for them, to avt for them on
committees and to stand in legislative
gireles as a sort of party symbol. What
one man can do in the fece of such a
erisis depends on the one man.

A minority caucus in the New Jersey
house will be a monolog. He will
have to be elected democratic leader
without having his nomination see-
cnded. He will have no tronble en-
forcing discipline on his side of the
house. When be demands recognition
of the chair his colleagues will know
it is the voice of the Jersey democracy
they hear.

Notwithstanding the destructive
agricultural methods so0o generally em-
ploved before the dave of fertilizers
and crop rotation, the studies of the
department of agriculture likewise
show the average fertility of farm
lands in the country increasing. Bet-
ter farm methods, specialization and
the use of more effective farm ap-
pliances have all together made for
a wholerome agricultural condition.
It is not surprising that the farmer
feels a bit of resentment when the
death knell of American agriculiure is
sung every ten years., In its progress
it is following in the same course and
adopting the same methode that have
made manufacture and commerce on
large scales so successful. Because of
the smaller slze of the farm organiza-
tion and its necessary l{zolation =
progress is much slower but on the
basis of Missourl inwvestigation, none
