THE WASHINGTON TERRITORY.

We mude mention of the fact, at the
time of its passage, that Congress at ita late
session, pussed an act organizing the Territo-
ry of Waskinplon.—It may not be known to
the majority of our readers where the said
territory is—we shall therefore endeavor to
enlighten them onthis subject.
“Washington Territory” (so named with
singular inappreprintness, and, as contributing
[resh confusion to our already confused no-
menclature, will have to be changed) com-
prises the northern portion of the recent Ore-
gon Territory, and is bounded on the south by
the Columbian river, up to near Fort Waulla-
Walla, (some two hundred und ninety miles,)
where the parallel of 56 ° of latitude inter-

the Rocky Mountaine; thence the boundary
follows this mountain crest to latitudo 40° , &
thence runs west on this parallel to the Gulf
of Georgia and the Straits of Fuca to the Pa-
cifie, by which it is limited on the west,”
The Territory lies chiefly between latitude
46 ° and 40 ° , and longitude 110 © and 125 °
west of Greenwich. The Gull of Georgin
and Puget's Sound offer an immense harbor,
which with the suil and location of their shores
must rapidly develope the resources and en-
hance the value of thenew Terzitory. Some
of the interior portions of the country are
comparatively unknown, and we will look for-
ward with considerable interest to wueh de-
Velopement as the talented Gov.
