BRITISII GUM SECRET.

Editor of Annals of Seience —Most of your
veaders have doubtless heard of the Britieh
Gum Secret, which, although no longer & se-

Some years ago, by the burning of & build-
ing conteining a quantity ol starch, it wes
discovered that by heat the starch underwent
some change, by which it acquired the prop-
erties of gum. The Dritish government be-
came porsessed of the seeret and used it in
the prepuration of the material by which the
postege stamps were wmade adhesive.  The
subject, however, continued to be invelved in
mistery, till & report huving been eirculated,
that the substance on the back of the stamps
was poisonous, the government jwis compeli-
ed to explain thet it wasmerely starch chang.
