Review of the Wool Market.

The Wool Grower contains the fullowing
very cheering news to the growers of wool.
The impression had been that wool was on
the decline, and that those who gave such fuir
prices in the early part of the spring had lost
money by their speculations. We are glad
to see tho report contradicted by so good au-
thority:

**In the last number I notice n query, which
would seem to squint at the possibility the
‘prices current’ might be influenced by the
manufacturers or speculators, While I have
the contrul of this department, it will be as it
always has been, entirely independent of any-
thing and anybody. J :

Loss independence on more than one ocea-
sion would have been very much to my own
odvantage pecuniarily., T have put money
into the pocket of the farmers; but it has
been to my own serioos loss,  Let that pass,
and let no one doubt the entire faithfulness
ol these reviews. The dealers have settled
into the conviction that they will get very
little wool under 50 cents per pound, for at
that figure the light clean merino wool will
pay to export to England. The range of
prices will wary from 50 to 65 cents on all ex-
cept very light, clean Saxony, which will go
from 75 to 90 cents, and some very choice
lots may reach $1; at which price German
lamb’s wool is eelling in London. The pros-
pect for the wool grower is very bright, and
thiere is no srobability of the staple being ve-
ry low agaiu for a great many yeurs.
