be Demoerats, who repudiate and spit upon

The resolutions were originally intraduced
by D. B. Taylor,an ultra Hunker, from New
York city, at an early day of the present ses-
sion of the Legislature, but were ellowed to
lumber in quiet until Friday last, when they
were ealled up by & Whig member. The
Whigs regarded the transaction as one where-
in “the Hunkers were holding the noses of
the Barnburners to the gridstone, while the
Whigs turned the crank.”

The first resolution is in these words:

Resoived, Thatthe Stateof New York con-
gratulates her sister States of the Union on
the doctrines avowed by President Pierco in
his inaugural address to his countrymen, be-
lieving that the doctrines are sound exposi-
tions of our duty as one of the powers of the
civiliz ed world, and of the duties of the sever-
al States to each other under the eonstitution
of ihe United States.

Which was ndopted by fifty-nine Democrats
voting for it; nine Whigs and sixteen Demo-
crats “dodged” by not voting.

The second resolution reads:

Resolved, That the people of the State of
New York coincide with the President in his
opinion that “it is not to be disguised that
our attitude as a nation, and our position on
the globe renders the acquisition of certain
possessions not within our jurisdiction, emi-
nently important for our protection, if not in
the future essentisl for the preservation of the
rights of commerce and the ‘peace of the
world"—and also with the prineiple which
we all should regard as fundamental that the
rights security and repose of this confederacy
reject the idea of interference or colonization

field Herald, &c. Doubtless, there are others
of the same charater, which have not as yot
come under our notice.”

We clip the above from an article in the
Oberlin Times, of the 20th inst., on the pro-
posed coalition between the Whig and Free-
soil parties. We were much astonished to
see ourselves quoted as favorable to such a
movement, as we have never even taken the
trouble to notice it in any way. The proposi-
tion was received with so much coldness by the
Whig press generally, that we thought there
was little danger of its meking any disturb-
ance in our ranks, and we have therefore per-
mitted it to puss without notice. Had we
thought there was the least likelihood that
any considerable portion of the Whigs would
favor the proposed coalition, we should have
been very prompt and earnest in denouncing
it. In this portion of the State there is,
happily, no inclination whatever among the
Whigs to surrender to a faction which has
shown itself more export in bargaining and
intriguing for office at Columbus, than in any-
thing else, and whose violent exertions, just
now, are made solely with reference to the
election of a man to the Senate, who, upon
all national questions is as much of & Loeo-
foco as any man in the Senate,

The game these men are playing is easily
seen through. Last year they labored earnest-
ly in co-operation with the Pierce party to
defeat the Whigs, and this year they are
Iaboring with equal earnestncss to defeat the
Pierce party; and to do it, impudently ask
the aid of the Whigs, while they tell them
they need not expect to share in whatever
benefits may accrue from success. The ef-
forts of each campaign had the same object~
re-election of a certain gentleman to the U,
8. Senate; the first resulted satisfactorily to
the managers, but the second bids fair to
prove a sad failure, and hence the attempts
to patch up a coalition between Whigs and
Freesoilers.
