On the 17ih of February & conflict took
place by mistuke between two columns of
the Ruossiun army. The Turkish positien
ure extended in nn esaterly direction as far
ue the village Culpeaceni, which is about a
mile distant from Kalafut, For several days
o Turkish corps, 4,000 strong, under the coms
mand of Cul. Mirolai, had been pusted in
frout of this village, and the direction of the
Russian outposts. On this corps the Rus-
sinna determined to make an ansluught dur-
ing the night of the 16th. For this purpose
two Russian columns were broueht up, each

from 4,000 to 5,000 strong,—one by the road |

property.) o advance unexpectedly upon the
Turks, to surprise, eacluse them, and to cut
them to pieces. The Russian columns com-
wenced their march at thres o'clogk in the
morning, snd by four v'clock resched & posi-
tion from whence they were only a half an
hour's mareh ‘from the Turkish pickets, The
sccond column seems either 1o have missed
the direction by mistaking the road, or to
huve come up long after ita time. Be this
as it may, the latter column, in the obscurity
of a foggy right; concluded the former one
to be a budy of hostile Turks and instantly
apened upun tham a terrific cannonade,which
the others, who lubtored under the same mis-
tske, returned with yeot more deudly effect.—
Pressing towards each other it cumy ere loug
to a elose fire of smull arms.  This ill-omen-
ed combat lasted fur an hour and o half; uati
when day dawnel, the combatants saw with
hotror the ercor they  had comuwitted.  The
| luse in killed and wounded in the course of
this night's encounter, is reckoned, by the
Russians themselves ut several bhundreds.—
The Turks were nutorally alarmed st every
point; und at Widden. which is but u league
and a hul! distant, Omer Pacha, on hearing
tie cannenadetook all the requisite measures
fur defence. "Che Turkisn corps stutioned
at Cuipereedi stood Lo arms, in readineds for o
losa to imugine or comprehiend what the Rus-
sians were about murdering one other in thy
style. It was not till between 7 and 8 A
M., that the Russisn colomns withdrew to
their respective positions, carrying their
wounded along with them.
