AN IMMENSE GATHERING.

HARMONY AND ENTHUSIASM.

Horatio Seymour Nominated for
President.

F. P. Blair for Vice President.

At hljjh noon on Saturday, July 4th,
tlio ninety-secon- d aunlvenary of our
Independence, the great Democratic
National Convention assembled in
Tammany Hall, New York. New
Tammany Hall was crammed to

and the mass outside on
14th street was immense. For days
before a treat tide of humanity had
been setting toward tho great city.
from every direction the stream of
human beings came, and by every
mode of conveyance.

The Headquarters of the Ohio Dele-
gation were at the 5th Avenue Hotel.
The hotel3 were quite crowded by the
vast inllux of persona brought there
by the Convention.

The military display In the city on
the 4th vrns imposing several regi-
ments of infantry ami cavalry being
on parade, and several lmttery com-
panies. The march of the Democrat-
ic clubs was also attractive. There
was the Empire Club under the lead
of Rynders, the Keystone Club, of
which Richard Vaux was President,
the Pendleton Club and Band, and
several others.

THE CONVENTION.

The Convention was vailed to order
at 20 minutes past 12 o'clock by Au-
gust IMmout, Chairman of the Na
tional Democratic Committee. He
welcomed the Delegates here in this
beautiful hall, referred to the city of
New York as but 4ie work of the
Democracy. His utterance was indis
tinct and unintelligible at the seat we
i c t'pied, but he was understood to
predict :t triumph in November for
the nomiuet-- of this Convention. :'Hc

sequences. He continued to discuss
at some length the policy and char-
acter of the dominant party, denoun
cing it as a violation of the Constitu
tion and sound principles of a Demo
cratic Republican Government.

Wo Joyfully place at the head of our
editorial column the names of Hora-
tio Seymol k and Feank P. BLaib
J., for President and Viee Presi
dent.

In common with the Democracy,
we hoped that Ohio's favorite, the gif-
ted George H. Pendleton, would be
the nominee, but this was not to be
at this time. This lalline. we rejoice
that the choice of the Convention
and especially Ohio's choice at the
time fell upon the distinguished
Statesman, of New York, Hobatio
Seymour. The nomination could
not have been conferred upon a gen- -

tlemau more worthy or more able in
every requisite that constitutes the
Democratic Statesman aud Patriot,

As a public man Governor Seymour
stands above reproach, and even his
opponents acknowledge his high
worth and great ability. The promp
titude, unanimity and enthusiasm
with which Governor Seymour was
nominated must have been exceed
ingly gratifying to his sensitive na
ture His name was pressed
upon the Convention by the Ohio
delegation through Col. McCook and
Mr. Vallandigham, though opposed
by Mr. Seymour himself.

In 1852 he was again nominated, and
was elected, defeating Mr. Hunt by
24.3S5, and both of his opponents by
live thousand, a candidate having
been nominated by the Free Soil par
ty.
