In paris it is no uncommon
thing to see such a vehicle darting
hither and thither along the crowded
street, but in New. York it was a nov-
elty.

The
present form wa3 devised in 1S30 by
M. Dreuze.an employeo of the French

OPostofllce, who thought he had made
,a great thing for letter carriers In the
'rural districts. Tho badness of the
roada frustrated his hopes, and his in
vention fell into obscurity. It is now
revivcd.with more brilliant prospects
than ever, and will probably soon be
fully naturalized in every part of the
world. There Is a great demand for
them in this country, which cannot
yet bo supplied.
