Isolation and Antagonism to
Concord and Happiness.

Of Capital Stock, and its Graduated

It has already been stated incidentally
that our proposed industrial system recog-
nizes capital as a righful participator in
tne products of industry ; aud that a share
of such products is to be regularly set
apart as a fund for the payment of divi-
dends. The right of capital to dividends
is founded on the unquestionable fact that
it is a agent in ail useful pro-duct.-

It is so indispensable, indeed, that,
if it tvero Annihilated, industry would be
reduced to zero, and man would be re-

manded to that primitive elate tf destitu-
tion in which he was obliged to begin the
conquest of nature with Lua unaided hands
and teeth. And though capital now spoli-
ates industry, and enables idlers, or those
whose only work 19 that of spoliation, to
fare sumptuously on the luxuries which
other hands than theirs have created, yet
we should not permit this circumstance
to blind us to iha. asefulness of its true
functions. Tho truth is that when labor
shall be so organized that it .will be rec-
ompensed according to principles of jus-
tice, capital, instead of being an extor-
tioner, will become a power as beneficent
as it now is tyrannical.

Capital is the unconsuuied product of
past industry, stored up or embodied in
some material form. Its value as an as
sistant of industry is one of the principal
inducements which prompt to its accumu
lation and preservation, and it is for the
sake ot the profit thence resulting that its
owner postpones the present enjoyments
which it might procure for him, and re-

serves it for productive purposes. The
free gifts of nature.such as land in its nat-
ural state, and its spontaneous products
are not capital in our sense of the term ;

they are the common property of all men
alike. But in their strictly natural state,
as laud in an uninhabited wilderness,
these things have no assignable value, nor
can they acquire any except as they are
intermixed wi.h human labor, or modified
by it. A man may indeed, under our
present system of labor, obtain an exclu-
sive title to land in a wilderness for a trivial
consideration, and without expending up
on it any labor, may hold it until it will
command a hiph price, but its enhanced
price is nevertheless due to human indus
try, namely, to tha roads which the sur
rounding settlers have made, the schools,
churches and other institutions of cmliza- -
tion which they have established, and, in
ganeral, to tne improvement 01 the adia
cent country by labor. Other cases might
be cited in which the intervention of hu
man agency in producing value is perhaps
still leas apparent : yet is it in all cases
true that capital is directly or indirectlv
the creation of industry, and, whether it
be in the hands of those who created it, or
of spoliators and robbers, it represents an
amount of past labor approximately pro-
portioned to the price which it will com-
mand. It thus appears that the private
appropriation of land is not necessarily
such an unrighteous usurpation as has)

been sometimes claimed : lor though the
monopoly of land has beta, and still is, a
potent means of oppression, yet it is no
more so than the monopoly of those pro
ducts of industry which we call personal
property, inasmuch as the value appropn-te- d

is in both cases alike due to human
labor.

In the present early stage of human
progress, whila the vast resources of our
planet are not only undeveloped, but are

robably, in great part, even unsuspected.
Tis iinDortant-tha- t both the creatiou and
the accumulation of capital be stimulated
by evcrv available expedient; for being, as
was just said, an agent of production, it is
by its increase that the augmentation of
wealth, or, what is the same thing, the
multiplication ol the meaus ot human
enjoyment, will be specially accelerated.
The managers of our enterprise should
therefore, by all legitimate inducements
within their Knowledge, encourage mem
tiers ot the Commune to become 1T0 DTI

ally to those whose capital is derived from
external sources. The capital stock ol
the Commune should therefore be gradua
ted in respect to dividends in such a man-
ner as to give to and small
capitalists certain advantages. I subjoin
two tables of graduated capital stock, the
first presenting a case of tue most expan-
ded, the second of the most abridged, grad
uation, .turner may be adopted, or some
intermediate graduation between these
two extremes may be preferred; but
presume the abridged graduation of the
second Table will be found bett adapted
to the first experiment. The rate unity

of or 1, which is that of stock of the Second
Class, called also General Stock, is assum
ed as the minimum rate of dividends, and
higher rates are denoted by higher num
bers and decimal fractions. Thus, the
rates 1.25,1.90,4, indicate that as often as
$1 is paid to a share of General Stock,
$1.25, $1.90 and $4 will be paid respect
ively to a like amount ol such i'reierred
Stock as is marked by these rates.

I am convinced that there are scientific

reasons for the graduation of dividends to
capital, but as 1 could not make them ap-
preciated, nor even understood, without a
more extended exposition man is consis-
tent with mv nlan. I will not attempt to
state any reasons of that sort at present.
I prefer to justify the graduation by con-
siderations which are both simple and in-

telligible, a task which does not appear to
me to be difficult. But I do not claim that
the graduation of either of these two Ta-
bles is scientific in such a sense that it
may not be indefinitely modified, or that
either is the best possible, lhe lables
simply present two s.omewhat widely sep
arated examples 01 graauation, euner 01
which may answer the purpose in some
degree, though both may be imperfect. It
is scarcely possible that a gradua
tion should be so vicious as not to be bet
ter than the stagnant level of equal divi-
dend to all class of stock.

One of the most obvious recommenda
tions of the proposed graduation of divi-
dends is thwt it encourages accumulation
by rn and offers inducements
10 mom to produce ana to save, that is, 10
exercise both industry and frugality, in
order to become capitalists. By giving an
opportunity to invest profitably for a lim- -
neu ume, 11 also rurmsnes facilities lor
acquirine wealth at the time when its ac
quisitiou is most difficult, that is, at the
point where the first savings are accumu
lated. The object of these special induce
ments is to stimulate members who have
no capital to acquire, aa early as they
can,-th- means of becoming ioint owners
of the corporate property in the midst of
woica tuey live, ana tnus 10 Decome inter-
ested in its improvement, productiveness,
ornamentation preservation. Even
under our present system, a successful
commencement in accumulation, made by
means ot industry and frugality,- - auords
a reasonable assurance ol persistence in
industrious and frugal habits, and is an
encouraging step towards acquiring a
competency or a fortune. .

By both Tables capital stock is divided
into two classes, one calledPreferred Stock,
the other General Stock. Every variety
of Preferred Stock is allowed a higher
rate of dividend than General btock, but
only about one third of it a rate very con
siderably higher, as will appear by in-
spection of Table I. .It will seldom nap-
pen, m practice, that more than one
12th nor often that more than one twenti
eth, of the entire capital stock will be al
lowed a dividend exceeding double the
minimum rate. Ihere is, I presume, no oc
casion to fear that the advantages accor
ded to Preferred Stock, apparently at the
expense of General block, will really di
minish the dividends paid to the latter.

I Un the contrary, it may be reasonably ex
pected that the stimulating influence of

I tjjese advantages will so much augment
industrial products as to make even the
lowest class of dividends larger than they
otherwise would be.

By both Tables aiso Preferred Stock is
distributed into several subdivisions de
nominated Orders and Genera. Order I.
with its three Genera is called Labor
Stock, because investments in it will not
be permitted except from the earnings of
labor, that is, from earnings which are the
result of personal participation in indus
trial operations, and of the exercise of!
some kind of industrial capacity, and only
from the excess of such earnings in some
one year over and above all personal ex
penditures. Andj. of such excess, only a
limited amount or one share say $50, can
be invested in Genus 1. only twice as
much, or $100, in Genus 2, and only three
times as much or $150 in Genus 3; that
is to say, one share mav be taken of each
sort of Labor Stock and no more. (For
when in either Table a Genus is said, for
example, to consist o. S shares at a certain
rate, as z, for three years, the meaning is.
that there are three sorts of stock ia that
Genus, one A ral&2 for Uxreo Tears, an
other at same rate for two years, and an
other at same rate lor one year.) ihus,
suppose a numbers earnings in the vari
ous industrial pursuits in which he has
participated to be for some single year
$3o0, after paying out of such earnings his

Nor should any
member be allowed to take .Labor Mock
who holds, or has ever held, any other
stock, except that if his other stock is less
than the six shares or other amount limited,

Capital
stock will thus tend to expand or contract,
according as it can be more or less advan-
tageously used. But in the presence of
the vast undeveloped resources of the
world, and especially of this country, we
may sately arhrm that a long time win
elapse before well managed capital will
cease to be remunerative, and therefore
before a burdensome excess of stock need
be apprehended.

HOUSE.

The House went into Committee of the
Whole on the Indian Appropriation bill
appropriating $1,188,935.

Mr. SARGENT, who had charge of the
bill, as a member of the Committee on Ap
propriations, explained its provisions and
exposed the dishonesties and speculations
practiced under the general Indian treaty
system. He denounced the late massacre
of Indians by Col. Baker's command, as re
lated by V incent Colyer, comparing 11 10
the massacre of Glenco. He regretted that
the hero of the Shenandoah had to stand
sponsor for such a peed as that.

Air. fAlJNiv remarxea that it uencrai
Sheridan was responsible tor that massacre,
his responsibility was a very grave one,
but he could not believe the statement
made by Vincent Colyer, particularly after
reading the order and report ot General
Sheridan, and his instructions to General
Hancock in iSovember, lobv. ihese Mr.
Paine sent to the Clerk's desk and had
read.

Mr. SA11GENT said he was not con
demning General Sheridau or the General
of the Army. He was simply striking at
the system. There was no warrant for de-

stroying women and children because he
believed their husbands and fathers were
robbers.

Mr. VOOllHEES expressed abhorrence
at the system of warfare as exposed by Mr.
Colyer's letter. He would not vote a dol
lar of appropriation to uphold such a sys-
tem of indiscriminate massacre.

Mr. SARGENT said he could not ac
complish his purpose by voting against a
bill which contained no appropriation for
military purposes.

Mr. CLARKE expressed liis views
against the whole Indian treaty system,
and in favor of the abrogation of all exist-
ing Indian treaties.

The general debate bavin" closed, the
House considered the bill by sections for
ameudments.

Mr. CLARKE moved au amendment
providing that hereafter Indian tribes shall

j be considered incapable of making treat
I ies.

Mr. HOLMAN made a point of order
that it ras independent legislation and not
in order to an appropriation bill.. , .mi ft,. in.. "1 .1. aine criAirvoiArt sustameu tue point.

Mr. LAWRENCE expressed his views
against the Indian treaty svstem. and his
gratincation at learning mat rresiaeni
Grant had recently withdrawn from the
Se??teli pending Indian treaties,

Mr. BECK, a member from Committee
on Appropriations, declared his belief that
this bill had been as well considered in his
Committee as any other bill had been.

Mr. WILSON, of Minn., put in a plea
for a treaty system, but advocated a cor-
rectness of its abuses.

Mr. ELDRIDGE entered his solemn
protest against the manner in which the
Indians has been treated, and especially
against the barbarous and infamous order
of General Sheridan's.

Mr. STEVENSON, of Ohio, entered his
protest against the sweeping condemna
tion ot government omciais, 11 ne stood
alone he would express hi approval of
the orders of General Sheridan, they ex
pressed the sentiment owavand he had
always that in'war a vigorous policy was
not only best, tut the most merciful.
Those eavages who themselves eared not
for ago or sex, whose women and children
made war on white women and children,
who danced for joy around the burning
stakes, whose women and children were
names of torture, were only to be warred
upon by a war of extermination.

Mr. MUNGEN said he was not aware
that his mild and gentlemanly colleague,
from Ohio, was of so bloodthirsty a dispo
sition, ana ne could not overlook tne in-

human sacrifice of these savages, and he
could not see any mercy, or justice, or hu-
manity, or civilization in it. As to the
savages who murder and destroy white
women and chiidred, he would fight them
to the last, but he certainly would not
jump into a little Indian, sick with the
small-po- x, and kill him.

The Committee rose to close the debate
on the paragraph, and the House adjourn
ed until Monday.

LETTER FROM THE SENIOR EDITOR.

A Day in an Ohio Maufacturing City—
Some Suggestive Facts and Figures—

How a Dead Town was Revived.
CANTON, OHIO. Feb. 18, 1870.

Stopping a day or two in this city, I
have ascertained a few statistics that may
possibly prove of interest to. tho readers of
the Journal, and perhaps prove a stimulus
to the people of Madison, to press on the
manufacturing interests of that place.
With this hope I give some facts and fig-

ures :

Canton is an old town in the interior of
the great State of Ohio. The soil of the
country around is good, and the early set-
tlers were largely made up of Pennsylvania
Germans a hardy people, given to agri-
cultural pursuits. Agriculture naturally
progressed well under the direction of such
a people; but the town madeslow.progress
and became apparently completely finished
several years since. "Such was my own
idea of Canton, nineteen years ago ;but it
does not look like a finished city now. On
the contrary, it presents the indications of
a livplv Anlarnriumrr nan- - if,. clael.nAil irt
rapid growth in business and wealth ; and
such no doubt is its destiny. It may be
asked what has caused this change iu af-

fairs ? It is on this point that I propose
to say a few words.

Something like a dozen years ago, a few
men, with scarcely any capital, commenced
manufacturing agricultural implements
here in a small way. The business was
successful, and was increased from year to
year, till now the manufacturing interests
in the place have become immense, indi-
vidual fortunes have been realized ; the
population of the city has rapidly increased
and thrift is indicated in the general ap-

pearance of the place.
I cannot illustrate the position of things

better than to give a lew figures with ref-
erence to the manufacturing business for
the last year, that has been kindly fur-
nished me. The population of Canton in
September last was 11,120 showing an
increase of twenty-fou- r per cent, in the
last year. The amount of capital employ-
ed in manufacturing is $2,300,000. Num-
ber of persons employed in the various
shops, 1,500. Value of manufactured pro-
ducts, $3,600,090. These figures are large,
and will indicate that this is a live city.

Among the enterprises ot this city, is
the recent completion of water-work- s, by
which the town is fully supplied with the
purest of water. This ia brought some
two miles from a clear lake, wliich lies
some forty feet higher than the city. A
grand celebration in honor of the comple-
tion of the noble work, will take alace on
Tuesday next, the 22d inst.

1 give a lew of the more prominent mail"
ufactoriea in Canton. Two atrricultural
works, making 7.300 mowers and reapers,
and 200 threshers a year ; one malleable
iron and steel works; one reaper knife and
spring works ; three plow works ; two
woolen factories ; two iron bridge manu
factories; eiht flouring mills, fcc, ttc.
These works are what give capital and en
terprise to tne place, ana puna it up.
There is no reason-- why Madison may not
do just as well in these respects, if her
people will it. The home demand for
manufactured articles there is greater than
here. The facilities for manufacturing are
equally good, with perhaps the exception
of coal. That is cheaper here. In some
sespects Madison would have the advan
tage, so that all in all, the facilities are
about equal. I have thrown out these
facts in the hope that they might arouse
our Madison friends to a sense of their
own duty to themselves and their charm
ing city. Encourage manufacturing in-

terests ; build up works of that kind, and
thrift, general prosperity, good times, and
a large increase ot population must inevi
tably follow.

b. the stark County Agricultural Society,
Iriday, Feb. 25th, 1S70, tho undersigned
were appointed a committee to prepare an
address in spirit with the object of the
association, and to cause the same to be
published with the list of premiums, to
be awarded for articles 011 competition at
our next "County Fair" to be held in the
city of Canton, on September 27th, 28th,
29th and 30th.

We feel but humbly qualified for the
discharge of that important duty, and
hopo that our deficiencies may receive
your mildest criticisms.

The improvement of agriculture, and the
encouragement of manufactures in our
State, received the earnest attention, the
fostering care, in the earlier Btages of tho
formation of our government.- - We should
be recreant in our duty as good citizens,
to be tound wanting in the advancement
of such a noble cause." The first require-
ments necessary to awaken a proper feel-
ing on that subject are the ways and
means best calculated to have a tendency
in that direction. Agriculture ranks
among the highest avocations in life ev-
ery where, and should be so esteemed by
every well meaning member of society.
Tho immortal Thomas Jefferson, in his
letter to Mr. Peale, dated Aug. 20th, 1811.
says : "No occupation is so delightful to
me as the culture ot the earth, 1

such a variety of subjects, some one al
ways coming to perfection, the failure of
one thing repaired by the success of an
other, and instead of one harvest, a con
tinued one through the year." The im-

mortal Washington, in his annual message
to both houses ot Congress, Lec. 7, 17yt,
says : "It will not be doubted, that, with
reference either to individual or national
welfare, agriculture is of primary impor-
tance. In proportion as nations advance
in population aud other circumstances of
maturity, this truth becomes more appar
ent and renders the cultivation of the soil
more and more an object of public patron
age. Institutions for promoting it grew
up, supported by the public purse, and to
wnat object can it be dedicated with grea-
ter propriety ? Among iho means which
have been employed to this end, none
have been attended with greater success
than the establishment of Boards, compo-
sed of proper characters, charged with
collecting and diffusing information, and
enabled by premiums and small pecuniary
aids; to encourage and assist a spirit of
discovery ana improvement, .experience
accordingly nas shown, that thpy are very
cheap instruments ot immense national
benefit.
