,e4iolvad, That we denounce all riotous
combinations and conspiracies against the
law, and demand that the same be sup-
pressed by the proper authorities, and that
the Federal power ought not te intervene
unless such intervention is demanded by
the State authorities.

lUaohed. That the croDOsed annexation
of the Dominican ' Republic meets with
our earnest opposition, partly on account
of the character of its mongrel population
and of their unfitness to become Ameri
can citizens, but more especially on ac-
count of the corrupt motives in which that
measure had its inception, and of the rep-
rehensible means by which it was sought
to be consummated.

The death of Mr. Vallandigham has
called forth extended editorial comments
from the press throughout the country,
and it ia noticeable that with one or two
exceptions the Repulican papers vie with
those of the Democratic faith in kindly
mention. Forney's Philadelphia Press,
the Sripngfield Republican, the Toledo
Blade (NaabyB paper), and the Cincinnati
Republican papers are conspicuous among
the eulogists of Mr. Vallandigham. A

SERIOUS ACCIDENT TO C. L,

VALLANDIGHAM.
Accidentally Shoots Himself in His

at Lebanon—Uncertainty as tothe Nature of the Wound, and Painful
Anxiety of Friends—What

Physicians Wound
Thought to be Mortal.
[Special Telegram to the Cincinnati Commercial.]

Lsbabos, June 16. Mr. Vallandigham
accidentally ""shot himself at a quarter
to 9 o'clock this evening in his room in
the Lebanon House, while illustrating to
Mr. McBurney the theory of the defense
in the Motieban murder trial, of tbe man
ner in which Thomas Myers shot himself.

Mr. McBurney ia associated with Mr.
Vallandigham ia the defense of McGehan,
and the conference was bad by two gen
Uemen in the interest of the case.

Air. Ucxturaey sad expressed some
doubts as to the possibility of Myers
shooting himself in the manner described
by Mr. Vallandigham, when the latter
said : I will show you in a half a second.'
He picked ur a revolver and cuttine it in
his right pocket, drew it out far enough
only to keep the muzzle touching his body,
and snaDoed the hammer. The weapon
exploded, and sent its deadly missel into
the abdomen at a point almost corres-
ponding with that in which Myers was
shot Mr. Vallandigham immediately ex-

claimed that he had taken up the wrong
pistol. The flash and the report was
alarm enough for Mr. McBurney. who im
mediately summoned assistance and dis
patched messengers for physicians. Doc-
tors L. S Scoville and Isaas L. Drake soon
arrived and proceeded to probe the wound.
Mr. Vallandigham coolly assisted in the
operation and watched it with eager eyes,
The physicians can not determine now, af
ter the expiration of an hour, the locality
of the ball, but it appears to have taken a
downward direction , toward tbe bladder.
I should say this from observing the pro- -
oine myBeiL,

There were two revolvers on the table.
one loaded and the other unloaded. Un-
fortunately Mr. Vallandigham seized the
former, and in his eagerness to impress his
idea upon the mind of his friend, cocked
and discharged tbe weapon.

He is lying on . his back aa pale aa the
sheets of his bed, but calm and collected;
He has made no complaint ef pain yet.

Reception of the News of his Death by

his Wife—An Interview with theon Wednesday—What he said

Afternoon.

L. Vallandigham came here to-d- ay to at-
tend the funeral ofher brother, Hon. John
V. L. MacMahon, and upon hearing of the
accident and death of her husband,, she
became completely distracted. She is to
be taken to Dayton

CnicraNATi, June 17. There has been
much sorrow manifested here to-d-ay con-
cerning the tragic end of Mr. Vallandig-
ham, and it has been by no means confined
to his political friends. Persons who have
differed with him and animadverted severe-
ly upon his course during the rebellion,
have expressed no less regret at the ter-
rible calamity which has befallen him than
have his political associates. News con-
cerning his last hours have been devoured
with avidity. Newspaper reporters who
came from the scene this evening have
been diligently sought for more details
than have thus far been published It
appears that when the pistol was dis-
charged Mr. Vallandigham was hardly
aware of the severe nature of the wound
as he walked around the room awhile be-

fore lying down. Governor McBurny,
alarmed at the sudden appearance of a
tragedy, rushed to adjoining rooms and at
once summoned aid. As soon as the per-
sons came Vallandigham said it was a
foolish act, and later adverted to it as the
most reckless of his life. ' Though he
seemed to be conscious that he was badly
hurt, be appeared decidedly hopeful dur-
ing the early hours. Rev. Mr. . Height
called to see him, and Vallandigham, tak-
ing him by the hand, said substantially,
he had too much faith in Calvinistic doc-
trine to believe he would not get safely
through this misfortune. Once he told the
surgeons to take care of the pain and he
would manage the rest. When impressed
with the approach of dissolution he was
calm and met the news of his condidion
bravely. After Dr. Reeve arrived from
Dayton, he soon had the room cleared, and
When no one Waa present intimated to Mr.
Vallandigham the very serious nature of
his wound. The patient seeking for some-
thing on which to build hope, reminded
the Doctor of two bad cases ofinjuries not
fatal known to both, and asked if this
were worse than they, to which the reluc
tant reply was possibly not. Tbe Doctor
then told Mr. V., who was suffering from
pain, that they would have to administer
medicines of a sedative nature and sug-
gested that if he had anything to say, he
had better communicate it to them. He
then conversed with the Doctor concern
ins private matters, giving directions in
regard to his business, after which medi
cine to relieve tbe pain was injected by tbe
hypodermic process. After this, there was
no time when he was not under the in
flnence of opiates that affected somewhat
his sensibilities, lie nevertheless appear
ed to keep possession of his faculties to the
last. At o:ju o clock be eeemed to be dy
ing, and his friends were called to his bed
side. From that time he rapidly sank.
The pulsations at the' wrist appeared to
have ceased, though he was remarkably
calm, so much so that Dr. Drake said he
was the coolest man under such circum
stances he had ever seen. He still showed
occasional signs about the face of agony.
As death approached, his face wore an

' ashy paleness. His last words were a re-

quest for medicine to allay his pain. In
his last moments there were signs about
his face that indicated great physical suf-
fering, and at eighteen minutes before ten
this morning he was dead. There were
present in the room when he died his son
Charles, seventeen .years old, his only liv-
ing child, with whom he had a touching
interview on his arrival, to which allusion
was made in hut night's dispatches : also
John M. Sprigg, of Dayton, a nephew of
his wife; J. U Vallandigham, a nepbew
from Hamilton ; James Vallandigham, a
distant relative from Hamilton; Lieut.
Governor McBurney..Ben Pittman, of Cin-
cinnati ; David Allen, of Lebanon, and a
few others. During the night and morn-
ing he was visited by the veteran Judge
Smith, of Lebanon; General Ward; Judge
Haynes, and many others. Governor Mc-
Burney waa constantly contributing in
every way to. the dying man. The neice
of Mr. V. a young girl who resided with
him, arrived from Dayton after his death
and was greatly grieved. The body was
immediately placed in ice, preparatory to
removal. From this time until the de-

parture of the remains, tbe hotel was be-

sieged with persons who came to see the
face which was left exposed. The features
aad expression were admirably preserved.
The remains left Lebanon for Dayton at
two o'clock in the afternoon in charge of
Judge Haynes, Mr. V.'s law partner, and
Judge McKinney, of Dayton.

The sad affair of tbe case was the ab-
sence of Mrs. V., who had gone the same
evening to Cumberland, called thence by
the death of her brother, Judge McMahon.
She was telegraphed and will reach Dayton

morning at ten o'clock. The
aad event cast general gloom over Leba-
non. Mr. V., during the trial, had made
numerous friends and had by his deport
ment beaten down many prejudices. AIM
were looking forward to his speech in the
defence of McGehan, which would have
been delivered to-da- y.

OBITUARY.

Clement Laird Vallandigham.
Perhaps there are but few men in the

nation whose death would excite more
comment than that of the distinguished
gentleman wbose name beads this article.
His unexpected and tragic demise has ta
ken the vhols nation by surprise, and
awakened a feeling of universal regret

Clement Laibd Vallasdighasi was
born in the quiet little town of New Lis-
bon, Columbiana county, Ohio, in the year
1820. He was the third son of the Rev.
Clement Vallandigham, a most worthy
Presbyterian minister, and was, at
the time of his death, an eider in the
Episcopal church.

His father was in very moderate cir-
cumstances and your.g Clement .was
thrown upon his own resources from his
boyhood.- - His education, which was per
haps more finished than 1 any member of
me western par, was entirely d.

At an early age he entered a select
school in his native town kept by Miss
Jane Cook, where he at once became noted
for his proficiency and his aptitude. After
carrying away the honors of Miss Cook's
school, he attended a Latin school kept by
his brother. Rev. James L. Vallandigham
and Rev. Mr. Douthett.

At the age of eighteen he entered Jef
ferson College, Canonsburg, Pa., from
which institution; he graduated . in his
twenty-fir- st year with the highest - boners
of his class. Pending this time, however.
Mr. Vallandigham had commenced the
study of law, and Kent and Blackstone
were the companions oi nis ooynooa. ror
the purpose of securing the means to fin
ish his ' education, he became a school
teacher himself and taught one term of
school on the Eastern Shore of Maryland.

After having finished his collegiate
conrae,

r
he completed his legal rstudies in

the office of Stanton & Umbstaetter, at
New Lisbon. Having been --admitted to
the practice of the law, he remained for
some time in Columbiana county, but af-
terward removed to Dayton, Montgomery
county where he at once made his mark.
At the age of twenty-si- x he was Sent to
the popular branch of the Ohio Legisla-
ture, and became a leader in his party.

in 1843 Mr. V allandigham was united

in marriage with Miss Louisa McMahon,
of Baltimore, Md., by whom he has one
child a son now seventeen years old. -

in lsoo Mr. Vallandigham was elected
to Congress from the Third Ohio District.
Hon. L. D. Campbell, the present Con- -
gresman from that District, was his op
ponent lor a seat in tbe i hirty-hlt- n con
gress, lie was over Jhe same

fentiemen to the lhirty-sixt- h Congress,
he was assigned upon a num-

ber of the most important committees.
His bold opposition to' the Republican
party during the year 1861 gave him a na
tional reputation. His wonderful eloquence
rather than his political views challenged
attention. With all that has been said
about his extreme political views, he was
always conservative. Not in a single ut
terance or bis can be found one of the ex-
treme views attributed to him by the op-
position.

in io Uhio went Democratic to the
general consternation of the Republican
leaders in Washington. It seemed then as
though the political reaction would sweep
over the whole country. Early m the
year 1863 it was determined that' some
thing must be done. The Democratic
leaders in the State must be stricken down
Gov. Ton as Governor of Ohio had at
tempted it, but under the State laws Judge
Philadelph Van Trump of Lancaster is-

sued a warrant for the arrest of Gov. Tod
for kidnapping, and had placed him under
heavy bonds. Then it was determined to
transfer "arbitrary arrests" from the Gov
ernor of Ohio to the Military Commander
of the Department. In February General
Burnsides "Order S8" was issued for tbe
purpose of laying the ground work for the
arrest of Prominent Democrats.

Mr. v allandigham was made the victim
of this order, no doubt because at that
time he was the leading Democrat of Ohio.
His arrest and banishment is well known
to all. And yet he never violated "Order
is. lhat was not even proven against
him upon his mock trial.

These are the main facts. Early in the
spring of 1863, a Democratic meeting was
neiu ai jut v ernon, cuio, at which Mr.
T - 1 - 1 j T T r nmiiuiuiguuiii anu non. o. b. cox were
speakers. "Order S3" came in for a large
amount of Democratic indignation. But
Mr. Vallandigham said nothing against it
He mentioned the order and regretted
mat audi a ming snouid go down to his
tory, but counselled his hearers not to
trench upon the tyrannical edict.

"1 bold him nn ta
the scorn of mankind, and he is the truest
patriot who first puts Bis foot upon Order
io. oa. inis was me "violent and dis
loyal language" for which Mr. Vallandie- -

ham was arrested. j Words that he never
uttered.and a fact to which Mr. Cox.Judge
Hurd and other parties testified. But
their testimony availed nothine. Mr. Val.
Iandigham was to be disposed of, guilty
not gun iy. xie was nrsi sentenced to be
shot at Newport Barricks. The universal
indignation of the country prevented this.
President Lincoln ordered him to be "seal
through the lines." Even then it was de
termined to murder Mr. Vallandigham,
A sergeant of the Seventeenth Ohio In
fantry was sent with the squad of soldiers
that were to conduct him South, charged
specially to shoot Mr. Vallandigham as
soon as he was outside the line of the
Union pickets; '- Gen. Bosecrans suspec
ting some such design made a new de
tail of men.

The Democratic Convention of Ohio in
18bd nominated Air. Vallardigham for
Governor who in the mean time had pass-
ed through the Southern States to the
Bermudas and thence to Canada. Hon
John Brough was Mr. VaUandigham's
competitor, and was elected by the re-
markable maiority of 101,999, or about
110,000 illegal votes. This was the year
when the "Soldiers voting law" was in op-
eration. The returns from the army were
made to suit circumstances.

Governor Brough' remarkable majority
was made up in this way.
