Every possible view we take of Radi

since the war. .That it proceeds from
something inherent in the party itself is
evident from the fact that, wherever the
Radical organization-ha- s made itself mani-
fest in the South, its advent has beet)
marked with the most aggravated forms
of political fraud and .corruption. It is
not six months since the District of Co
lumbia was turned into a territory with a
set of Radical officers, and already thev
have issued bonds for over four million
dollars, which will go to feather the nests
of the swarms of Radical officials, for whose
benefit the territory was organized.

Governor Bullock lives in the beet pri
vate residence in Atlanta. The Legisla-
ture paid $100,000 of State funds for it.
Governor Bullock is not as economical as
lie might be. Witness a comparison of
expenses under his administration and
those of bis predecessors. 1 ne. iiullock
Lecislature, from its organization in July
1868, to January, 1871, cost, for its ex
penses over $1,000,000 cash, From 1855
to 1862 (seven years) the entire cost was
$SC6,000. Last year the legislative ex-
penses were greater than for any five years
before the war. The clerk hire expenses
last year were $82,000, being two clerks
for each three members of the Legislature.
The legislative clerk hire from 1860 to 1863
was only $43,000 and part ot that was
paid in Confederate money. The cost of
the entire Legislature, clerks and all, in
1862, was only $6Z,4y.. Ial50 the cost
was sixteen times that amount.

uovernor Huilock s incidental expenses
amounted up to November last to $23,800,
those of his predecessor to $350 for fifteen

monuis. uoveruuc .suuuu a uu pi ink-

ing to November last footed up $76,000.
His predecessor got along with $1,070 for
that purpose. Among other expenses of
the present uovernor are: $34,000 for
work the Attorney uenerai should nave
performed ; $40,000 for executive clerks
fully four times what the law allows or
has been customary at any time, $300,000
for special services, to his predecessor's
$7,412, or in the ratio of forty toone. He
hired Mr. Conley to make an analysis of
tne state uonstitution, ana iook xu,uuu
copies at SI 15 each. 1 hey are worth
probably 20 or possibly 25 cents each at
retail. The State Road the Western &
Atlantic paid to the State last year
$45,000, but at the end ot the year it was
found that it accumulated a floating debt
of $700,000, and the State was obliged te
assume it. There must have been elegant
Eickings for somebody in that transaction,

it ia well known that the road,
well equipped aa it is, does a business that
pays handsomely. Before the war it paid
a very large portion of all the State ex

The one is governed by men in political sympathy
with me; the other is governed by men in. politic
al sympathy with the Senator from Indiana who
came here to enlighten the people of Kentucky,
in hia garden and in hia vineyard grow thistles
and all obnoxious weeds ; in my garden.

THE FORCE BILL.

But to go a step further. The Radical party ia
to be defended as it Is.

Let ns see what else it haa none. It passed one
other law at the last session of Congress which I
shall comment on. This law ia sometimes known
as the Force Bill, as the bayonet at the ballot-bo-

a law by which the Federal Government usurps
control of every ballet-bo- x throughout this entire
broad land.

He would have been looked
upon as an emissary of despotism, a resurrected
Tory of past times, a spy from some foreign coun-
try come here to bring our institutions into dis-
repute. "

And yet this Radical party passed a bill last
winter by which Federal officers are appointed to
supervise the ballot-boxe- s of the country, and
every town that has over twenty thousand inhabi-
tants has certain officers in it empowered to call
for troops at tiieir will and pleasure, lfenouf
these Federal officers at the polls conceives him-
self interfered with, hindered or opposed In his
duty,eancall upon the nearest military post, and
the commander, under heavy penalties, is bound
to obey hia call and furnish troops for him to
command. That was embraced in what waa
known as the twelltn section oi tuia oiu. i spoae
upon that section of the bill. I spoke upon that
section myself, upon tbe floor ; and, in the shape
in which it then stood, it startled even some mua
of the Republican party. It startled some men
whose names I could give. They themselves or-

ganised a movement at once, upon the floor, te
strike out that horrible feature. They struck it
out this far, and no farther, that the names and
terms by which things were designated were
changed, and. instead of calling for armed sold-
iers, mese officers could call for a posse eomitatue.
That would embrace anybody that waa best organ-
ised to give it, and, of course, that would be the

WHAT MR. BINGHAM SAID.

When the discussion was coming to a conclu-
sion, 1 went down to Mr. Bingham's seat, feeling
that something had been gained in striking out
and changing the twelfth section.

is bettered, its glorious features are de-
faced, so that if il waa held up aa it really ia to-
day hy the aide of what il was cnoe in the bright
and hallowed days of tlie past, they who gave itexistence in the days of tbe revolution would ao
know one instrument by the other. The change
I" perfect. Its features are battered to pieces.
The safety of the people lies in effacing theso
blemishes from the constitution, and I hope that
it will be done. 1 ehall hope on as long as the
people can approach the ballot-bo- x.

AN APPEAL.

I do invoke the people, not merely those here
butaf far as my poor words will go-sp-oken

without that preparation which public men
ought to make,but which 1 could not maxe under
the brevity of the notice and the circumstancus
by which I wss surrounded and speaking in this
plain way, I do invoke the people, as far ss my
voice will reach throughout the country, to con-
sider whether they can maintain the institutions
of their fathers with the rattling of musketry
against the ballot-bo- with the canaen shot piled
up for nse in case nt necessity; whether tiiey can
maintain the institutions of their country, and, if
they ennnot, I invoke those who love liberty to
cast aside the trammels of party and for once save
your country upon these great questions.

We heard much during the war in regard to sav-
ing the eonntry. I desire to save my eountry.too,
and aave its boundaries intact and unbroken, and
when mat was done 1 desired to save the jew--
that biases inside the casket; I dtmired to save
Uie soul aa well as the body. I did not desire to
save my country a corpse, with the sool, ths vital
spark, the heavenly flame of liberty crashed out
of Its heaving breast, Tttat is no country for me,
no eonntry for you, no country foryour children.
When tliat hour comes, it matters not whetheryou call your country America or Russia. The
day of your sovereignty, the day ef your pride Is
passed by.

Up to this time the American could exclaim, aa
did in ancient times the Roman citizen, and say,
"I ara an American citizen," and the voice goes
through all the four quarters of the earth. But
let those laws that I have feebly pointed to yoa

be enforced in this land, and instead of
the cry "I am aa American citiseu" calling forth
a response of admiration, H will call forth a hiss
of scorn from all the earth, tlitt a people once so
proud, so great, and so intelligent allowed crea-
tures ao Insignificant as those who do these things
to dare trample upon tiieir necks, as they are in--
tending to do. Applause.

Is there much in this picture to admire? Is
there a Radical here if one has done me
the honor to hear me who will ssy hon-
estly and truthfully that there is anything to ad-
mire and defend in all this? A Senator, as I havealready said, came here before you to defend it.
1 read his defence. Some of you heard it. Can
any defense be made? Is there any that a man
speaking the truth can make? '

FINANCE.Bnt again, to pass from these points to some
others, not so vital, perhaps, in their significance,
but still of deep and lasting importance. When
yoa drive one of these Radical speakers or lead-
ers to the wall, I find they are now falling backupon the financial condition of the country aa
their strong fortress. They cannot defend, face
to face, x legislation snd the bayonet bill.

But they say General Grant is making a suc-
cessful administration upon the subject of the
finances; Let us see how that is. This question
of finance that they present is one that lam wil-
ling to meet them on. What is it? Why, last
winter, they devised a system of finances by
which they were to immortaliise themselves.
Boutwell brought it forward. It waa called the
loan or funding system, and by that the present
holders of tbe bends of the United States were in-
vited, and the framera of the bill, with wonderfulcredulity, supposed they would accept the invi-
tation to aurrender Government bonds that were
paying six per cent interest in gold for bonds
which would pay four, four and a half, and five per
cent. Now, I need only to make that statement
for everybody to smile at the absurdity of such a
financial system. Yet that ia what has engaged
Grant's administration from the first hour it came
into power, devising a scheme to get bard-hearte-

selfish, greedy capitalists, to give up an obligation
that was certain to pay aix per cent for one topay four per cent. Do you wonder that ft is pro-
nounced now, in all the money markets of theworld, a ridiculous failure? who expects it tosucceed? They had General Spinner, Treasurer
of tbe United States, standing in the

of the Rothschilds, along with th servantsand lackeys, end messengers, until the old manwent off swearing like the army in Flanders, that
he wouldn't stand it. The only trouble with thescheme is, that the present holders of bonds likethe present rate of interest better than the lowerrate proposed, and tbe result is that you are stiltpaying the same old rate of interest, alter all Uie
clap-tra- p and fustion on Uie subject of finance by
Boutwell and Grant, who knows nothing aboutfinance, except to get ali he can, and keep it whenhe gets it, Applause and laughter.

They have to confess, and co confess, and standconfessed before the world, of having utterly
failed. That is their measure. Is this Uie ad-
ministration to be defended? Is Uiis Uie admini-
stration that has been successful in all its poli-
cies ? Is this the administration that is espeeialiy
successful in its financial policy? It haa beenespecially a failure in its financial policy. Thedebt stands to-d- as it stood before, and as soonas Congress meets you will find Uie empirics aadquacks in political life devising some new nos-
trum by which to deceive the people under thpretense of paying the national debt or reducing
the rate of Interest, I ask yoa to pause right
there. I am discussing step by step what thia ad-
ministration haa done, and what claims it haaupon the confidence of the people. I hare point-
ed you to its legislation.

Is there a Radical in mis andiene who willpretend to aay tliat this pet measure lias beenanything except what I have described it a totaland ridiculous failure? So muoh that our agents
in the money markets of Europe are left out aadthe doors are not even opened lo tiieiu. Capital-
ists have a contempt for them going there andsaying: "Here is a bond Uiat bears four per
cent interest; please give me that bond of your
that bears aix per cent interest." (Laughter 1
Tliat ia the wisdom that has been displayed, andthey are going into the next Presidential eanvaasana expect Grant to be indorsed as a great finan-
cier, second only to a Pitt, or some great man who
has devised means to carry on gigantic enter-prises.

SOMETHING CONSISTENCY.

A Senator from my State, here the other night,
no doubt much to his own delight, and to the de-
light of that pure and elevated eiasa that makesup Uie Grant party in the country, devoted him-
self to a description of the inconsistencies of Uie
Democratic party upon Uie tariff and upon vari-
ous questions. Let sue ask that Senator, or any
one of his friends, to look over Uie financial policy
of his party. I remember very well, when Tiiad-deu- s

Stevens waa in Congress, before hia death
the Chairman of Uie Ways and Means Committee,
who, more than any oUier man, throughout th
enUre war shaped th financial l policy of thisGovernment and who wrote these bills by which
the money waa raised with his own hands re-
member when he stood Uier and said that when
these bonds fell due every one of them waa paya-
ble in greenbacks. He was the leader of me Rad-
ical party, and the moat intellectual man I ever
saw m Uieir rank In public life. The man who
had devised their financial system proclaimed
there to the world mat the bulk of the nationalindebtedness, all but Uie ten-for- ty bonds, was re-
deemable in currency, aa any other debta. Pass
over into the Senate Chamber, and there yoa find
John Sherman, who was th chairman of th Fi-
nance Committee in the Senate, and had control
of the finanoial policy of the Government so far
aa the Senate waa concerned you nnd John
Sherman aaying Uie same thing. That was their
policy then their original policy.

There were two leaders of the Radical party
within ths last two years proclaiming that every
dollar of Uie y bond Indebtedness waa
payable in legal tender, commonly called green-
backs. Bat it don't stop there. I have tbe speech
of Senator Morton delivered on the 8th and 11th
of March, letts, in the Senate of Uie United State
in which ne not only asserted the same thing that
Slovene and Sherman did, but argued elaborately
to show that it waa conclusively so, that every
dollar of the publie debt waa specifically provided
for and the kind of money it waa to be paid la waa
specifically pointed out, and Uiat tne ty

bonds were especially to be paid in Uiat way ; Uiat
indeed every dollar of thia pubiio Indebtedness
except Uie ies and me Interest on the
pubiio debt, which, as he said, were specially ex-
