full chested, and never exceeded 190

The lHte CharleB Long has stated thatat
one time he saw Gardner lift from a tow

boat a puncheon of corn containing at
' leant twelve bushels, and swinging around

deposited it on the sand. ,,. Iu so doing he
toro the sole off his boot On another
occasion a number of men were trying td

liaastick of timber. .Iriull the crowd

nuly one man could raise it about two

inches from the skids. Gardner told four

men to sit upon it, and then lifted it so

high that the men jumped otf to save

themselves from the fall. He. has been

frequently known in lifting to break

boom poles six inches thicK. He has
'

been known also with one hand to lift,

by the rung of tlio chair, the chair itself

and a man weighing nearly 200 weight,

Once in attempting to lift u very heavy
'man he wrenched the rung from the
chair.

Gardner at one time was possessed of a
balkv hor.se with which lie exercmeu
great patience; but when patience ceased
to be a virtue, he would fell him to the
ground with his clenched fist, strikiug
him behind the ear.

It is related pf Gardner's sister, that at
one time a famous wrestler traveled all
the way from Minimic'i to Tom's home,
in order to "try a fall with him." Tom was
absent, but his sister, looking contemptu-
ously on the intruder, declared she could
throw him herself, and suiting the action
to the word, in a fair trial threw him fair-

ly three times in succession. The stran-

ger's experience with the sister was sulli-cen- t;

he never sought a future interview
with the brother.

The greatest feat which Gardner was
pver known to perform was on onoof the
wharves in St. John. Mr. McKeen saw
him lift and carry an anchor weighing
1,200 pounds, numbers of other witnesses
standing by, some of whom are yet alive.
Frequently he has seen him carrying a
Jwrrel of pork under each arm, and once
be mw him shoulder a barrel of pork
while standing in an ordinary brandy
box. When about 40 years age Gardner
removed to the United States and never

.returned to his native province.
It is commonly reported and believed

that he met with a sad adenture on
board a Mississippi steamer. A heavy
bell was on board as a portion of the
freight , and the captain, a great power-

ful fellow, was concerned as to how he
should remove it from its place, in order
to make more room on decK. While
captain and passencers were at dinner,
Tom, in the presence of thecrew, to their
utter amazement, lifted the bell and car-

ried it to the opposite side of the boat
When the captain returned he asked how
that had been accomplished, and when
Gardner laughingly remarked that he
had carried it there, the former gave him

the lie. and as one word brought on
he Dresentlv struck Tom in the face.

This was too much, and for the first time
injhis life, the strong man gave blow for
blow; but one buffet was sufficient. The
captain never spoke again, killed dead
on the instant. Tom made his escape,
went west: and has never been heard of
since.

SOME INTERESTING RECOLLECTIONS

OF THE GREAT
STATESMAN.

Centennial Prof George Long's Letter read at the Semi- -

of the University Virginia).

Eearly in december, 1824, J traveled

from "Washington to Fredericksburg

where I stayed all night. I do not know

how I was known, but a gentloman called

mo and'asiced me to his home, and I

spent a pleasant evening. I saw some

young Virginian ladies thore, and I

thought they were very charming." I

was amused with the curiosity which my

now friends showed toj hear, from Eng.

land. A gentleman came up to me and
asiced how I left Mr.( Campbell, the poet,

Luckily I had lately called on him in

London on some business about a rela

tion ot his who thought of emigrating to

America, and I could therefore give a

satisfactory answer.,, At Fredexickibur

I first tasted corn-brea- an 1 used tt ail

the time that I lived in Virginia. I wisli

that I could have it now. From Freder
ieksburg I had a two, days' rather unt

pleasant journey to nanovumue "
stage-coac- The roads were bauV the
accommodations not good, and the com

rionv inrliflWent. The VouAe men of the
hardly conceive what

this road was then for I suppose thai
iliara iu rnilrniid the whole distance.

At the university I lived at lettst twd

months in the house which was assigned
tn me in irreat solitude, and during bud
weather it would have been still worse if
I had not experienced the kindness of
the proctor, Mr. firocKonurougn, wnose
wife's sister 1 afterwards married. The
professors had embarked m an fcngiisii
vessel for Norfolk, and they had a very
long passage. The ship was described to
me as something like an old havstack;
It could iust float and so before the wind.
1 had more wisely embarked in one of
the New xork American pacneis ironj
Liverpool. Since that time the English
have learned to build ships for the Amer
ican trade. .When my brother professors
arrived at the university, they found me
eating coru bread, and already a virgin
inn bv tiiste and habits. Xmngs were
rather rough, but I have always have had
and still have ttie faculty of making my-u- if

Imimv under anv circumstances. A
f..u; Aiiva after mv arrival at the univer
sity I walked up to Menticello to see Mr.
Jutferson. 1 made myself known to his
servant, and introduced into his great
ivumi In u few minutes a tall, annulled
old man entered, and after looking at me
a moment, said : "Are you the new prof-less-

of ancieut languages?" I replied

that I was. He observed " you are very
young," to which I observed thatl would
ltow older. Ho smiled and said that
iv..u trim.

I
remember 'this interview as if it- took
place yesterday.

During my solitary residence before
the university opened I visited Monti-cell- o

several times, and occasionally

passed the night there. I thought that
Mr. Jefferson became better satisfied

with the boy professor, and we talked on
all subjects. He saw that I took reat
interest in the geography of America
and in the story of the revolution, anu ne
told me much about it, but in a very
modest wav as to himselt. lie snowed

tl.n nri.rin.il druft of the Declaration
of Independence, and he could clearly
see that I was in habits, as I havealways
been and still am, a man who preierreu
piain republican iumiiuiiumb vu

ward show and splendor of European
kin.Tdoins when I say republican insti
tutions, 1 mean genuine republican, for a
republic may have tne name, anu very
little besides that I value.

I often saw Mr. Jeflerson between tins
time and his death. When he came on
lii liorna to the university he generally
called on me. His thoughts were always
nVinnt. this nlace of education, ot wlucii
he was really the, founder; and though
the first few years of the university were
not nuita satisfactory, he confidently
looKed forward to the future, and to the
advantages which the State would derive
from the young men who were educated
in the University of Virginia.

I remember well a long conversation
which I once had with Mr. Jefferson on
fienrwn WsmhinL'ton. He spoke of him
frplv and cenerouslv. as a man of
trrfint and noble character. Mr. Tucker,

in his life of Jefferson, has given the
rWnrter of Washincton as Jetlerson
wrote it, and it is, perhaps, certain that
the character was written at the time
when Jefferson soone of Washington to
me. though he told something more than
th written character contains, but noth
ing that is contradictory to it. The char-

acter is exceedingly well written, and it
proves that as a mere writer Jefferson
miirht have excelled most men of his
duv.

I discovered that Mr. Jefferson was
well acauaiuted with Polybius, who is
not a eood writer, but a man of excellent
sense ana me souiiuesi. juuKincuu nn
lust time that I saw Mr. Jefferson, when
he was suffering from a complaint which
caused his death, he was reading Pliny's
letters, and we had a conversation about
a passage. A lew woeits alter, wnen l
was at the Sweet Springs during the
summer vacation, I heard of his death.
There was much foolish display in Vir-

ginia, and the United Suites was honored
for his services, for his talents, and for
his grand and simple character. II
ought to be revered by all who enjoy the
advantages of being educated in his uni-

versity, and ever remembered as one of
the great men whom Virginia has pro-
duced. His great deeds are recorded on
the epitaph which he wrote for his own
tomb.

STERILITY IN FRUIT TREES AND

THE RATIONALE OF FRUIT

BEARING.

TWA are certain well known Iswb in

vegetable growth which should be Kept

in mind, and occasionally brought into

notice, serving as hints to those who may

be ignorant, or forgetful of their adplica

tinn. .

iTnnroductive fruit trees may often oe

hronMit into bearine by a process which

manent ehape.

tendency to throw it into a fruit-bearin- g

condition. That which would have gone
into ipnf and wood is-- diverted into
more 'tirofituble channels.'

The Practical farmer and fruit grower
know this very well, though they may
Ua ionnriint. of the reason.

Cotton is topped to arrest the upward
luxuriant growth, and to force the sap
into the horizontal branches, which being
rnturdod is developed into flowers and
fruit. Many of our garden vegetables
may be by high manur-ini- f.

so as to run into leaf and stem at the
expense of the fruit.

w must kneii the principle in view
viz.: that excessive luxuriance tend to
formation of leaf and woody .fibre (the
increase iu size of the individual plant,)

and that it is not until the luxuriance is
disturbed and somewhat unpaired mat
flowers and fruit are developed (tne re
nrnillli:tioil of SDeuieS).

It ih found too. that when practicable.
us in the case of grape vines, the limbs
should be trained straight horizontally
and not curved. Wlieu straight, the flow

of bap is uniform throughout, and all the
buds are developed alike ; if curved, the
uppermost budo get too much, and the
lower too little nourishment, so that the
object in a measure is defeated.

This principle iu vegetable physiology
is of wide application, and tne observau
ciilun iHt wiil bo able to see in it the ex
bl.iiiation ol many thinns, which other
wise would have been obscure.

WHEN CORNS ARE PINCHED.

The N. Y. Sun talks to our colored

brethren thusly :

The utter ruin of the Freedmen's Bank

from which nearly three millions of dol

lars were stolen by the Washington Ring
did much to awaken the seventy thou
sand pooT and betrayed depositors to the
real character of their friends, who man

aged that institution for their own profit,

More recently, the appropriation of How
ard University bv the ongregational
Church, i nd the virtual ex iusion of the
colored people from what they regarded
as their peculiar institution, have aroused
no small decree of wrath, aad with much
reason. Fred Douirlass and Langston
have both denounced this proceeding.
and intimated pretty broadly that they
will not stand the usage to which their
nice lias been Bubiected anv lonner.

Their resentment is natural, but it is
not from such personal explosions that
we look for the improvement which is

so much needed among the colored peo
n e. The leaders ot tins r
have taken prettv siood care of tnem
selves, and are measurably responsible
for the evils which tliey nowetiect to ue
nlore. Thev sustained, the administra
tion in every act, advocated the ringr,
and helped to wage a bitter war against
the people'of the South.

They saw the money of their own
race filched before their very eyes at
Washington, without a word of remon-

strance. In fact, some of them aided in
that villainy and after the magnitude of
the fraud was known, Fred Douglass
himself sought to soothe its victims by
assurances which have proved ground-

less. Even now they have not one brave
word of personal denunciation for the
rogues who stripped the vaults of the
Freedman's bank, and are flourishing at
the capital. We iiave little faith in lead-

ers who are only quick to resent when
the shoe pinches their own corns. The
redemption of the colored race from po-

litical bondage is to come in another way,
and they are fortunate in not being de-

pendent upon any doubtful assistance.
They will work out the problem them-

selves.
