THE BLACK DOUGLAS.

King Edward 1 of England nearly
eonquered Beotland. They did not have
photographs in those days, bat hnd ex-
pressive and descriviive names for pegs
ple of rank, which unswered just as well.
Bo Edward woas known as ¥ Long Shanks."
It was from no lack of spirit or energy
that e did not complete the stubborn
work, but he digd 4 little too soon, On
his death-bed he ealled his pretty spirit-
less son to him, and mude him promise
to carry on the war; He then ordered
that hig body should be boiled in a cal-
dron nud that his bones should be wrap-
ped up in a bull's hide and carried at the

bend of the prmy In future ¢umpaigng
against the Seots,  After thege auull somme
other queer reqiests, death relleved him
of the Imnl politics of this world, and so
he went uway. Then his gon, Fdward
I, tucked away the belligerent old kink’s
bones among the bones of other kingd
in Westminster Abbey, and spent his
timg in disipativn among his llll\'oriiwi,
and uIIm\'trJ the resolute Scots to recov-
er Neotland.

Good James, Lord Douglass, was a
very wise man in his day. He may not
have had long shanks, but he had a very
long head, as you shall presently ses,
He wus one of the hardest foes with
which the two Edwards had to contend,
and bis long head proved quite too pow-
erful for the second Edward, who, in his
gingle campuign aguinst the Scots, lost at
Banpovklarn nearly all that his futher
bud gained.

The tall Scottish castle at Roxburgh,
stood near the horder, lifting its grim
turrets above the Teviot and the Tweed,
When the Black Douglas, as Lord James
wus called, had recovered castle after

The woman's eye, however, followed
the queer looking eattle for some time,
until they seemed to disappear nader the
outer works of the castle. Then, feeling
quite at. ease, she thovght she would
sing peain.

glow the name of Blaok Douglas had be-
eome £o terrible to the English that it
proved & bogbear to the children who
when they misbehaved, were told that
the Biack Dooglas would get them. The
little ditty T have quoted must have
been very quieting to good children In
those alarming times,

Ba the good woman sang cheerily :

*Hush ye, Hush ye,

Hush yo, Do not fret yo!

Lit peltio ye! The Blaok Douglas
Hush ye, Ehall not get ye!™

“Do not be go sure of that!” said a
husky voice close beside her, and a mail-
gl;ved hand fell solidly wpon her shoul-

. Bhe was dreadfully frightened, for
she knew from the appearance of the
man he must be the Biack Douglas.

TheScotts came leaping over the walls,
The garrison was merry-making below,
and almost before the disarmed revelers
had any warning, the Black Douglas was
in the midst of them, The old strong-
hold was taken, and many of the smﬁ

Daonglas had eansed his J)iuked men to
approach the castle by walking on their
hands and knees, with long black cloaks
thrown over their bodies, and their lad-
ders and weapons concealed under their
cloaks,. The men thus presented very
nearly the appearance of 8 herd of cat-
tle in the deep shadows, and completely
deceived.the sentinel, who was dprobnbly
thinking more of the music and dateing
below than of the watehful enemy who

Jedburgh.

'l'hurtilm:k Douglus, or “Good James,
Lord Douglis,"" as he was ealled by the
Scots, fought, a1 nave already suid, with
King Robert Bruce at Bannockburn,
Une lovey June day, i nthe fargone year
uf 1920, King Robert lay dying. He call-
ed Douglas to his bedside, and told him
that it had been one of the dearest wikh-
o5 of his heart togo the Holy Land and
recover Jerusalem from the infidels; but
sinee he wished him to embalm hisheart
after hig death, and carry itupto the
itulyl lL‘-il.y and depo it it in the Holy
Sepuleher.

Donglas had the heart of Brace em-
balmed and enclosed ina silver cate, and
wore it on a silver chain about his neck.
He sot ont for Jerusalem, but resolved
first to visit Spain and engage in the
war waged against the Moorlsh King of
Grenadn, He fell in Andalusia, in'battle
Just Lefore his death he threw the silver
casket into the thickest of the fight, ex-
elaiming : “Heart of Brace, I follow thee
or die "

His dead body was found beside the
cagket, and the heart of Bruce was
hrought back to Scotland nnd deposited
in the ivy-clad Abbey of Melrose,

175 shares of fulse stock are known to be
in existence, Mr, Porter has found some
frandulent certificates, which lie will
tirn over to the trustees to be appointed
to takg charge of the Boston Post,

Woncesves, Mass,, Jan, 26.—The Ga-
zefte will publish the following statement
of L. W. Pond, manufacturer, who was
sentenced yesterday to the Slate prison
for heavy forgeries. He was o personal
friend of the absconding Winslow, of
Boston:

£5,000 each, It is said some of the vie-
timized banks have laken legal sleps
agninst certain parties who were aware
uf the Winslow lorgeries weeks ago, and
condoned the offense and kept silence
upon his taking up paper upon which
were their forged indorsements,

Bostox, Jan, 27—The burglars who
entered the Northampton Bank Wednes.
day night first secored the Cashierin his
home and took from the keys of the
viault, The table of gecurities taken
shows a total of $470,000, Of course
wuch of this is not negotinble, 8o thit it
is difficult to estimate the real loss to the
bank and its depositors. The bank offi-
cers offer a reward of $25,000 for the re.
turn of the propérly and conviction of
the burglars, The loss falls compara-
tively light upon the bank, the greater
port of the securitiea belonging to spe-
cinl depositors,

E D, WISSLOW ESCAPES TO HOLLAND.
New Youx, Jan 27—Winslow, the
Boston forger, hus been traced to the
steamship Rotterdam, which saiied with
him and family for Rotterdam on Friday
lnst, There is no extradition treaty with

EXIT OF ANOTHER OF THE WIL-
LIAMSON €0, ASSASSINS.

AN JLLINOIS VENDETTA THAT HAS Al-
READY COST SEVEN LIVES-MURDER-
ING MEN ATSO MUCH A HEAD-
SCENES AROUND TUE
SCAFFOLD.

Mantox, In, Jan, 21,—The Willinm-
son county vendetts, whose climax of
atrocity was reached last summer, has
heen for a long time the chief horror of
the State, Bix families have fignred in
it—the Hendersons, Sisneya and Rus-
gells, on one side; the Bulliners, Craing
and Hincheliffs, on the other, Thus fiir
gix petsons have suflered death in the
vendetta, and to-day a seventh went to
his long acconnt at the linds of the
Sherifl,

It is said by some that the seduction
of 1 young woman by John Bulliner was
the cause of the long and bitier fend;
while others agsert that it arose from a
diffieulty between Capt, Geo, W, Sisuey
and David Mulliner, Jr,, in which one
was wounded with a spade and the other
witk. & bullet, The Bulliners are Ten-

nesseeans, and the Hendersons are Ken-
tuckians, The Bulliners settled in Wil
linmgon county in 1863. They were en-
terprising, thrifty and wealthy, and en-
gnged largaly in raising cotton, AL the
vlose of the war theirgin house, a very
large one, was fired; and then began the
tronble which has thos fiee sent seven
men ott of the world, They became iu-
volved inquartels with the Hendersons,
men of large stature; brave, aggrossive
and desperate. The Crains, also fighi-
ers, joined the Buolliners, and Sisney
identified himself with the opposition,
THE PIRST VICTIM

was old George Dulliner, who was am-.
bughed December 12, 1873, and shot dead,
while on his way to Carbondale. The
next was David, a son of old George, He
was going home from church with his
brother and a Mrs. Btaneil, on Sunday
night, March 27, 1874, when the trio
were fired upon by two men behind 4
fence. David was instantly killed and
Mrs. Btancil serionsly wounded. Two
men, Plensant and Russell, were arrested
on gnspicion of having committed the
muarder, but they were released, A few
duys after the release of Pleasant and
Russell, that is, May 12, 1874, old James
W. Henderson was shot in his fleld, and
before dying he declured that John Dnl-
linegr, Tom Bolliner amd Jim Norrls
were the nssassing, Jim Norriswas never
arrested. John Bulliner stood his trial,
proved an alibi, and was acquitted,

George W, Sisney was waylaid at day-
bredk sbouat the middle u!'.huu-,\itm nfter
the dequittal of John Bulliner, but their
vaps being damp, the men in the am-
bush conld not digcharge their guns, and
he escaped, to be killed o year afterward.

The fourth murder was on the 4th of

October, 1874, near Fredonia, Dr. Vin-
cent Hineholifle, one of the Bulliner par-
tispns, was returning from a visit to a
patient, When within two hundred
yards of his house lie and his horse were
killed by ehots fired from belind a
fence,
It was now time for a death in the
Henderson fiction, Severul attempts
were made by the Bulliners to actom-
plish the taking off of one of their foe-
men, but it was not until July 28, 1875,
that they succeeded. CGeorge W, Bisney
was sitting in his purlor at Carbondale
when o vhot was fired through the win-
dow and he dropped dead,

THE MURDER GF WILLIAM SPENCE
Three days alter Sisney's death, Wm,
Spence, a wealthy merchant and prowmi-
nent citizen of Carbondale, was ealled
down into his store by two men, who
pretended they wished to make a puor-
chase, While tieing his shoes he was
shot dead, 1is body was found the next
morning by persons on their way to
church, and fifty-seven buckehot wonnds
were found upon it, Twobullets had en-
tered his brain. Four weeks were al-
lowed to elapse, and ol thut lute honr B,
Frank Low, formerly City Marshal of
Marion, began to investigate the ¢rime,
On the Uth of September he arrested, at
Cuiro, one Samuel Musick, who, on being
tuken to Murion, gave information that
incolpated John Bulliner, Sam, Jep,
Black Bill and Yellow Bill Crain at Car-
tersville, Allen Baker at Du Quoin, and
Murshal Crain, after a tedious chage, at
Pocghontas, Ark., allin the short space
of two weeks,

Musick declnred that John Bulliner
had hired Marshal Crain for 310 to kill
Sisney, and that Spence was killed for an
old grodge.

On the 4th of Octolier, 1875, the trial
of John Bulliner and Atlen Buaker, for
being abettors and usccessories to the
killing of ‘Sisney, was begun before the
Circuit Court at Murphysboro: In this
case Marahal Crain and Sam Musick were
used as Slate's evidence, Balliner and
Baker were found guilty and sentenced
to 25 years each in State prison. Bam
Crain was examined and discharged,
Oct. 4; Black Bill and Jep Crain, haviog
tuken a chunge of venue to Alexander
county, are to be tried next week; Yel-
low Bill Crain was admitted to bail; Sam
Musick is still in custody.

During the trial of Bulliner and Baker,
Marshal Crain made a desperate attempt
to_escape, but was caught and aecumr}-
lodged in juil: He was removed to Ma-
rion in Oclober, and on the 201k of that
montl was arraigned for the shooting of
Willinm Spence. To this charge he
pleaded guilty, and on the following day
was sentenced to be hanged to-day.

After his conviction and sentence he
divided his time about equally in trving
to get his body ont of the jail, and to pre-

ire his gonl for heaven,  Onthe 28th of

E\'rwemher he was baptized by a Camp-

bellite minister, and on the 22d of De-

cember he cut throngh the top of his

cell and the roof of the jall, and was
ALMOST AT LIDERTY,

whenhe was canght and again confined
this time with heavy irons on wrist and
ankle, and a heavy goard at his door,
Just a week ago heattemptd to kill Sam
Musick, who (l{‘f.'ll{lit'[i o cell'exactly op-
posite. He got Musick to step to his
door, and then tried to explode a cart-
ridge which he had enclosed in the eyl-
inder like a pistol barrel. Had he sue-
ceeded in exploding the cartridge, there
would have beep more than the usual
lack of music in the Marion jail. How
he got the cartridge is one of those things
that no fellow ean find out, but nothing
i:l;to be wondered atin this queer sec-
tion.

This morning at least two thousand
crowded the streetsof the city, and at i1
o'vlock the militia gsthereg for patrol
and gard doty around the jail, Crain
had pussed g comfortable night and had
enten s bhearty breakfust, All the morn-
ing he wasin conversalion with relatives
and friends, and st noon, after taking
leave of his brothier and his wife, he was
dressed in a white suit with his bap-
tismal gown over it, and brought out
into the hal! where stood the gallows,
Near it was the coffin which was soon to
receive his body. He shuddered us ne
glanced ut it, but walked with a firm step
to the open window, and in & sirong
uddressed the crowd below in these

voice
words:

CRAIN'® DYING STATEMERT,

Gentlemen—] must make a siatement
in regurd to this matter, I feel it my
duty to God and man to make it, T am
ru ty of killing the two men, My pun-
ahment ia just. I Liope all of yon will
forgive me.” I pray God will judge and
prosper this country, Good-by to all,

He then read & poem of twenty-four
stangas which ho had composed for the
oceasion. Printed copies of it had been
in circulation all the morning, and not a
man, woman or ¢hild in Marion was to
be found without one, The followin
wre pecimen stanzas, which I copy with
exnotness from the original manuseript :

When he had finlshed reading hie bow-
ad to the people, walked steadily o the
west end of the hall, and took his stand
upon the drop. The ministers who had
attended him came forward; one ad-
dressed u few wonds of udmonition to the
smill gathering, & hymn was sung, in
which the doomed man joined with spirit,
the death warrant was read, and the
hempen instroment of death was ad-
Justed about Crain's neck. The Deputy
sheriffusked Crain, “Have you nnyll:iug
to gay " Mo which he replied, "I am
guilty of the murder of Willinm Spence’
'—and after o pavse he added, “and also
of George W, Sisney. That is all I have
to siy."

THE CLOSING SCRNE,

The white eap was pnlled over his face,
and he had taken his last look nt earthly
things. A sharp blow with a hatehet
severed the rope that Held the drop, and
the body of the muorderer fell fonr fect
with a sickening “thud,” and in half an
hour it was placed in the coflin and de-
livered to relatives who had come to re-
veive it
Marshal Crain was twenty-seven years
old. He betame o member of the Hen-
derson faetion just after Dave Bolliner's
ussassinnfion, but withdrew. He then
joined the Bulliner party, having learned
that they were after him. In aconver-
gation held with him last night, he said
that Sam Musick was with him when
Spence was shot, that he shot both Bis-
ney and Spence becanse he hated them,
and that the Bulliner boys had promised
him §200 to do the work, They had paid
bim $195. He regretted thut he had
sworn fulsely sgainst Allen Baker, The
Bulliners, he said, had given Mart. Dyal
and Jonas J. Ellion, two desperate char-
nctars, $150 ench to kill Henderson,

Tur Mississippi correspondent of the
Hartford Courant savs the new Leglsla-
tureis “one of the ablest and best ever
elected in the State.”
