\ The facts in the case, briefly, are aa fol-
follows: On the evening of the 14th ins
stant, Mr. Joseph Siligman, accompanied
by his wife and two children, started for
Sarntoga by boat. Owing to an aceldent
to the mm'fiiner}' just this side of Albany
they were detained some time, reaching
Saratoga late al night and withont bag-

He hopes thus to obtain a
large attendance of guests”’ Mr, Selig-
man and fimily went immediately to the
Clarendon &nd obtained excellent accom-
modations, He then wrote the following
letter to Judge Hilton:

Stewart, Now York:

Diat Junae—My family have for many
years putronized the Union Hotel at Sur-
atoga, but were informed yesterday by
your managers thal orders from bend-
quarters o exclude all Jewish families
from the list of guesta this seqson, alleg.
ing ns 8 reasou that there existed a prej-
nilice among Americans against punp‘Ju
of that persuasion, which had injored
the Union to that extent last season that
headquarters propoged to “roost them
ont,” namely, to tell them all, without
exceplion, that all rooms, except garret
chambers, were engaged. Now, permit
me, dear Judge, in your own interest,
ami in the interest of Mr, SBtewart's yal-
nable estate, the lion's share of which
you seem to have acquired, to say that
you are adding to the many serions mis-
takea which yon have committed since
yon inherited that estate, by refusing nd-
mittance to the Union Hotel to i large
class of people, irrespective of their re-
gpectability, wealth and proper bearing,
merely to pander to a vulgar prejodice,
under the mistaken notion that by so do-
ing vou will fill the house with other na-
tionalities, Yon will find yoursell mis.
taken, You are no judge—of the Amer-
iean charncter. The civilized world ia
beginning t¢ Le more tolerant in matters
of faith, or creed, or birth than you be-
lieve or would havethem, They despise
intolerance, low cunuing and vulgarity,
and will not patronize n man who seeks
to make money by pandering to the prej-
udices of the valgar.

I regret that you are running the Un-
jon atn loes, I regret thaf yon are ma-
king no headway in your wholesile de-
partments in New York and in Chicago,
that even the Ninth street retail store,
g0 popular and prosperons uider the
management of the late Mr, Stewart, has
lost its begt patrons. A little reflection
muat ghow you that the serious lling
off in your business is not doe to the
patronnge of goy one nationality, but to
the want of patronage of all, und that
you, denr Judge, are not big enough to
keep a hotel, nor broad encngh in your
husiness views to rin g dry goods store,

You bave tried competition with ex-
perienced and popolar honses in the
manufacture of carpets, of woolens, and
of silke and scores of articles of minor
importance, and you have succeeded in
none, and never will, and I wounld most
respectfolly volunteer an advice, which
I charge you nothing for (althongh you
chargéd me 10,000 0nee for advice which
was worth nothing , that if yon want to
gave the rest of tha once valuuble estate
of Mr. Stewart, that you advertise o large
auction and sell your merchandise nnd
hotels to the highest bidder, and no mat-
ter at what sacrifice youget rid of them,
you will come off better than by holding
on to things which you cannot. intelli-
gently manags.

~ Mr. Seligman was not ejected from the
Grand Union. He had beer bvarding
at the Clarendon up to the time of the
opening of the Grand Union, He then
came pver, aod “in an ostentations man-
ner' it seems, demanded the best apart-
ments.

they dil not doubt that Mr. Hilton wonld
reap profit by driving them out of the
Grand Union Hotel st Baratoga,  Ver
many guests coming to Long Branch
honses asked, “Do you take Jews?'' and
on being told they did, went away. Of
six lending Long Branch hotels two will
not lake Jows at any price, and four will
under some excuse orother prevent them
from becoming guesta, The reporter
found the feeling very decided, and the
anti-Jew talk very bitter, )

Directly contrary was the og.uuion ex-
sressed in the principal hotels of New

Tork. Innearly every instance Ililton's
action waa declared an oulrags acd an in-
gult to & race that promptly pay their
bills, and are as desirnble a clags of guests
as cottld be peked for.

Alr, S, Frank Orovkett, of the Grand
Central Hotel, said the Jewa: at Baratoga
usunlly collected at the Grand Union,
Being so numerous they may bave driv-
on 4.any Amall-minded, *hide-bound
Christians from the hotel, He heard
this was the case,

An employee at the Metropolifan hotel
thonght that ex-Judge Hilton must have
hitd some private reason for the sxclugion
of Mr. Religman and his family, Cor-
tainly there was no rule requiring the
clerks of the Matropolitan to exclude
Jows,

Mr. Hiram Cranston, of the New York
Hotel, said he heard that the Grand Un-
inn was crowded with Jews of a very un-
desirable cliss lnst summer, and wealthy
Obristinns  avoided it, These Jews
geemed to make it a point of gathering
on the galleries and lawns on Sundny af-
ternoon snd singing and romping noisi-

Iy.

“The chlef clerk of the Clarendon said
no distinction was made in that Lotel
between Jew and Christinns, The trou-
ble at the Grand Union undonbtedly
originated with the women, Christian
women wotild not associate with Jewish
women at 8 summer hotel,

Mr. 8, Stine, proprietor of the Arling-
ton, said he thought Judge Hilton's con-
duet an outrage, not o mnch npon the
Jows ag upon the entire community, A
hotel keeper had no right to ask a guest
his religion. Mr, Stewart madea great
deal of money out of the Jews.

The head clerk of the Windsor said
New York hotel keepers were surprised,
and hotel keepers of every city in the
Union wonld also be surprised at Judge
Hilton's conduet, He could have reach-
ed the desired end in a8 very different
way. Seven-eighths of those who went
to Saratoga were Jews, Christians who
were connected in business with Jews
would not risk geing to the Grand Union
Hotel, but would go wherever their Jaw-
ish friends went, Judge Hilton would
jrobably have to pay very dearly for his
