A THRILLING STORY OF
LIEUTENANT'S

VENTURE.

Major McClellan, Confederate, in Philadelphia

Tim aprinnil adventure which I promis
ed to relate occurred when the Federal
army occupied Culpepper Cjurt HouBe,

and the Confederate army lay in Orange
county, Virginia. Ueueral Jee aeaireu
certain information which it seemed

heHt be obtained bv an individual
scout, and Stringfellow was selected for
the service. It was necessary ue snouiu
penetrate the enemy's camps, remain
concealed as long as possible, and return
when he had collected tne uesirea mior-matio-

His operations were to be con-duct-

mostly at night. He wished to
beaccompanied by two men, one of whom
Farrish by name, had his home in the
immediate vicinity of the enemy's camps
and being intimately acquainted with all

the country couiu accurately guiut. uiuj
from place to place in the night as by
daylight. The expedition was underta-
ken on foot, as the distance was not great
and concealment was of prime impor-

tance. The men were clad in their own
uniform as scouts, not spies. The coun
try was a difficult one for tne operations
of a scout. From the long and frequent
occupation by both the contending ene-

mies the land had been almost entirely
denuded of its timber, and only here and
there a few thin clusters of trees remain-

But hv turnins uoon his side he
pave to himself the opportunity of placing
his hand unobserved, upon the handle
of his pistol, and in another seconu ne
sprang upon his feet and opened fire.

His companions joined in tne annua, auu
inr a fw moments the firing was rapid

and fatal. The Federal soldiers stood
their ground, but at such close quarters
the musket was no match for the revol
ver. There was no time to reload under
the quick eye of Stringfellow, and once
discharged the musKeia were ubbiubb.

THE INDIAN WAR IN THE WEST.

One Officer and Twenty-Seve- n Men
Killed in the Fight at

White Bird Canon.

Later Accounts Giving the Names of
Killed and Wounded.

Mount Idaho, June 168 p. in. There
is sad news brought via Florence from
Salmon River. The killed so far as
known are Dick Dehivo, Henry Elfers,
Robert Bland, Henry Strawbridge, Henry
Strawbridge, Henry Mason, C. II. Brown,
Jack Manuel, Samuel Benecict, James
Baier, Pat Brice, Victor Ouls and Joseph
Oulds. The mortally woundod William
George. The wounded L. Day, George
Moon and Mrs. Morton. So far as repor-

ted no women and children were killed
on the Salmon River. John Chamberlain
and child were also killed.

Troops arrived here Indiana
left this afternoon, intending to cross the
Salmon. They will probably go towards
Willow Valley and commit depredations.
They have a large band of horses belong
ing to the people here.

Later, June 17, 9 a. m. Colonel Perry
has come in safe, but we hear Captain.
Thellor and Captain Trimble are both.
missing, and are supposed to have been
killed. The people here have a good fort
and have no fear of the town.

June 18. Williams, who brought these
letters to Lewiston, says he was a scout
in the fight. The engagement took place
at the foot of White Bird Canon instead
of at the head. Upon the first fire the
Indian soldiers broke lanks and retreat-
ed. The officers could not rally them
and make them face the fire. The In
dians pursued them about sixteen miles,
firing upon them constantly. He states
that the Indians have better guns than
the troops, and their aim was deadly.
From the first attack there were about
one hundred and twenty-fiv- e Indians in
pursuit of the troops, all well mounted.
After the fight the Indians held a grand
war dance on the prairie. He says he
and Kinford, another scout, who brought
despatches from Colonel Perry to post,
when off the road, about four miles north
of the Board House, were attacked by five
Indians just as the moon was going down.
They entrenched themselves behind
some sheltering rocks, Kiniord strength-
ening their position and he firing seven- -
ty-h- shots with his Henry nne. The
Indians then withdrew, aud the
scouts came on without further molesta- -

tation.
We have before us General Howard a

despatch to Colonel Wood, dated June 18
11 a. m., giving the number of colonel
Perry's command who have been killed.
The killed and wounded number 27, in-

cluding Captain Thellor.
A letter irom iather tataido, catholic

priest, reports that the Indians are on
Hangman's Creek and quiet at preseat,
although many Nez Perces and Palouses
are there.

This morning the steamer Almok ar-

rived at Lewiston with seventy-fiv- e more
soldiers, who proceeded to garrison at
Lapawa, and will leave this evening for
the scene of action. Volunteers have
arrived from Columbia county, and more
are on their way hither. The settlers in
Paradise Valley are stockaded and have
sent toLewiston for arms and ammunition
The Genesee Valley settlers are all here
with their families. We feel that we are
in no imminent danger here at present.
What effect the recent victory of the In-

dians will have on those now friendly
remains to be seen.

The latest news from General Howard
received at headquarters here, states that
Captain Edward R. Thellor, of the Twenty-f-

irst Infantry, was killed at Mount
Idaho on the 17th inst.
