CANADA BILL—=DEATH OF THE
FAMOUS MONTE KING,

The following mceount of the death
and burial of Canada Bill, the Monte
King, is taken from the Reading Eagle.
Bill has been 'in Canton and seems to
have struck a streak of the worst luck
imaginable just before banding in his
checks:

Canada Bill died of consumption in
the County Hospital, His funeral was
probably the strangest ever seen in the
Charles Evans Cemetery, for there were
neiler tears nor women nor minister
about the grave that now holds the re~
mains of a man who died penniless in a
strange land, but had the name one
time of having won nearly half a million
dollars at three-card monte.

His body was brought to the under-
taker's room in this city, and thence tak-
en to the cemetery where a dozen or
more reprasentatives of the sporting fra~
ternity of Reading had congreguted about
the grave to do the last honors for the
*old sport’ who had won money on nearly
every railvoad in the United States cast
of the Rocky Mountains,

After the Kc.\rsu approached the grave
and the walnut coffin had been taken
out ind plaged on a bier, the question
was aslced whether the remains were in
it. The undertaker puessed they were
still there. "Unscrew the lid,' the master
of cewemonies ordered. “Bill was in
many a tight box and he worked himsell
out somehow or other, and it's no dead
sure thing that he ain't got ovton the
trip 1o the cemetery,’ While they were
taking off the lid it was noticed that the
screws were not solid silver,  One of the
mourners remarked that Bill's game had
not bLeen one of the squarest, but he
guessed there were tricks in all trades as
well as the monte players,  The corpse
was found in the coffin. The men had
made arrangements wWith one of their ne-
fuaintances Lo read a prayer or ashort
butial service at the grave, but e came
not, ‘The wind was raw and chilly, and
after the lid had been again screwed on,
orders were given that the internfent
should be made,

Canada Bill's proper name was Wills
iam Jones, He was an English Gipsy,
and came to this country scventeen years
age: He was o horsestrader, and finally
began to play at three card monte, He
drifted into Kingston, Canada, where he
got the name of Canada Bill. He ope-
rated all over the North during the war,
and alter the war closed he was on the
Red River and on the Mississippl, He
was always dressed in a very slouchy
manner, and cared nothing for good
clothes or jewelry of any kind, Hewon
thousands of dollars on the Mississippi,
in the disguise of a planter, Atonetime
he had a livery stable, and kept two huns
dred negroes at work clearing swamp
fand at \he mouth of the Red River.
Subsequently he operated at monte on
the Kansas Pacific and Union Pacific
Railroads, running from Kansas City
and Omaha, He became infamously
known all over the country. All the
tricks and new points in ‘monte’ werein-
vented by Canada Bill. He alwas trav=
eled as a countryman. He is said to
have won thousands of dollars on the
trains and as soon as he had won it he
lost it at [l;Iaying faro, Mis friends say
that in Chicago slone, in 1874, he won
$75.000 in three months, and yet hedied
penniless, and had to be buried at the
expense of an oldfriend, He was about
forty years of age,

AN AMERICAN INDICTED BY MIS-
1AKE,

A singular instance.of mistaken iden-
tity was lnst week the subject of an in-
dictment at the Dorset Quarter Sessions,
and Mr, John Julien Lagrave, represents
ed asthe son of a wealthy New York
merchant, and who had been arrested
and committed for trial, but bailed out,
had a narrow ¢scape of conviction for
felony On the 13th of July a person
called ut the house of Mrs. Grace Day,
at Sherborne, and on the preience that
he was employed to go about the country
to look into cases wﬁerc there had been
false swearing, said he could, if he hada
sovereign, get Mr, Day out nf}:nson
The sovereign was given him for the

urpose, ‘The man was wearing a brown
Eowlcr hat and a light suit of clothes,
slashed with braid, Prisoner was after-
ward apprehended on the charge of ob-
taining ﬁl by false pretences, at the
George Hotel, Chiard, when a loaded
five chamber révolver was found in his
breast pocket.  The matter, afier a long
hearing, resulted in the decision of the
chairman and the jury that it was purely
a case of mistaken identity, and the pris-
oner was told that he left the court with-
out'a stain upon his character.—London
Times,
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A WOMAN BURNED 10 DEATH ON
A KANSAS PRAIRIE,

man named Poteks, living neir Kirlvin,
in Phillips connty, was burned to death
by n pruirie fire, day before yesterday, be-
fore she could be reseued, The fire was
on thesouth side of the river, and was
approschivg the farm of Mr, Poteka,
when M. Poteka, accompanied by the
little girl, went out lo secure the safety
of the hay-stuck, Boddenly and without
warning, the fire cawe vpon them snd
both mather and girl slarted to run, By
a fortunate aceident, the lttle girl stom.
bled nod fell into o large bole, while the
mother was ¢aught in the flames and
burned to o erisp before she Nll}ll A0,
After the fire had burned tself out, the
body of the womun was found, with ey-
ery purticle of clothing brned off and
totally nnrecognizdble, The little girl
escaped unhurt,
