SENATOR BAYARD ON SITERMAN,
———
Slippory Johm's Inconalitency snd ShufMing—Ho
Don't Know Hix Mind and Hay No Polley,
[Cinelnnntl Boquirer Bpecial ]
Senator Bayard, spraking on Tuesday
of Bherman's address to the Finance
Committes, says that It wes a clear and
unconditional surrender, withott a suffi-
clont resson. I bdve walchied," said
e, “the course of John Shermen with
close interest, and I must confess that I
have never been able to obtain from him
uny well defined and positive views upon
any Ananvial measure, He is simply
trimming his sails, as he bus done on ev-
ory former osension within my recollec:
tion. He nplleam to concede the whole
guestion to the silver men before there
has been an adequate test of the merits
of the law that would natarally arize ont
of the reélative values of the two metuls,
When the Resumption act wus pending
he took véry different views, I remem-
ber very well when Lhat was before the
Senate, It was not reported from the
Finance Committee, but came directly
from the Republican caucus, [Fhave al-
ways been in favor of woepecie basia and
was not willing to sav anything to antag-
onize the mexsure;, althongh [ thought
that positive views should be expressed
before the bill passed. They were not
given to my satisfaction, and henee I did
not vote when the bill came up. Iiried
then to have Sherman state whether be
thought that n reissue of legal tenders
would be necessary under the bill, He
dodged the qnestion in such o way that
I could have no confldence in the bill,
and 1 muost say that his conrsesince then
has not raised him in my esteem of his
consistency. He lelt the impression
very vagoely that reissue wounld nov be
necessary, but his remarks were qualifi-
ed; and yesterday he took the ground
that a raissue of $300,000,000 greenbacks
would be necessary to keep resnmption
alive, Herepndiated his former views
ngainst the proposition o receive legal
tenders in paymentof duties, Whenthe
act of Fabruary 25, 1862, passed the Sen-
ate, everybody remembers that Bherman
explalned that under the law gold must
e used to pay the interest of the debt,
to establish & Sinking Fand, and mest
the principal of the debt as each fssne of
bonde fell due. Thers were thres prop-
onitions: Firal, to collect the enstoms in
gold coin; second, to pay the principal
and interest of the bonds in i1 third, to
pay firgt the Sinking Fand, and then the
interest on the debt in gold coin. He
has repeatedly contended that any at
tempt to pay duties in anything but gold
wotld be & violation of the organic law.
Now he comes forward, and by act pro-
poses to dispense with the coin certifi-
cated nsed in payment of duties, and suh.
stitute legal tenders, There s, of conrae,
this mnch to be said: That if resomp-
tion is possible on the lst of next Jann-
ary, or on the 1st of October, as he says,
and legul tenders can be made equal to
gold on demand, there can be no valid
objection to the payment of duties in le-
gal tenders, gold and gold certificatos; but
while this matter ia still an experiment
it is clenrlly inconsistent for 8hermen to
advance the idea that paper can be used
for gold, when he once opposed any
such idea so strennously, It is, in my
Jndgment, an abeolute surrender.
Correspondent—Did he give any idea
when he conld make the gold and silver
dollar equal in value ?
Baynrd—No, none that was ealisfucto-
ry. At present the law makes them
equal; but in fact and eqoity the ratio is
sighteen dollara to one. He gaid in an
indefinite way that be believed that it
cottld be done on the basis of fifty mil-
liong in gilver, He was not pogitive, He
never ig, Hesimply views it as n possi-
bility. Now we ecan easily coln that
amount in a single year, and he appears
to think that in time the valne of silver
will risa on neconnt of ita searcity, and
the volume will practically be large
enongh to dismiss gold from further ser-
vice, It seemns to me that ail this is the
wildest conjecture, Sherman is now
anxious to drift with the tide, and, hay-
ing no clearly defined opinion, will take
i position that is calenlated to plave bim
iu sympathy with the gilver fuction His
confession that the passage of the Silver
bill will aid speedy resumption is an il
lnstration of this,

BOLD STREET ROBBERY.

895,000 Worth of Bonds Enstched from o New
Yorker In Duylight.

New York, March26.—A daring high

way robbery was committed on Thirtieth
street this morning, and was followed by
a thoroughly exciting chase and capture,
The victim was John P. Moore, a ratired
merchant of Madison avenue, seventy-
nine years old, Mr. Moore was on his
way home, with 235,000 worth of Missou-
ri Pacific Railroad bonds, tied up in
brown paper, under his arm. He looked
about him suspiciously having been once
robbed in the street, but could not see
that any onewas following him. When
near Madison avenue he felt a sudden
wrench, and turned to see a man runs
ning toward Fifth avenue with the packs
age of bonds. Muoore had not his revols
ver,s0,0ld as he is,he yelled “Stop thiefl"”
and gave chase, Some parties whom he
thinks were confederates tried to stop
!um. but away he went, The thief ran
into a new building in the rear of which
was d high fence  Mr, Moore followed,
and cleared the fence just in time to see
the lellow passing out of the vacant lot
between the fence and Broadway,

The cry of stop thief was heard by a
lady, who directed a policeman to the
new building. The officer ran to Broad-
way, and jnst in time to see the thief run
up the street, where he was lost sight of
in the crowd. Mr. Moore was come,how-
ever,and suddenly cried there he is point-
ing to a horse passing by them. The po-
liceman also recognized the thief by ,:’s
hat, and arrested him, finding the packs
age of bonds under his coat. At heads
quarters he gave his name as George
Mercer alias Meyers,and was recognized
as an old offender and ex-convict from
Moyamensing prison, Philadelphia. He
made no answer to the usual questions,
and was committed;

Washington, March 25,—The event of
the day has been the speech of Senator
Howein the Senate, A very large audi-
ence wis present including many mem-
bers of the House, and the speech,which
was a severe arraignment of the Presi-
dent, Secretary Schurz, and the Presi-
dent's Southern policy, was closely lis-
tened to.

Ofthose who voted no in bath cases,
sixty were Republicans and fifteen Dems
ocrats, Only sixteen Republicans voted
affirmatively on both questions and, with
three or four exceptions, these were all
from the West.

allow for not less than $10 a day during
his stay, But pleasant apartments in
the West End, or in the Latin Quartier,
south side ol the Seine, can be had {or
five and six francs a day, and good lare,
including wine at dinner, for five francs,
From twenty to twenty five francs a day,
including eab fares and entrance to the
Exposition, would be a liberal allows
ance. Tehe fact is, the variety of ways
and means of living in Paris makes it
possible to accommodate current expen
ses to the closest ideas of economy, and
one can spend much or little, as his
fancy chooses or his means allow.
