nment which deserves the tholighlful con
eideratidn of every citizin,no matter what
may be his political predilections. It is
the report of the Congressional Commit'

tee of which Hon. John M. Glover was
Chairman,1 which committee was em
powered to investigate the affairs of 'the

' Treasury Department and the numerous
ramifications, including the Secret Ser
vice and the Printing and Engraving
Bureaus, Republican lnflience of the
strongest character has been brought to
bear on the members of the committee
and upon Congress itself to prevent pub
licity being given to the history of the
shameless mismanagement of the na
tional finances which the committee dis-

covered. The result was that notwith-
standing Bdmocratio activity the report
of the committee was suppressed in
Congress, and every effjrt to bring it to
the light has met with the mast violent
partisan opposition up to the present
time.

The record of infamy and corruption
in the National Treasury and its various
bureaus, under the management of John
Sherman and his immediate predeces
sors, is a startling one, and has been
fully laid bare by the committee. Mil
lions upon millions of dollars of the peo
pie's money have been squandered and
stolen ; the Department has been made
a tool for most iufamous purposes ; secret
issues of money have been made to carry
elections for the Republicans ; all ave- -

nues that might lead to exposure have
been cloned, and honest, conscientious
officials dismissed ; the Southern people
have been shamelessly plundered by
Sherman's Treasury Ring; the mints
have been a mine for official thieves,
speculators and defaulters, and the coun-

try has been flooded with counterfeit
paper whenever such a course served
the purposes of the Ring and its depend-
ents. The report, moreover, shows that
there is absolutely no check or safeguard
against the perpetration or repetition of
the greatest frauds in the national finan
ces under Sherman's management, and
closes with recommendations which can-
not but be deemed necessary under the
circumstances.

Toe report in substance is as follows

The document opens by stating that I

Rule 103 of the House, adopted during
MadiBon's Administration, directs this

The Treasury is charg-
ed with the custody of funds held in
trust by the Government for Indian
tribes j with the organization, supervis-
ion and winding up of 2000 national
banks ; the publication of charts of the
''Coast Pilot;" the custody and niauu
facture of standard weights and meas-
ures; the engraving, printing, issue, re-

demption, destruction and entire man-
agement of over $2,000,000 000 of public
debt and $00 000 0i0 of paper currency
the coinage of 80,000,000 gold and silver
dollars yearly ; the construction and
custody of nearly all public buildings
the preparation of the statistics of com
merce and navigation ; the collection of
hundreds of millions of customs and
internal revenue yearly from the people
the final scrutiny and settlement of ah
the expenditures of the federal Uovern
ment. and the keeping nr the liovern
meiit'g accouuts. Since 1861 over $13,
000.000 000 have passed through the
Treasury's hands.

In 1877 the " Graves Committee," ap
pointed by Secretary Sherman to exam
ine the Bureau of EagraViog and Print
ing, reported that "in the Treasury
Department especially that the efficiency
of the supervision of its chief authorities
is greatly impaired by the vantnesa of
the held which ita administration cov

$27,000,000 WASTED AND STOLEN.

Wherever approximate figures are ci
ven in this report they are below rather
than above the truth. The cost of the
Bureau for the sixteen years of its exist
ence is so mixed in the Treasury accounts
with other matters that it could not be
precisely ascertained without the labor
of a number of competent clerks for
many months. According to the bpst
attainable information at least $27,000,000
nave oeen spent on it, much of which
has been wasted or stolen. The report
gives a use oi expenditures which are
officially shown or admitted to be need
less or fraudulent, as follows :

EXTRAVAGANT AND CORRUPI OFFICIALS.

Among the very first reforms made
after the "reorganization" of the Bureau
in May, 1877, when Edward McPheraon
took charge, was the purchase or an ex
pensive carriage and horse $450 for th
former and $225 for the latter), and the
emp'nvment of a man as driver, whose
pay ($1.50 per titty) was increased by an
allowance of 37i cents each day as extra
time, and the cjst of the carriage hii
hore, as well us livery hill of the latter
(axouniiug to $2(1 per month), was pai
from the appropriation for labor and ex-

penses of engraving and printing the ee-

curities of the Government the whole
lewrved exclusively for the private use
of the Chief of the Bureau, except forth
tew hnnm the driver acted as messenger
in the ofnee.

AVhrn i'it Piifirpon entered on his du
ties he made requisition ou the custodian
ot the huilUing for the construction of
new office and fittings fir the same.

vised Statutes have been tampered with
to make it eeetn lawful. This concen
tration of the printing in the Bureau
has been condemned as every way wrong
by repeated reports of investigators. It
haa been excused by false pretenses of
cheap work;

berttoml.ier 2o, 1877. in response to ad
verifempiiis inviting proposals for print-
tig the nlank backs on national bank

notes, bids were received from engravers,
and when opened were found to range
rooi $12 to $8 94 per 1,000 sheets. The

Chief of the Bureau offered to do the
work for $192, two cents lower than the
wm tnd, aud the work was awarded to
the Bureau. ,

An inspection of the bills rendered
nnder this arrangement showed that
while the Bureau charged $8 02 per 1 000
sheets tor the first printing, It charged
$14 for the green printing on the backs,
and $20 for the faces; being together
tHZfts a thousand lor the three printings,
instead of $29 76 as on the basis of this
bid t should have done, .The Bureau
also obtained, in violation of law, the
printing of the black backs of the legal
tenders by putting in an absurd "bid" of

27 per I,WO impressions. At this rate
the completed hank notes should not
have cost over $37.66 a 1.0C0 sheets ; but
the Uhiei admitted that it was $45 79, and
his own figures revealed the fact that it
was $101,151 Tne Bureau accounts are
not so kept as to show the cost of print-
ing any kind of obligation, and these
facts bad to be dug out. The accounts
had also been falsified in various re
spects.

SECRET ISRUES OF GOVERNMRNT NOTES AND

WIDENING TRI SCOPE OF TH E I N VXhTIfl ATION.

Thousands of dollars, the total uot be
ing ascertainable without a much longer
investigation were found to have been
obtained from the Treasury as' Interest

registered bonds by forging powers of
attorney for their collection, tbe forgers

many caees having confederates in the
Treasory. Beside this, Treasury em-

ployes, who had means of knowing to
whom this interest was due, had confed
erates outside who went to the owners
and told them tbe existence -- of the
claim being forgotten or in some way
overlooked or unknown that they knew
where there was money due them, and
could procure it, but must have half for
their services. This extortion was made
practicable by the Treasury 4aking no
steps to notify owners of the failure to
collect, and keeping the whole matter a
profound secret. George Sharp Jenkins,

man who seems to have been most
largely engaged in these extortions, was
warned of his approaching arrest by
some one in the secret, and fled the
country, but not till a package

FRAUDULENT COLLECTION OF INTEREST.
This inquiry, however, whioh seemed

to be desired by all treasur authorities,
while it related to extortion, bad a very
different fate, when it reached the for-

geries. At. the same time that tbe pack-
age of $500 fell into Supervising Agent
Moore'a hands, a package was also found
atldrpssed to the wife of the Interest Tel-

ler f tbe Treasurer's office, con'aining a
valuable silk dress pattern. This was
kept by the teller, C. L. Jones, till he
learned that one of Moore's assistants
had inquired about it, when he returned
it to tbe sender, R. 31. Williams, formerly
Deputy Collector of Customs at New
York, who bad lately been indicted for
complicity in the "Lawrence" frauds on
tbe revenue, and who was soon after de-

tected in,: fraudulently collecting un-

claimed interest from the Government
by forging powers of attorney. In three
cases it was ascertained that A. U. Wy-ma-

Treasurer of the United States, had
learned ot these frauds, and instead of
exposing Williams and having him pun
ished, bad compelled him to remnd the
money, and then surrendered to him the
forged papers that would have convicted
him. One of these three forged powers
or attorney was drawn in favor of Inter- -
eat Teller Jones, who, in paying tbe
many sums col'ected by Williams, drew
tbe check, in violation of regulations, in
favor of Williams, instead of in favor of
the claimant, and gave Williams other
privileges. Treasurer Wyman knew of
Williams' fraud before Moore found tbe
package addressed to Mns. Jones; but
while benirged tbe investigation of the
extortion by outsiders, be let Moore
know nothing of these forgeries, though
Moore informed him of the finding of
tre Jones package. Williams was intro-
duced to Jones and vouched for while
under indictment by tbe Appointment
Llerk of tbe Treasury, J, W. Porter, and
by D. Baker, Chief of the Loan Division
of the Secretary's office. During the
Glover investigation Baker resigned.
Some of these fraudulent payments were
made to Williams tbiough Middleton &
Co., bankers, Washington. The head, S.
E. Middleton, was one of Treasurer Wy-ma-

bondsmen, formerly cashier of the
Treasurer's office, and in at least one case
where Wyman returned the forged pa
pers to Williams, Middleton & Co., at
last accounts still held tbe money, no
effort being made by the Treasury offi-

cials to compel its return, and Wyman is
still a defaulter to that extent. The
startling facts were discovered by tbe
committee that Wyman'a accounts bad
been passed and settled as correct, this
defalcation not being known to tbe per-
sons who settled his accounts except to
bis bondsman Middleton, who said
naught of it ; that the Treasury records
do not show the character of the fraudu-
lent payments; that tbe sole means of
detection is for the owner to claim the
money, and that tbe entry of the fraudu-
lent transaction and the forged signature
to the receipt for the money were
scratched of! tbe Treasurer's office re-

cords. This unclaimed interest has at
times been several millions in amiunt.
When not called for after a long time, it
aboutd revert to tbe Government, but
the Treasury has taken no steps of this
kind.
WHAT ASSISTANT SECRETARY CONANT KNEW.

It turns out that Charles F. Conant.
Assistant Secretary of the Treasury, was
intimate with the forger and swindler
Williams, and that J. W. Porter, A ppoint-me- nt

Clerk of the Treasury, and D. Ba-

ker, Chief of the' Loan Division of the
Secretary's office, who introduced Wil
liams, and vouched for him while under
indictment, to Interest Teller Jones,

knew all about the unclaimed iierest
business, Baker having been designated
by the Secretary to aid and protect own-
ers in collecting their money, and Porter
having had charge of tbe records of :he
fund in the First Auditor s office- - '

In 1874 John P. Bigelow, then Chief of
the Loan Division, Secretary's office, un- -

der Secretary Bicbardson. obtained a
copy of the" record of unclaimed interest,
much or which was due to parties abroad-
Soon sf er, he was made London agent
of tne Uovern ment in syndicate opera
dons. When be went abroad the list of
claimaints disappeared. He staid abroad
till 1877, and wbera Williams was in dan
ger, returned to defend bim.. James U.
Robinson, Assistant Solicitor of the Trea-
sury, declined to aid Moore's investiga
tion, saying, "I hey don't want it contiu
ued up ntbirs." referring to the Secre
tary's office! and he with
Appointment Clerk Porter in an effort to
break down Moore a investigation by
abolishing tbe force of Inspectors of Cus
toms, to which Moore's assistant in tbe
matter who had first traced the Jones
package belonged.

When Sherman became Secretary, Moore
reported the facts to him, and Mherman

Solicitor or tbe rressnry, instructing mm
to complete the inquiry in accordance
with Moore's suggestions. Moore and
Treasurer Gilfillan. who had co operated,
conferred with Talbot and enabled him
to obtain evidence to establish the facts,
They cautioned him against Conant,
Bigelow, r, Robinson and others;
but within forty eight hours tbey were
shut out from tbe investigation, and
tbeee very men, including Williams, were
in constant communication with Talbot.
The suspected parties had possession of
and passed round the testimony and re
ports aurainst Williams, and some of them
called Treasurer Gilfillan to account for
telling what he knew. Gilfillan went to
New York to aid District Attorney Wood
ford to arrest and prosecute Williams
there. Williams was warned of this, and
passed Gi Allan between New York and
Washington, appearing before Talbot and
Baying he was informed' Talbot wanted
him. Wbi'e Gilfillan was arrauging
Williams' arrest with Woodford, tbe lat
ter received a telegram from Talbot, di
reeling him to act in concert with Bige
low, Williams' friend, and himself under
suspicion, and to try to have Williams
give up the list of owners of unclaimed
interest to. Bigelow I Before tbe Glover
Committee Talbot swore that he never
sent such a telegram, but the committee
obtained a copy of it, with his signnture.
This dispatch stopped Uilnllan. Talbot
allowed Williams to be examined with
out arrest by a United Stases Commis
sioner of Williams' choosing. Neither
Moore, Gilfillan nor any other person
who knew tbe facts, was notified of this
"examination," or allowed to testify;
only witnesses friendly to him were ex
amined, and he was discharged. When
Middleton & Co. were asked to refund
the sums Wrongfully paid to them on
Williams' fraudulent account, the letter
addressed to them at Washington was
answered by Williams from London,
