throw. But "Does God continue to

apeak through dreams?" is a practical
question which everybody asks, and

which I this morning will attempt to

answer.

ought to be satisfied. We have in it full

directions for the journey of this life and
for the best way of getting to the Celes

tial City. I bave more failh in thedirec
tions when I am wide awake than when

I am sound asleep. I have noticed that
those people who are given to a clone
watching of their night visions are apt
to net their brain addled. They are very
anxious to remember what they dreamt
about the first night they slept in a new
house. If in a dream they take the band
of the dead they are going to die. A
dream of a garden means to tbeni a
corpse. If something turns out as they
saw it in a night vinion they say, "I
am nt surprised, for I dreamt it." If it
turns out just opposite they cay, ''Dreams
go by contraries." in trying to put tnetr
dreams into rhythm they gut their wak
ing thoughts into discord. On most sub
jects an addreas from God in ni(.ht vis-

ions won d, be a superfluity, because we
have the address already before us in the
scriptures. Bound sleep wan wwh hon-

ored when Adam slept so extraordinari-
ly that the surgical incision which gave
him Eve did not awake him. But there
is no more need for such extraordinary
eleep as that, and to catch an Eve now
one must be wide awuke. No more need
of dreams like that of Jacob, in which he
aa w the ladder, for in ten thousand
ways it is proved that heaven and earth
are in angelic association. No more need A

of a dream like that of Abimelech to
warn him against unlawful . marriage,
for there are county records for his ex
aminatioo. No more need of a dream

of famine, because the seasons march in
better procession, and steamer and rail
road freight-trai- take bread stuffs to
any nation that may be famine-struck- .

No more need for a dream like that
which encouraged Gideon, for it is a de-

monstrated fact that righteousness soon-

er or later will triumph. Be satisfied
with the revelations already made. If to
yon come to a crisis in life upon which
the bible does not seem to be very spe-

cific, go to God in prayer and yon wiil
get a special direction. In uiuety-nin- s

cases out of a hundred I will give you
more for your decision formed with a
bible in your lap, and with your thoughts
oplifted in prayer, than for all instruc-
tion you will get With unconscious head
on a pillow. It, Is no wonder that the
Egyptians and Babylonians put so much

trees on their dreams, and put tbem
into a science, and that Homer thougot
dreams came from Jove, aud that tbe
Chinese, in their holy book, Chow king,
say that the Emperor gets his direction
from heaven in a dream. But we who
believe that we have a supernatural
book, filled with the teachings of God,
need not harry ourselves about dreamt).

Steund remark: All dreams have an

important meaning they prove the
soul's comparative independence, and
that we have two natures.

Having thns far shown that we ought
be satisfied with the revelation already

made, if we set no other, and that all
dreams demonstrated tbe soul's compar-

ative independence of tbe body, and that
most dreams are the penalty lor the in-

fraction of natural laws, and that many
dreams re merely tbe echo of our wak
ing thoughts, I come to make the filth
remark that it is capable of proof that
God does occasionally speak in modern
times through dreams. Any dream that
makeB you better is from God, tbe direct
source of all good, Tertullian and Mar-

tin Luther believed in dreams, and the
dreams of John Huns are immortal. The
.liirht before tbe assassination of Julias
Cue tar bis wife dreamt he fell dead across

r Ian. Ausustine says a Carthaginian
physician was convinced of the immor
ality of the soul tbrougn a conversation
n night-vision- . The fact is established

that sometimes God addresses men by
dreams in warning, in comfort, and for
their eternal salvation. My friend, a re-

tired ship-Captai- and a Christian, tells
me of a dream be had one night at pea,
that out of discourse a vessel lay in dis-

tress, and the next day he tacked ship
and put out about and arrived just soon
enough to rescue the drowning crew. In
UiU5 a ship sailed from Bpitbead for tbe
West Iudies, aud ran on the Caskets and
went down, the sailors clambering on
tbe rocks to die of thirst and starvation,

they supposed. A ship bound for
Southampton had on board the son of
tbe Captain, who dreamt twice that a

company of sailors were suffering on
the Caskets, and the ship, going far out
of its course, found and saved me crew
the boy had dreamt of.

story of Capt. Yonnt, who wa a highly
honored inhabitant. Who Dut uod could
have conducted that dream of deliver-
ance? Through dreams ten thousand
times God has brought comfort to the
troubled. They have gone to sleep in
bereavements inconsolable, and ba.e
awakened in complete resignation be-

cause of what they saw in slumber. Dr.
Cranage, one of the noblest and most re-

markable men in Great Britain
last summer at Wellington, Engjand,
showed me the residence of a Christian
woman to whom God appeared in a vis-

ion. She was rheumatic and sick, and
poor to tho last verge of destitution, but
another poor woman took care of her,
and gave her the only attendance ehe
had. After awhile her paupered bene-
factor died, and tbe Christian woman
heard of it while lying helpless on ;tbe
couch, and wondered now what would
become of her. That night she dreamt
that the angel of the Lord came to her
bedside and led her forth Into the open
air, and lo! the poor invalid looked in
one direction and she saw mountains of
bread, and iu another direction and saw
mountains of butter, and in other direc-
tions and saw mountains of all kinds of
earthly supply, and the angel of the
Lord said unto her, "All this belongs to
your Father, and do you think He i'l
let His children go hungry and diu?"
By some strange impulse Dr. Cranage
called at that destitute home and hence-
forth supplied all her wants. Could such
a dream tie spun out of earthly anodynes
Was that the phantasmagoria of a fever-
ish brain? No, it was the glorious and
eternal God, appearing in a poor worn-pn- 's

dream. Furthermore, I have no
doubt there are those in this house whose
conversion to God was the result of some
dream. Rev. John Newton, the story of
whose piety fills Christendom, while a
profligate sailor, one night dreamt that
some one approached him and put a ring
on hia band, saying, "As long as tnc
ring stays on. you will be prospered; los-

ing it, you will be ruined." Some one
came in a dream, and by strange infatu-
ation, persuaded him to throw the ring
overboard. No sooner bud it sunken in
the water than there were mountains in
sight on fire, aud all aiound him the ev-

idence of consuming wrath. While re
penting having thrown tbe ring away, a
bright being offered to find it again, de
scended into the water and brought np
the bright treasure. He said to Newton,
"i win keeptnis ring tor you lest you
lose it again;" and John .New ton consen
ted, and the fire in the mountains went
out. In his dream he saw that tbe ring
was his soul. The one who persuaded
him to throw it away was Satan. The
one who promised to find it again and
keep it was Christ. And tbe effect of
the dream was one of the most remarka
ble chapters in the life of that wonderful
man. A German crossing to America,
dreamt of a man carrying a bouquet of
wnue uowers, ana wasioia in nis dream
to follow him.
