quite Interesting. Mr. J. O. Booklns, the father
of the present proprietors, opened a shoe shop on
the 5th of May, 1820, In an old frame building,
which stood on tbe site of the court house. This
building waa removed with tbe shop in 1822, to
the Bocklus property on 8outh Market street,
where Arter't mllinery itore now is. In 1836 it
was moved a door north, and In 1845 back again
to the old location, on whloh site the present
brick building had been erected. In 1838 tbe
first stock of Eastern machine made boots and
shoes were. brought to Canton by Mr. Bocklus,
and those goods were then quite a novelty. Pre-
vious to that time men would go to the tanner
ies, buy their own leather, and then have shoes
made for the entire family by th shoemaker,
Shoemakers were then scarce, and as all the
work ws done by band It wa necessarily slow,

Sometimes there would be as many orders on the
books that families wonld have to wait as long
as four and Ave monthi for shoes. To avoid this
delay many persons were accustomed to order
shoes months before they were In need of Ihem.
In 1851 Mr. Bocklus bought the ground upon
which his store Is now located, tbe three story
brick building now uceupled by him. Iu Octo.

ber. 1848, Mr. L, V. Bocklus became a member of

the Arm, and In 1870 Mr. E. Bocklus also became
a partner, These two gentlemen are the present
proprietors of the store. Three workmen are em-

ployed on custom work and four persons In the
store. They carry a stock varying from (7,000 to
810,000 In value, and sell annually about (26,000

t worth of goods.
