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FIERCE FLAMES.

An Immense Fire at Fall River,
Mass,

-

Loss Almost A Million Dollars and a
Mammoth Granite Mill Com.
pletely Destroyed.

—— -

FALL RivER, Mass,, October 28,—This
svening fire was diseovered in the pleker
honse of the Flint mill. When first dis-
covered the flames were issuing from
the belt box of the main engine room in
the lower aturr of the picker houss, and
apread with lightning rapidity along
the belt to the upper story, and in less
time than it takes to deseribe it, fames
were burating forth In every story. The
mill was a magnifieent structure of
granite, five stories high, built in 1862,
and construocted and equipped at a cost
of over $800,000, The m=zin building
waa 300 feet lnmi by 94 feet wide. The
picker house, which adjoined the center
east side of the mill, was also of granite
and three stories high, with an engine
and boiler house on the first floor,

When the fire was first discovered
what few employes were in the mill im-
mediately maide every effort to extin-
E{u}sh the flames, but without success,

ostof the workmen had gone home
nearly an hour before, and so the regu-
lar fire department of the mill was not
available to handle the force of pumps
and hydranta with which the mill was
supplied, 1In fifteen minutes after the
alarm sounded, which wasdirectly after
the fire was discovered, the lower story
of the main mill was burning fercely.
Flames were issuing from the roof and
every floor of the mill on the side next
the picker house; flames followed the
main belt through every foor, caught
on the belts in everr room and flew
along the floors, the olly waste, lint and
cloth adding fuel to the lames., Fifteen
miunites after the first alarm a second
was sounded, immediately followed by
a third, ealling out the entire fire depart-
ment and extra horses were gent for re-
serve engines and hose reels not in ae-
tive commission, and every piece of fire
apparatus in the city put in service.
Less than half an hour after the first
alarm it became apparent that the mill
was doomed,

Direetly opposite the burning mill
was the Wampanoag mill, another mas-
sive granite strueture, separated from
it by only 150 feat, A strong north.east
wind blew a clondfjof burning einders
straight against it, and the mills began
to blacken with heat. It seemed at one
time as if this mill was also doomed
and word was telupc-nphed to New Bed-
ford, Taunton and Newport, for assist-
anece., The firemen worked heroically,
and delnged the sides of the mill with
well direeted streams of water, and
saved the mill. Meanwhile the fire in
the flint kept gaining headway in apite
of the efforta to check if, and soon the
entire south end of the mill was burn-
ing. The floors began to fall, and the
walls fell in; then the wind changed to
the enst and the fire, whieh had been
bursting in fitful jets from the north
halt, leaped from every window and the
entire stroncture was in a blaze, The
scene at thistime was magnificent be-
{ond description. The wind carried the

lazing eloud of sparks a distance of
nearly a quarter of a mile, Flames
were leaping full fifty feet in the air
and the entire mill was a seething fur-
nace, against which streams of water
were of no avail. Secores of streams
were direeted at the fire, but the water
before reaching the burning timbers
was caught by the flames, hurled back
and went skyward in great clouds of
steam, Although evident no hnman
efforts could save any part of the mill
the firemen continued to pour floods of
water upon the fire to hold the lames in
check and prevent further spread. In
this they were successful The Wampa-
noag mill was saved with only slight
damage, as also were the tenement
houses nearest; which were less than
two hundred feet from the burning
mill, The heat was so intense that the
walls of houses a thousand feet away
were heated and the paint blistered aud
cracked.

Burning masses of einders foll on the
roofs, and the occupants of some twenty
tenements in the vieinity began tomove
out furniture, but the firamen succeeded
in saving all these. At 8 o'clock the
north end of the m:ll fell in, and the

anite blocka were hurled over one

undred feet, The entire roof and ave
fioor had then fallen, and at @ o'cloe
only fragments of the bare walls of the
mafn mill were standing. The firemen
waere still at work, and at 10 o'elock it
looked as if the fire would burn all
night. The total loss, including mill,
machinery and goods in process of
manufacture, will be very nearone mil-
lion dollars. Certainly not less than
2800,000. Insnrance #620,000, All in-
surance in eastern companies.

The mill had a eapital of $600,000, and
s large uwmount of stock heid by men
who can ill afford to lose It. The total
number of stockholders was nearly two
hundred. The mill employed 500 hands,
had 50,000 spindles, and had an annual
produetion of 13,000,000 yards of print
cloths. Jis destruetion will be a heavy
blow to the operatives and stockholders
alike. The lremen were greatly an-
noyed by the lack of water, which the
eity mains did not furnish in sufficient

nantities, and four engines were
obliged to take water from & poad some
distanee from the mill.

LATER NEWS FROM THE FIRE.

FaLL RIVER, Mass, October 20.—The
rning of the Flint mills are still burn-
1n(r. Of the main mill only the lower
sides and part of the south end remains,
and portions of these will fall. Of the
pleker house in the rear, the upper two
atories are gone; the lower story, with
the engine and boiler rrom, is compara-
tively nuninjured. All ithe machinery in
the basement is in the mass of burning
debris. Loss 700,000, with $620,000 in-
surance. Besides the insurance on the
mill is $30,000 on profits, The mili will
receive $100 for each day of stoppage.
The directors meet to-morrow, when the
question of rebuilding will probably be
acted upon. The present outlook, con-
gidering the heavy insurance, 15 that
the compunies will undertake (o rebuild
the mill instead of paying the policies,
as it could be ra?lsced at present al less
than #600,000. 'The ecapital stock was
£580,000 held by 275 shareholders, 132 of
whom were non-residents The defee-

In oune énd of the mill was
a tank containing twenty barrels of oil,
ani at the other & earburator filled with
i large guantity of naphtha, but strange-
Iy neither exploded, although covered
with a burning mass and exposed for
hours to the most intense heat.

Bewildered and ﬁn
the darkness he made his way to the
door., Here he was met by his wife and
children who, hearluF the noise, had
run up staies from the lower floor. Whils
thus grouped at the head of the landin
a Iouﬁ report was heard almost at their
fest, but beyond a shoek eaused by the
report, no injury resulted to them. Upon
examination a piece of lead pipe six
inches long and covered with oil ecloth
was found on the floor, which had been
corked at one end and the other con-
tained a fose. This was the misale
which had been hurled through the
window. As the fuse burned short the
pipe was discharged, fortunately in a
direction atright angles with the family
standing in the doorway and doing them
no harm. On the east wall of the room
were found marks of the leadly foree of
the contents of the missile, and on the
tloor lay lewden bullets, pieces of iron
and fragments of black glass with
which it bad been charged. Some lead

hose found in the room, a piece of fuse
a vard long, a lot of black glass and a
revolver were found in the stable where
Younger usually slept.

ABBEY'S THEATER

—

Where Mrs, Langtry was to Have
Appeared, Destroyed by Fire,
Her Costumes Saved, But the Costly
Seenery Reduced to Ashes—Loss
Over $250,000.

NEW Yorx, October 30.—Abbey's Park
Theater, Broadwusy and Twenty-second
gtreet, burned this eveniong four hours
bafore Mrs. Langtry was to make her
debnt before the Ameriean audlence.
The building, with all its contents, was
destroyed, Loss estimated at $250,000.
Scores of employes were on the stage at
the time of the lire, but all eseaped with
the exception of Henry Clark and Wm.
F. Doran, who were driven to the upper
windows by the fire, and Iin jumping
out were badly injured.

Krom the balcony of the Albemarle
Hotel, two blocks away, Mrs, Langtry
and Mra. Labouchere viewed the confla-
gration. Mrs. Langtry had just finished
packing her wardrobe in which she was
to appear in the evening, and was in the
act of sending it to the theater when the
fira broke out. Abbey's loss i 0 hundred
thousand dollars. He immediately made
arrangements to open Monday night
next, in the Grand Opera House, with
Mrs, Langtry in “An Unequal Mateh.”

The theater itself was built only in
1874, It extended from Twenty-second
street half way to Twenty-flrat strest on
Broadway. he stage entrance was on
Twenty-second street. It had been newly
frescoed and upholstered in graparalion
for Mrs, Langtry's debut. he scenery
for the Flny was costly and elaborate,
especially that for the second act, being
painted on satin and hand embroidered.

Abbey estimates his loss at over $100,-
000, and insuranoes at $105,000. The
building belonged to the MeComb esiate.
Mr. Abbey has secured the Grand Opera
House for Monday, when Mrs, Langtry
will make her debut. Jefferson was to
follow Florence at the Grand Opera
House Saturday a week, but Abbey
thought under the circumstances that
he would eancel his dates, Florenee
haid another week to run from Saturday
next, but surrendered his rights,

Uther losses are estimated as follows:
C. H. George, mural decorator, who oe-
cupied the store under the theater, $705,-
000;  insured for $45,000, Parsons &
Searlett, oceupying second floor, tailors,
#30,000; yartially insured. The building
suffered to the extent of $40,000; insured.
To-night, John Lee, stage carpenter at
the theater, was reported missing., It
is thought he perished in the flames,

WALL STREET

Torn up Over the Nickel
Plate Railway.

NEw Yorg, October 27.—The prime
factor aftecting caleulations on Wall
street to-dny has been the reported sale
of the Nickel-Plate Railroad. The rum-
ors concerning this transaction have
been almost numberless. [t has besen
denied up hill and down that Vander-
bilt has anything to do with it, and it
has been asserted quite as positively
that he is the head and front of the
movement. The latter opinion pre-
valled almost all day to such an extent
that Lake S8hore, whose dangerous rival
Nickel-Plate was thought to be, loomed
from the very openlng of the Exehange.
and the other Vanderbilt stocks were all
very strong. It seems to be gunite im-
possible to get at the true inwardness
of the sale. KEvery one seems to take it
for granted that there has been a sale,
deapite the denial from Chicngo.

A pretty good authority, this after-
noon, describes the situation thus: *It
appears that the nominal purchasers
were Mr. J. H. Devereux, President of
the Cleveland, Columbus, Cineinnati &
Indianapolis Railroad, the contrelling
interest in which company belongs to
Mr. Wm. H. Vanderbilt and Judge Steve-
son Burke, who is the Viee-President of
the Columbus, Hocking Valley & Toledo
Hailroad Company and a Direetor in
severnl of the Vanderbilt companies,
The real purchasers are Mr, Vanderbilt
and tne controlling owners of the Hock-
ing \'ttlle&. who are friends of Mr. Van-
derbilt. While, aceording to informa-
tion [ am bound toregard as trustworthy,
these are the facts as to the real pur-
charsers, it is very likely that the affair
has been so managed that Mr. Vander-
bilt eould, speaking in a literary way,
say that he was not the purchaser. The
main advantage of this purchase to Mr.
Vanderbilt is that ha and his friends
now control a road which might have
given serious trouble to his entire sys-
tem of roads from New York to Chicago.
The l]ucklnf Valley Road owns 10(
acres of coal land, and is doing a large
coal business. Tnis purchase affords
this road a new outlet to Chicago and
the Nortn-west for its eoal. The effect
of the transaction on the stock market
was to cause a deeclided ehange in its
tone, and, in that it clears up the specu
lative situation, the change may become
even more marked."

Another says: “The Seney people pro-
fess not to know to whom they sold
their shares, or for whose account, or in
whose interest. General Deverenx was
the only person that was mets, and
through whom they dealt. But whether
he aeted merely as an agent or as a chief
cannot be determined. So the street
holds Mr. Vanderbilt responsible for the
mystery. Mr. Gould offered 15 for the
common and 35 for the preferred about
two weeks ago, but the Sensy people
were not disposed to accept these téerms.
He has sinee had his eye on the property,
and one of his motives for going West
was to try and make some arrangement
by whieh his scheme should be consom-
mated; but Mr. Vanderbilt was just one
week ahead of him."”

The strength in the Vanderbilt shares,
principally in Lake Shore, Michigan
Central and Canada Southern, gives fur-
ther eredence to the supposition that
Mr. Vanderbilt had aequired the control
of the new road.

The Hon. Russell Sage declures that
Mr. Vanderbilt displiayed transcendent
abilities in making this move, and that
the street would not be backward in
acknowledging it,

The bull market did not hold its own
ull day, despite the fine start or the
morning, for, taking advantage of the
boom, many persons who have been buy-
ing stoeks during the decline began to

unload. The rush waa so great that the
overtop market could not stand it;
and ins of a stroug, aetive market,
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the effect wias just the reverse. The
hieaviest selling, it was said, came from
the Vaniderbilt followers, and the real-
fzation is said to be very large. The
rumor that the Iowa pool had been
broken was another esuse for the decline
that set in late in the day.

The Post says: “The fransfer of the
control of the Nickel-Plate line to Mr.
Vanderbilt does not necessarily, as many
assume, mean hostility between Mr,
Vanderbilt and Mr. Gould; and it is in-
timated that a setilement of the Elevat-
ed Raltroad matter is what is wanted to
make Mr. Gould &as ?runouneed a 'bull’
as ia Mr. Vanderbilt,”

AMERICAN SHIPPING,

It is rather hombling to the pride of
an American to visit a foreign port, or
even one of our own land, and notice
the inferior showing made by thiscoun-
try among the shipping of the world,
Ihere arises o feeling that America is
not represcuted as ahe ought to be in the
great clusters of masts and spars which
one sees, Why is it that the bulk—al-
most the whole—of the Ameriean export
and import trade 18 earrled by foreign
vesgels? And the Stars and Stripes are
even less conspienous among the great
steamship lines than among the sailing
eriaft. Profescor Langston, United States
Minister to Hayti, remarked a few days
ago that searcely an Ameriean steam-
ship enters a Haytinn port in the course
of a year, and sailing vessels are almost
ns rarely seen, The reason for this
state of affairs is a question which
should be seriously considered by Con-
gress, It is evidenee of a defect some-
where when the trade with the West
India Islands, which is la’ gely monopo-
lized by this country shouldseek foreign
vessels for transportation. If thiscoun-
er pgnes it profitable to earry on trade
with a foreign port, why is it not profit-
able for American ship owners to trans-
port that trade? It is a question which
interests avery Ameriean citizen, and
each member of Congress owes it to his
constituents that the causes which tend
to hinder the development of American
shipping be metand the proper remedies
applied. It is idle to suppose that this
eountry eannot take & more command-
ing position in this particular. Her in-
terests are fully as great as these of any
other nation, and they are growing
ateadily o\‘arr day. It is elaimed the
remedy lles in a1 modification of our
tariff laws. On that point there lf a
difference of opinion, but the ellim
shoold be promptly and thoroughly in-
vestigated, and whatever remedy may
he found necessary should be applied
without hesitation.

We desire no controversy with the over
zealous MeKinleyites at this stage of the
gome, but we eannot afford to permit
them to misrepresent us, or our relation
to the late campaign. We warned them
that they were foreing the Major on the
parfy for the fourth term, at the risk of
defcat, but they atour
and spurned our advice. One of the lead-
ars gave expression to the spirit whieh
anfmated the whole elan, when he boast-
od that the “Gates of hell eould not pre-
vall against MeKinley.”

When the question
of veracity between Judge Laubie and
MeKinley was raisad, common prudence
weuld have suggested a halt, but not so
with these unwise party managers.

impeachable witnesses, they Insisted

in Columbiana couut{. Brains alone,
to say nothing of prineiple, would have
suggested the withdrawel of MeKinley
at this e of the eanvas, but the form-
or wa-{lackingjand the latter repudiated,
and pow they spend their time cursing
the men whose advice would have saved
the party, had it been followed instead
of being spurned.

The same plentifol lack of good com-
mon sense is still as prominent, and in-
staad of attempting to head the break
made in our runks by the former mis-
take, an attempt is being made to hide
the extent of the defeat, while they
curse the men who would have saved
them,—Alliance Review,

A MANIAC MOTHER,

Kills Her _('hllt.lro; and Then
Takes Her Own Life.

NEw YORK, October 81.—Mrs. Samuel
Seguin, aged 36, wife of Dr. Edward C.
Seguin, the noted specialist on diseases
of the brain, killed her three children
this afternoon and then killed herself at
No. 41 West Twentieth street. There is
no other eause known for the horrible
tragedy than insanity of the mother.
The children were Edward D., aged 6
vears, John, aged 5, and Jeanneite, 4

eard. They were all shot through the

ead and instantly killed. The mother's
death was as sudden ns theirs.t

The frightful feature of the tragedy is
the manner of the murder. Mrs, Seguin
took the children to an empty spare
room at the topof a five-story house in
the absence of her husband, and when
the servants were sngaged in the base-
ment, and locked herself in with them.
The servauts believed they had gone ont
for a walk. What happened in the room
will never be known, but when Dr.
Amidon, Mrs, Seguin’s brother, called at
five o'cloek, and with his suspieions
aroused by the long absenee of the
family, madea search of the house, the
mother and ehildren were found dead—
all shot throngh the head. The chil-
dren's hands were tied behind their
backs with whip-cord. They were blind-
folded with handkerchiefs, and from all
appearances they must have been shot
while playing at blindman's buff with
their exeentioner. They had been dead
at least an hour sod a half and were
quite cold when discovered. Three pis-
tols were found in the room, all heavy
ealibre, and all had been used. Mrs, Se
guin had been despondent, from phf'sl-
eal eanses, for some time, but she had
shown no evidence of insanity. She was
asmall, slim woman, of nervous tempera-
ment. Her domestic life was very happy,
and there was no family trouble. rJr.
Seguin returned home about seven, and
upon hearing the dreadful news was
utterly prostrated,
