A GOOD WOMAN GONE.

Death and Funeral of Mrs. Rachel Bron-da- l.

Mrs. Kacliel Brendal entered into rest,
In peace, at her residence, Jan. 13, 1891

She was the youngest datghterof Daniel
and Itachol Lichtenwalter, who woro pio-

neer settlers of Stark county, and lived
on tho farm in tho northwest part of
Osnaburg township. On this homestead
Stachol was born, April 21, 1833, making
Iher ano 67 years. 8 months and 20 days.
She was married to Levi Shirk in tho year
1819, and In tho spring of 1850 moved to
Iier late residence, where sho epont tho
remainder of her days. Her husband,
while in tho prime of life, died Oct. 12
XS58, leaving in her care six children, four
eons and two daughters. At this period
she was placed In the most trying circum-
stances. With a family of small children
and her homo encumbered with debts,
she, with her wiso planning and success-
ful execution, removed thoso dirk clotuls
and gained a happy sunshine. In tho year
18G2 she was again married to John Bron-da- l,

who on the 10th day of July, 1877, was
suddenly called to tho other world.

Of this union ouo daughter was loft to
mourn tho loss of an affectionate father.
Until about two years ago Mother Brendal
enjoyed ordinary good health, but at that
time begin failing and continued so until
the time of her death. During tho last
year her decline, wns rapid and for many

Roport Regarding tho Condition of the
County Jail and Other Matters of In-

terest.

Tho Grand Jury just discharged was ono
of tlio best which Irns ever served tho
county, nnd having a number of cases of
vital Importance to tho pcrpotuatlon of
peaco nnd good morals in tho county,
tlioir work wus of a high order nnd re-
deyes the approbation of all' lovers of
good laws. Following is tlio oillclnl pre-
sentment:

Wo, the Grand Jury for tho term of
court A. I). 1891, beg lenvo to submit tho
following report: That we lnvo, in obe-
dience to tho law nnd tho orders of tho
court, visited tlio county jail and examin-
ed into its condition, treatment of prison-
ers there cm lined, etc., nnd after care-
fully examining tho samo, wo find that
tho rules heretofore prescribed by the
court for tlio government of prisoners
have been properly cared for and treated
by tho slieriir and his atten ants, and the
Jill in as good condition ns it is possiblo
to do.

We find that the Mtc'icn In which tho
co iking lsdone for tin- - prisoners is not
properly viiitilatod and would urgently
advise that two whitlow a be placed in tho
south side of said room at ouco.

Wo would also advise the removal of an
unused range from tin- - dining room of tho
sherill's residence as it is no longer used
for cooking purposes and tlio room can-
not bo properly heated by such range and
It Is practically of no use nntl prevents the
placing of a stove therein.

Tho in-
dictment sets forth that such attempt was
mado Nov. 21, '89 by means of an instru-
ment, nnd in consequenco of tho use of
such instrument Lillio Bortlncr died De
cember G, '89. That the instrument was
used without tho consent of two reputable
phjalclans, nntl that such treatment wns
not necessary to save the lifo of saitIL Hie
Bordnor.

THE L. E. A. & 3. RY. SOLD.

It Brings $103,000 and Is Purchased by
Eastern Bond Holders.

By order of tlio United States Court,
that branch of the L. E. A. & S. road
running from Alliance to Phal inx was
sold by tho District Marshal, from tho
postolllce steps at noon today. This
sale wns ordered tn satisfy tlio first mort-
gage bondholders of tlio road. A commit-
tee representing thoso bond-holder- con-
sisting of Morton S. Paton, G"orgo W.
Powers and Theo. F. HIcUh, of Now York,
with their consul, George C. Austin of tho
firm of Turner, McCluro and Rolston also
of New Yoilt, have been pressing the mat-
ter for some timo past in the hopo that
tlicro might bo some kind of settlement.
Mr. Hicks and Mr. Austin, of New York,
wero present nt the salo. Whon tho
United States Marshal, B. F. Wade, called
for bids there was but ono response, that
of Mr Hicks, for $100,000, ho being the
highest and only bidder, it came into his
posesBion. Mr. Hicks will make his report
to the parties directly Intorcstednnd they
in turn will net in tlio matter. The sale
did not attract a largo company, for by
direction of tlio court, boforo any bid could
bo r celvotl, a deposit of $25,000 had to bo
made.

A TRUST AND NO BUST.

The Kg Harvester Trust Conspires to

Fool the Farmers.

Asa Bushnoll's Sondn-La- w Indicates
How It Was Done.

Comjmiius, Jan 15 Special. Peoplo
who scorn to know something about the
recent Hnrvcstcr Trust, laugh at tho report
that tho Trust no longor exists, One of
tho lending business men in Northern
Ohio said hero today that tho organiza-
tion of thoHnrvcrstor Trust was made too
public for tlio good of its combine, nnd
fearing a bitter opposition from tlio far
tilers of tho county, tho members of tlio
association concluded to meet for tlio
purpose of dissolving, when In fact tliey
met and organized n secrot combiuo,
wdlcli still oxlsts nml Is as strong ns any
combination ever organized for the
purpose of squeezing tho farmers. Hon.
John T. McUrnwof Springfield, son-in-la-

of General Asa Buslinill, when asked
as to tho truth of tho report said "that ho
would not say that there wns such all or-

ganization, nnd would not attempt to de-

ny thnt sucli an organization existed."

'J RUTHFUL JAMES' BIO TALK.

Iugills' Sslty Speech on Ropuullcan
Shortcomings nnd Big Bid For tho
Farmers' AUianco Vote For Senator.
WAsiiiricrroN, I). C, Jan. 15. Senator

John James Itigalls, of Kalis is, made a
big tutl to the Farmers' Alllunce of Kaunas
to htm Senator, hi his two hours'
speech yesterday on tho free coinage
amendments. Realizing thnt it might be
ids last speech In tlio beiinte ho laid his
soul bare in n stupendous cll'ort to retrieve
lost prestige nntl in iko himtclf once more
the idol of distracted Kansas.

Ho directed his attention principally to
the discontent among the peoplo with the
old partits which had given riso to the
new Farmers' Alliance movement, of
which he is probably to be tho first victim,
and with an utter disregard of tlio fact
that he has been always a representative
of railroad interests he attacked corporate
wealth and hugged very closo to tho doc-
trines of tho Farmers' Alliance, especially
on the money question. Ho criticised tlio
Republican party viciously for tho unsat-
isfactory silver net of last session nntl at-
tributed to it In a great measure tlio blight-
ing frost which overtook the party last
Novembor,and lifting up his hand In slow,
deliberate tones ho warned tho senate, tho
home and tho president that unless they
bowed to tho will of tho people tho peoplo
would fill every branch of tho government
with representatives who would carry out
their wishes.

Ingalls drew a sharp contrast between
tho stato of tho country In Washington's
time and tho present, which ho character-
ized ns a period of tyranny combined,
concentrated, contrnlized and conscience-
less. Wo aro accustomed to speak of
this as tlio land of tho frco and the homo
of tho bravo, and it would soon bo tho
nomo or tho ncli aim xuo lanti oi mo
slave. It was no wonder that tho labor-
ing nnd agricultural classes of this coun
try had at last awnkened, and the specu-
lators must tako warning.

Referring to tho lato election, hosaid it
was neither a Republican dclent nor a
Democratic victory. It was a groat up-
rising, independent of and superior to
both political parties. It was a crisis that
might become a catastrophe. It was a
peaceful revolution.
GRANT HYPNOTIZED 11V THE MONEY POWER,

Ho attributed tho depression in the
country in great measure to tho demonet-
ization act of 1873. lie did not claim that
that net had been passed fraudulently.
His only explanation of its passago wus
that both houses of Congress and tho
President had been hypnotized by tho
money power. He had not tho slightest
doubt that a great majority of tlio people,
Irrespective or parly, wero in favor of tho
freo coinago of silver and had been for
tho past llftcen years' They bad been
"paltered with In a doublo sense," nntl
their will had been thwarted, defied and
contumeliously trotldcn under foot.
Warnings anil admonitions had been
plenty in this debato; but ho
would say to those who wero
arraying themselves against tho desper-
ately expressed judgment of tho American
feople ho would say to tlio Senate, to tho

and to tho executive that there
would como a time when tho peoplo would
not bo trifled with on this subject. Somo
timo tho peoplo would elect a House of
Representatives, n Senate nnd a Presi-den- t

who would cirry out tho party
pledges and execute tho popular will. The
political power of tlio nation had been
transferred from the circumference to tlio
center nnd the peoplo of that center wero
unanimously demanding frco coinago of
silver. It was for that reason that ho
should cordially support the amondment
of tho Senator from Nevada. In doing so
ho wou'd not only follow the dictates of
Ids own judgment but would carry out tho
wishes of tlio great majority of his con-
stituents, irrespective of party or political
allllintions.

Two Childron Havo n Narrow Ea-oap- o

from Doing Burnod Alivo.

Thoy are Thrown from a Second Story
Window Tho Loss Will Beach $4,000

Insurance $800.

Tho cptlot ltttlo village of Osnabtfrg, this
county, was tho scono of a conflagration
ntlu:J0 Sunday night which threatened
for ii llino to completely wipo out tlio en-tir- o

hamlet. As it wns tho flro nsumcd
considerable proportions, and tho Inmates
of tho buildings which were burned Iwrcly
csenped with tholr lives.

Tho flro started In the resldonco of
Charles Halo. Hnlo runs a grocery store,
his family living up stairs. Tlio tlrrt in-

timation of tho flro the members of tho
household had was when they wereawak-eno- d

by tho stifling hot smoke which canio
pouring into tho sleeping rooms.

Tho town Is not provided with means
for fighting n fire, and tho building was
entirely nt tho mercy of tho element. The
member of tlio Halo family hud n nar-
row oscnpo. It being Imposslhlo to make
an exit by means of tho stairway, a boh
of Mr. Halo threw his littlo brother nml
sister from tho window, nnd they were
caught by willing hands below. Tho re
mnlnder of tho family escaped without oV
tabling any of their clothing. Young
Hnlo bad $200 nntl a vnlunblo gold watch
which ho had to lenvo behind. Tho fire
soon sprentl to tho adjoining building,
owned by Dr. Faulk, nnd occimlod by 11.
II. Olllnger, n barber. After consuming
this building the flro gained headway on
tho building adjoining, in which was n
noni nntl slioo store and tlio postollteo.
This building wis nlmcst entirely con
siimed. The meat market of Mr. Sell
wns also burned, and tho llamcs were
communicated to the Koehler residence,
across the alley. This building was also
partly burned.

The Canton flro department wns noti-
fied and nsslstunco nsked. Tho steamer
and lioso cart, under the suporvlfion of
Bob Mcsnnr, loft horo at 11 :.'!0, arriving nt
tho scene of tho fire nt 12:25 Tho hill
near the Ntimnn farm wns too steep for
tlio hordes drawing tlio heavy steamer,
and tho hose cart was driven on to Osna-bur- g

nntl an extra team of horses sent
back to assist tlio steamer Into town Tho
Uro was tinder control whon the depart-
ment nrrived, but dntigcr of n further
spread of flro was obviated by playing
upon tho ruins. Several cisterns wero
pumped dry, tho supply of wnterbolnz
very meagre. Tho department returned
to tho city at 5 o'clock this morning.

Tho loss on property Im estimated at
$1,000. Insurance will cover about half
tho loss. Cause of flro unknown.

Mossrs M. Moul and Jesso Z irtman, of
Osnaburg, wero In tho city this morning
nnd from them It was gleaned that tho
loss would reach $1,000, and that tho only
insurance is $800, on tlio SchuiTell build-
ing.
