A Motion to Quash the indict-
ment on Account of Fn-oi- .

l'rotociitor How Thinks Everythinp;
la ltcfriilivr ami Will Stuul.

Prisoners Arraigned and Fload to tho
Oounsol Assigned and 7 lmo

of Trials Set.

A number of persons nitnlnst whom in-

dictments wcro returned by the Grand
Jury woro arraigned lioforo JihIro Poaso
this inornlnK. '

JucIro Critchllohl and John S. Atlalr, of
Mlllcrsburp;, nnd Miller & Potnorone, of
this city, counsel of David V. Mnxwoll,
wcro seated insldo tho railing, together
with Charles Secinan, attorney for Charles
W. Schott.

When tho Mnxwcll-Scho- tt enso was
called, Judgo CrllchllcUl moved that tho
indictment against Muxwoll bo quashed,
setting forth In his motion among other
defects which ho alleged wero apparont,
that tho Indictment does not set forth
that Maxwell used tho Instrument which
Is said to havo caused tho dentil ofLilllo
Dordner.

A Project to Take New Terri-
tory into the City.

Tho Extension tube Made In tho
WVst End.

A Doscrlptlorr of the Land to bo An-

nexedA Potltlon to be l'rosontod to
the City Counoil.

A movement Is on foot which will prove
tho most Important ono that has boon
attempted in Canton, for many n year.

Tlio proposition Is to extend tho city
limits, that is to tnko into the city a largo
amount of farm land and lots on which
tho owners havo not In tho post been
obliged to pay city taxes.

Tho movo Is ono that will causo n groat
deal of talk, and will havo Its advocates
and opponents by tho hundred, Thero
will bo many who will think It would bo
of great benefit to tho city, as it will

tho population and put Canton
ahead of several cities, who now havo a
few hundred moro citizens, Thoso who
opposo it will bo outspoken nnd advocato
tholr causo to tho bost of their ability.

In a fow days a petition will bo circulat-
ed asking tho City Council to grant the

This, when enough signers aro
secured, will bo presented to tho Council
and If approved by that body will then go
to tho county commissioners.

Tho only territory to bo added according
to tho proposed schemo Is In tho west end
of tho city. Tho present city limits oxtond
to Harrison avonuo which Is located
beyond tho residenco of Mr. Charles C.
Cook. According to tho proposed plan
tho now limits will run weit on Tuscar-
awas street as far as tho point whoro the
strcot car line turns off for Meyer's Lako.
It will thon extend north on a lino paral-
lel with tho stroot railway track to tho
north corporation lino and south to tho P.
Ft. W. & C. railway. This will take In a
largo amount of territory, and would add
materially to tho population of tho city.

Tho petition will sot forth tho benefits
to bo dorived from such an extension, in
tho way of Increased population and many
advantages to bo gained in other ways.
Thoso who aro advocating tlio extension
aro nt presont not willing to give any fur-
ther information.

In matters of oxtonslon tho legal pro-

ceedings tako a great deal of
tlmo, and If tho proposod plan Is looked
on with favor by tho council, It will bo
many months boforo tho now territory is
mado a part of tho city.
