TRAGIC END OF A FAMILY FEUD AT
ELIZABETHTOWN, KY.

A Brother Wreaksa Vengeanoe on His She-
ter's Blayer<Willlam Showers' T0end
Torn to Pleces by a Dozen Duokshot,
Dying With a Bevolver Clutched in
His Hand.

Miss Moore was
abont 18 years of age, benutiful, highly
oducated and rofined.

(,imuk ns a flish Showers pistol came to
the level, but at that instant the report
of the shotgun reverberated through the
building and the echo mingled with the
sound of the discharge from the other
barrel, Showers fell forward on  his
foce dead, his head perforated by o
dozen buckshot.  His hand still elutehead
in a death grip the unexploded pistol,
Moore locked at his prostrate enemy,
and then shonldering his gnn walked
across to the juil und surrendered. The
coromer  held an inguest and gave the
following verdict:

We, the jury, find that the deceased,
Wililam Showers, came to his death by n
gunshot wound, fired by the hand of
Charles Moore, in the court house, on the
morning of April 2.

There wus very little surprise, as tho
people hud expected o bloody finale of
the feud.
