Proliminary Symptoms of the Disesse.

He was at all times
an indefatigable worker, but in this
campaign he outdid himself, On his
return to Washington he attempted to
throw into his senstorial duties his ac-
customed ardor, but compluined that he
could not concentrate his fuculties with
his accustomed rendiness. He felt dazed
and uncertain both mentally and physi-
cally, Preliminary symptoms of the
disease which finally carried him off
with such startling rapidity were not
wanting. For wee Tu.nt. when he had
oocasion to writé a letter I|mrnu|m}l_v.
the lines wandersd up and down the
page in the most irrégular manner,
mﬂtly differing from his usual precise

kers' chirography, and he found Qif-
flonlty even in nignhuf with regularity
those letters which his soorotary pre-
red for him.

Nrief Sketeh of Wis Carcer,

Born in Ohio, like so many other dia-
tinguished men, in 1837, he was 54 yeurs
of nge, Before he tecame u lawyer and
o banker he worked at the cise as n

wactical printer, He moved to Kansas
n 1850 and Eu;rtiul]mle‘l in much of the
early exciting history of that state,
Unlileo most senators of long serviee he
did not undergo a previons apprentice-
ship in the lower honse of congress, but
came straight to the senatoe in 1577. He
hud previously, however, served in many
important posit ions in the Kansas legis-
lature, closing his loeal career there as
speaker,  During the war he fonght his
way up from a second lientenancy to
the lientenant colonelship of the Elev-
enth Kansas infantry,

Senator Plumb had served fourteen
years in the senate, and two years ago
was re-elected for u term which would
bave expired in 1805, He was one of
the best known men in congress. His
tall, athletio form, his swinging western
gunit, his breezy method of speaking,
and his mﬁgml independence and orig-
innlity of thought and astion made him
o notable man o the senate, and ho was
a power on all questions to which he
gave his raind,  He was an omnivorouns
reader and an untiring worker, In the
few days that the present congress has
been in session he had submitted more
than thirty bills of s more or less public
character, embracing almost everything
of interest to his constituenta from free
silver coluage upwards and down,

HER GREATEST MAN,

late on the lid was inscribed: " Preston

Plumb, Born Oct. 12, 1887, Died
Dee, 20, 1881, "

The senate met at noon, The seat of
the late senator was draped in black,
and the chaplain in his prayer referred
feelingly to the death of the senator
from Kansas, Mr, Pefler announced
the death of his colleague, and spolee
briefly in eulogy of the decensed. Fe
asked the adoption of resolutions, which
were read, expressing the griel of the
sennte, and appointing a committee to
act with the house committes in nrrang-
ing the funeral and wecompanying the
boldy to Kansas, \

After the burial service had been read
and benediction prononnceed, the viee
president committed the body to the
sergeant-at-nrms  and  the committes,
who followed the casket as it wns borne
out of the chamber, the presidint and
distinguished assemblage remaining
standing meanwhile, The sennte then
dispersed, and the chmmber was soon
emply.

SCORES OF LABOHRERS SMOTHMERED

Steamor Burned in Mid-Ooenan.

In the Appenines overwhelmed 200
lsborers who were returning by the
roilwny to Bulomna, in Abruzza, from
Isernin, ou the western slope of the
monntains, The storm eame with snch
swiftness and fary a8 to put s stop te
nll travel, and of the 200 n lwrge num
ber were buried beneath a tremendous
snowfall, It is believed that scores have
perished, The relief party, which has
temed to the scene npon receipt of the
news a8 the storin abated, had already
it last neconnts recoversd the bodies of
fifteen dead and were still actively pur
fuing the search for the remnindor,
Such an overwhelming and destructive
storm hias not been witnessod for years
in thut vicinity,

BURNED AT SEA,

The Guinn Line Stoamer Abyvasinin Do
stroyed=—Nn Lives Lost,
Loxnox, Dee. 28, — The
Abyssinia, ol the Guiou line,
burned at sea.  Thero was no los
Iife, necording to the reports recoived
here, The North German Lloyd stenmm
Spree, Captain Willigerod, which  lefy
New York Dee. 13 for Bromen, passed
the Seilly islands yestorday, and sig
nalled that the steamship Abyssinia
which sailed from New York on the 16t
inst. under command of Capt. Murray
bound for Liverpool, had been burned a
gen in Iatitude 49 north, longitnde 2
west, The Bpree signuled also that all
on board the burned steamship wer
saved, The date of the burning of th
Abyssinin, however, was not signaled
Although the Spree did not report thit
the Abyssinia’s passengers and  cres
wersa on board of her, it is supposmd
that such wans the case. The burned
vessel was an iron, bark-rigged, sorew
steamer, of 040 tons net and 3,051 tons
grosz., She was built at Govan, Seot
land, in 1850, was 303 feet long by
