TIN PLATE FRAUDS FULLY EXPOSED.

The New York Times of June 0, ex-

poses the tin plate liars In a very effec-

tive way. The Times shows from the
statistics furnished direct from the
Secretary of the Treasury that the in-

creased tax on tin plate has not pro-

moted the manufacture of tin plate In
this country, but has increased the
Importation of foreign tin plate.

Just before the new duty on tin plate
was imposed, very large quantities of
tin plate were imported. The reports
show that 350,000,000 pounds --or a
supply for six months were thus im-

ported in excess of wbnt may be called
normal average annual imports. For
this reahon the quantity imported in
the six months Immediately following
the imposition of the higher duty did
not exceed 105.000.000 nounds. But in
January last the stockB which had been
Imported under the old duty were run-
ning low, and the demand caused the
Import movement to increase. Here
are the Treasury Department reports of
tho quantities Imported In the first four
mouths of the current calendar year:

ATTENTION WOOL GROWERS.

now thn McKlnley Tariff Helps Shoddy
Manufacturers and Deprcoeos the Wool
Market.

From tho Cadiz, 0., Sentinel.

Sheep shearing is about over, and
now farmers are anxiously scanning the
wool market, which does not have the
most favorable look. So much of our

xx wool being delaine ought to
make It brine a higher price than
quotations of Ohio xx. And all the
wools of this county being the very
choicest of all Ohio wools, they ought
to, and wo bellovo will sell hotter
than present market reports would
indicate.

But tho manufacturers of shoddy are
the real beneficiaries of tho McKlnley
bill. Shoddy, which in the markets of
the world, would not bring 5 cents a
pound, Is used In place of Harrison
county wool, and but a small percent-
age of real wool is used in tho manufac
ture of what is sold in the market for
woolen Roods. The McKlnley bill
keeps out foreign goods, foreign wool
to mix with our own, and foreign shod-
dy, aud the mill owners have the farm,
ers by the throat. They fix their own
prices for the wool, and for their goods,
and make It about as well as tho high-
wayman observes the moral law.

Goods made in this manner require
very little wool. With two-thir-ds

cotton and shoddy in the goods, a very
little wool will go a long ways in their
manufacture. The manufacturer has
the "home market" with a vengeance,
nnd he bleeds it for all it is worth. But
the surplus of the farmer has its price
fixed in the market of the world. Under
the McKlnley bill he must either be-

come a mill worker or compete with the
pauper labor of Europe. Tho million-
aire is the only person relieved of for-

eign competition, and that law allows
him to fix the home market with n trust.
