GREAT COLUMBIA BITER,

A CANTONIAN TELLS SOME WONDERFUL
FISH STORIES.

A Fish Weighing 0DO Found. With the
Hond Off Tho Oreat West and tho
Lnrgonees of tho Paclflo CoastNow
for Quoon Vlo'o Dominions.

Bonneville, Oregon May 25.
Hits place is on tho great Columbia

rivor Just below Cascade Locks. 1
came up here from i'ortland this morn-
ing to spend tho day on n rivor whoro
fishing 1b dono on n scale that beats
anything In tho world. Tho Columbia
river Is noted for its fine salmon nil over
the country and it certainly deserves
its reputation. There la perhaps no
body of water anywhero in which there
are so many fish. Homo of tho inlets and
side streams aro so full of flsh that oho
coald not wado over without tramping
on flsh at every stop. Some aro very
large. I saw one caught this afternoon
that weiguea at tne caunery alter using
dresfed and head off, 3130 pounds. They
callod it a sturgeon. Tho salmon which
aro bo much sought after over tho
country, weigh from 3 to CO pounds and
are tho principal llah hero. They nro
caught in gill nets nnd scoop wheels.
Tho scoop wheels look somewhat llko
tho stern wheel of a steamboat. It is
attached to a barge or framo work near
the Bhoro iu such way as to allow tho
curront to keep tho wheel in motion.
Wiro webbing is put all around tho
whoel, Shoots nro made from tho axlo
of tho wheel and down tho sides to tho
barge or trough. Tho flsh are scooped
up, tall into tho shoot and aro carried
to tho bargo whoro tho fishermen pick
them up aud throw them Into a box,
I saw tho flsh going down the shoot at
the rate of one a minute, in size from 5
to 20 pounds each. I am told that ono
of those wheels has caught as much as
10,000 pounds In n day, and thero nro
many hundred of them along this river.
I saw a llshormau run out with a row
boat, take up about 100 feet of gill net
that had been set two hours, and ho got
200 pounds of blue back salmon, which
Is a very lino flsh. Two men with n
row bout and 200 yards of gill net will
earn during tho beat of thosoason,whlch
la this tlmo of the year, about 825 a day.

These fisherman sell all their flsh as
Boon as caught to the canneries, which
are located every few miles along the
shore. Tho canneries pay them from
2 to 3 cents a pound lor their flsh in
condition, as caught, Rowbont nfter
rowboat may be seen steering for the
nearest cannery, whoro tho flsh are
taken from tho boat, raised by a crane
with steam uower. dressed at onco by n
score of Chinamen; cut up by a slicing
machine, run by steam power also;
packed In tin cans soldered up by
machinery, cooked In the cans in large
steam vats; taken out, inspected, put
In cases ready for shipment to all tho
markets of the world.

No one fishes here llko we do in Ohio
for amusement, but for a profit and a
living. Tho typical ilshorman's cabin
stands all along tho rivor on both shores,
nestled in and among tho green and
beautiful foliage.

The towering mountains, clothed In
their pines of evtrgreen and native firs,
that stand with their magnificent
heights on either bauk of this great
river, cast their shadows over every
home of all theso fishermen.

At this season of tho year these peo-p-lo

ought to bo happy, with their balmy
temperature and their bright, shining
sun. Every valley, hill and mountain
hero is bedecked by nature with her
most beautiful hues. The magnlllceut
landscape on either shoro; tlio huge,
bold mountains that shut It In; and the
grand old rivor that ilowa betwoon, I
will not attempt to describe.

Tho Pacific coast with its more than
a thousand inileB frontage of the lauds
ot the United States, is certainly des-

tined to cut no small figure in the his-
tory of our country. California with
hor Immense acreage, her fertile valleys,
her fruitful farms, her orange groveH,
her waving fields of grain and golden
hills, make her an oinpire within herself.

Oregon, with her fertile plains aud
timbered lands; with her mountains,
beneath whoso rocks billions of untold
wealth He hidden; treasures that will
be undisturbed for nge8 yet to come.

Oregon will some day bo a "big star"
on tho American flag.

Washington? Yes the State of
Washington, although it lies still
farther-north- , has a climate as mild aa
Old Virginia, although It contains Mt.
Baker, Mt. ltaluler, Mt. St. Helena and
Mt. Adams, whoso tops are covered
with anow in every month of tho year,
perhaps 100 feet deop or moro. Yet at
the base of these mountains and all
tho surrounding country tho climate Is
all oue would desire. Tho Btato
abounds in mineral wealth, copper.load,
coal aud Iron ore. She has many acros
of forest timber which is valuable, and
the state will some day bo u manufac-
turing state.

Farther back from the Pacific coast
lie the desert plalna, the rocky hills and
mountain bluffa, seemingly a barren
wasto of mllllona of acres of land.
Nature his provided It for aome pur-
pose which la a Becret to na now, but In
time the human mind will utilize aud
enjoy ita wealth.

Our flag floats over a great country
forty-fo- ur states many of these atatea
aro larger hi territory and natural
wealth than are empires of tho old
world. Why, we aro a country of em
pires, ovory empire la ruieu uy our
brothers, all speak the same language
and all sail under the same flag. An
American can't hell) but be proud of
the success of our Republic, aud can't
help but glory in the future grand
prospeots that aro iu store for his
country.

I thought yesterday aa wo sailed
by the Charleston and tho Baltimore,
two war boats bolonsrtnir to our Navy
lying at anchor In Portland hiubor.how
little use wo had for them. It la true
tho Baltimore raised a llttlo rackot
down at Chill a few months since, but
it would havo boon as well for our
flag if tho Baltimore had not been thero,
und no excitement caused. Wo nro
respected because wo aro powerful,
without a largo standing army. Wo
can get along better without it and
save that expense, than tho powers of
Europe can with It and all Its expenso,
Those two men of war ships were
neyer In tho Columbia river boforo.
Tho river la now very high and they
had uo difficulty in getting up to Port-
land. Twenty-liv- e thousand' poople
at Portland turned out to boo tho men
of war sail in.

Ed. Nkws-Dkmooua- t: Freo coin-
age means the equality iu coinage and
circulation of the two precious mutals,
Bilver nnd gold. This la tho old doc-
trine and custom dating back Into the
most ancient times. It was also the
established doctrine in this country and
was not disturbed until 1873, when Sen-
ator John Shorman's mint net was
passed, in which, it Is said, a clause was
Inserted, not known to most members
of Congress, nnd nil done, it is charged,
to please the monoy changers of Europe
and this country. It is alao said their
agent from Europe spent several
months In Washington manipulating
tho Bchemo.

However this may bo, a few words
on this subjoct may not be out of place,
seeing Senator Sherman delivered him-
self of a two and a half hours Bpocch In
the Senate the other day In opposition
to free coinage.
