It la Not so Muoh for Tomperanoo n It
was Soonoa Seen at Minneapolis Bur
Acoommodatlonu Quadrupled A Tale
That Talks.

Minneapolis Special to N, Y. Voice,

Tho extra car loads of beer and
liquors thai have poured Into tho city
during tho past week Is astoulshing.
Most of tho ouloous havo put an extra
bar into their places of business and
dotfbled their forces of bartenders in
some cases quadrupled. Every saloon
is decoratea with Hags, bunting and
lithograph pictures of the leading

candidates for president.
Wandering bands of musicians aio in
great domand. At the West Hotol, tho
headquarters of the National Commit-
tee, the great billiard room adjoining
tho bar-roo- has been cleared, and the
two rooms thrown together into ono
stupendous saloon. Four onormous
bars, aggregating more than 200 feot in
length, behind which are 100 colored
bottles and decanters, and moro than
1,000 pleceB of glassware. Thirty bar-tende-

are required to supply tho
thirsty mouths of tho grand old party,
and tho cash Is received by eight largo
cash registers, which are kept busily
checking like bo many typewriters.

At tho NIcollott, tho headquarters of
half a dozen delegations, tlio billiard
room was also thrown Into tho bar-
room and thrco extra bars erected, but
they aro not as largo as at the head-
quarters of the Nationnl Committee.
Xwolve bartenders and four cash reg-
isters manage the business. Nearly
overy saloon that is centrally located
has doubled Us force and doubled its
capacity. In addition to this, tho
madams of bawdy houses havo im-
ported girls from neighboring cities by
tho dozen to assist the saloon keepers
in catering to the desires of tho dele-
gates.

All day Sunday ribald song nnd
drunkon stiouts.rivalk'd tho church bell
tones. Even four delegates from
Miilno Joined In tho "whisky straights"
at tho West.

Today tho carouse continued, the
sweat rolled off the foreheads of tho
bartenders In their eilorts to keep up
with tho clamorous demand ot tho
delegates. The president of one of
tho New York Itopubllcan clubs led
in the debauch at the NIcollott, singing
maudlin songs to the crowd, and shout-
ing, "I don't do this every day, boys."
Tho Cincinnati Qlee club, composed of
young meniwuuty strong wont singing
from saloon to saloon between drinks.

The Columbus special to tho Now
York World of Juno 15, contains tho
following:

"The only surprise of the day was In
tho Stark county district, whero Al.
Carlisle, Cleveland's Ohio manager, was
defeated by ono vote by the Hill faction.
TIiIb was accomplished by Congress-
man John G. Warwick, who feels in-

debted to Hill for coming into his dis-
trict and helping him in his Congres-
sional raco against McKlnley.
