ETJN DOWN.

A MAN ON HIS WAY FROM THE STARK

COUNTY FAIR,

la Struok by a Train on tho Ft Wayne
Ballroad and Instantly Killed.

William KUngatmn, a farmer residing
at Freoburg, waa Instontly killed by o Ft.
Wayne tralu last nigiu at jl.uuivuiu.
John Weber, a section boss on that road,
found tho badly mutilated body of the
man lying alontr tho track at tho bridge
crossing tho Nlmishlllon creek ot that
village.

Just bow the fearful nceld-n- t occurred
could net be learned, for KUngamnn was
ulone, driving along in a buggy, home
ward bound, when he waa atruck.

Weber resides at Louisville and waa
walking along tho track towards his homo
about 10 o'clock and ho stepped upon
some obstacle which ho discovered was
the corpse of a mlddlo oged man. This
was about one hundred and fifty feet diss
tant from tho bridge. Close by tho brldgo
liy tho dead body of a horse nnd a badly
demolished buggy.

Tho human body was devoid or arms
and legs, these being scattered along at
various points along the track. LarRO
gashos were cut in the trunk of tbo body
and tho skull was entirely gone. It was
afterward foiled lying under tho bridge.

Weber hastened to the village and sum
moned Coroner Oponhlmor who wont over
about 4 o'clock this morning and vlowcd
tho remalna. Wobor told tho coroner tho
atory regarding the finding of tho body
substantially as recited above.

Klingaman resides at Froeburg, is a
farmer and at the time of his death woro
a G. A. R. uniform. He came to this city
yostcrdny to attend tho Fair and was
somewhat bolated last night in returning
home.

Apparently when bo was about to cross
the track be did not see tho coming train,
nnd In that way drove ahead and mot hla
death. Evidently tho onglno first struck
tbo horse and In that way throw Klinga-
man out upon tho track.

The discovery of tho body occurrod
about 10 o'clock and It is thought that No.
22, oast bound, struck tho man. The re-

mains were placed In a wagon and taken
toLoulsvlIlo and thence to tho man's
home at Freeburg, where Klingman's
family resides. Tho coroner will bold nn
lnnnnt Mnndav af tornoon In the Mayor's
olitco at Loulavlllo. This crossing has
been for a long time considered a death
trap. It is but a few years ago when tho
Streb brothers and two boys wore Btruck
at the same place and instantly killed.
Two boys from tho children's homo woro
killed there. It is time that tho Ft. Wayne
company construct a gate or other signal
at this place and savo at least a few lives
from a horrible termination.

THE HOOSIERS AWAKE.

A GREAT OX ROAST AT SHELBYVILLE,

IND.

Gov. Gray and Vloo President Adlal
Btevensen tho Orators A Great Say
jfot SMnooiaey, Sut Hard on Doof
Oattlo.

Special to the Chicago News Record.

Sheluyville, Ind Sept. 30. It was
about daybreak when a striped wagon
pulled up In tho conter of the public
square and tbo martial band from Sugar
Crock began to play "Hasten to tho Wild-wood- ."

An old man with an army coat
played tbo fife and four stout young Dem-
ocrats hammered tbo (lruiUB. Tho ono
that worked the big drum bad two sticks.
Uy thtimnlnu on each head of his iiutrti- -
mont ho worked in u double stroke that
became vory distressing to people who
were trying to sleep at tho hotel. That
was tho bcgionlng of tho barbecue which
baa beon raging all day, so that tho town
iiaa ueen a clouu or uust anu a confusion
of nolaes.

This baa been called a ciulot camnaiau
nnd it la said tho voters tuko no interest a
In tho presidential fight. Shelbyvllle
began to contradict that before 8 o'clock
In tho morning, by which time
the streeta were Jammed with nonnlo

It waa an imposing army that picked up
tho dust along the white roadway, crossed
tho bridi-- o and marchod Into tbo fair
grounds. Tbo grand marshal and a drum
major wont ahead, then camo a band aud
a drum corps and tbo Peru club, that wore
capo coats and silk hats. The next dele-
gation woro Undo Sam suits and falso
whiskers and one club had a big picture
of Cloveland pinned oa tho back of each
man. Another woro long linen dusters
aud white hats. Tho noisiest band in
lino had six horses to the wagon. Another
float represeutid a man sitting in tho
front seat playing a fiddle, while bIx men
with fuces blackened, exocuted a wnr
dance. After all this escort camo tho
carriages containing tho Hon. Lawrence
I, fleoioruuto, tuoiion. w. u. uyuum,
the Hon. Claud Matthowa and nlno of tho
other apcakors. Behind them camo tho
populaco In a cloud of dust. Mon, wo
men and children woaring badges and
rushing each other to got at the
roasted booves. Perhaps thero were
30,000 peoplo on tho grounds by the
time the speakers arrived at noon. Sliel
byvlllu claims that 60,000 were here. Col.
McKcnzle, who arrived latu and made a
spoecb, said he never saw anything like it.

It waa the first intention to bave tho
beef and tho 4,000 loaves of bread until
after the speechcr, but tho crowd over-
ruled that plan. About the tlmo the
orators began to talk tariff from tbo scat
tered platforms, a mob mado a rush for
tbo lone tables. Tho beet had been cut
up and laid In hcapi along tbo center of
eacu table, with a breastwork ot sliced
bread on tho outside. Thero waa room
for G.COO ooonlo to cat at ono time, and
the array looked like a tbrco-ncr- e dining
room. A dozen sections of prize cow
wore still dripping in tho bottroncboa
when the Democratic boat was let in at
tho spread. Two houra after that noth-
ing waa left, except a rausaed-u- p surplus
of broad.

When Gov. Gray arrived be could not
get tbo smallest kind of a snack. Half of
tbo crowd ato up ttilrly bcevee, whllo tbo
other half listened to denunciations of tho
force bill.

Tho grovo of thirty acres was like a
nolBy swarm of bees and Democratic ora-
tors had to contend against side shows,
hand organs nnd steam whistles. Seven
stands had been erected for tbo speakers
and they wcra numbered in order. Adlal
Stevenson talked at No. 1, which wao
planted under a big tree just south of tbo
sea monster and within ono hundred feet
ofa merry go round that played "Annlo
Roonoy" whenovcr tho wheels woro movt
log. A great crowd packed In around the
national candidate. ,

At the time when four crowds were lis-
tening to four different apeecbos in tbo
grovo Claude Matthews, candidate far
governor,induced 1,500 people to climb up
into the ampltheator, and ho thereupon
presented the tariil gospel to then for
nearly an hour and a half.

It wns nearly 2:30 wbon all the speeches
were finished, but that did not ond tho
programme, for tho Democrats bad to
visit all of the shows and try their strength
on tho hammering machine. They also
threw rubber balls at a colored man who
stuck his boud through a pieco.of canvass,
and every time they bit bim' they got a
cigar with a picture of Mrs. Cleveland on
tho box. Tho martial bands from Sugar
Creek and Blue River townships wont all
around town plaplng "Jay Bird," while a
double quartet sung on tho veranda of the
Ray house. Ono verso went:

"The voters from the states around
Have come at Urorer'4 call.

They're sure It Is a tldsl wave
That's coming In the fall.

They'll eat and talk and march and walk,
The country they'll pass through

And tell the people everywhere
They've reen a barbecue."

JUDGE WALTER Q. GRESHAM SAYS HE

WILL SUPPORT MR. CLEVELAND.

Told a Friend on the State Court Donoh
How He Will Voto-Th- on He Confirms
the News to a Correspondent.

Chicago, III,, Oot. 2. Judge Walter Q.
Greaham will vote for Grover Cleveland,
Tbo announcement was made this morn-
ing upon authority ot Judge Allen, of tho
Federal Court, and confirmed by Demo-
crats of high standing who bad been In
somo way acquainted with tho fact.

It is tho general subject ot conversation
among politicians of both partlea. Judgo
Allen, of tho United States District court,
at Springfield, first made tho announce-
ment. Judgo Grcsham has boen In tho
State capital several days sitting with
Judgo Alien.

Judge Greaham told Judgo Allen he
should vote for Mr. Cleveland, and told
him ho wbb at liberty to ropcat tbo state
ment.

Judge Allen did repeat it, and that Is
now tuo uowa readied umcago.

Tho great jurist who loomed up as ouch I
formidable candidate-fo- thoPrcsldency

in 1688, who has long stood dangerously Isnear to thoPresidout's ambition, and who
would today be upon the Bench of the
Supremo Court of tho United States but
for Harrison's vindlctlvcness. returned to
Chicago. His position as Judgo ot a Fod-er- al

court would not permit him to discuss
politics or to poso in an Interview for
publication.

Tbo accession ofa man of such national
proralnonco aa Judgo Gresham to Mr.
Cleveland gave tbo Democrats around
Western Headquarters joy enough to laat
through October.

Judgo Gresbam'i3 action will draw a
largo numbor of voters to the Domocratlo
party In Illinois and be of Inestimable ser
vlco to the party In Indiana, where ho is
unusually strong and where Harrison's f
strnugth is waning.

When tho World correspondent called
on Judgo Grcsham tonight he refused to
talk politics. "I shall voto for Mr. Clove-lan- d,

and that is all about it," said ho,
To tho friends of Judgo Grcsham bis

course Is no surprise. Ho has tbo inter
ests of tho boope at heart.

Ho is against monopoly and class legis-
lation, and ho believes that the ReuublK
can narty U conducted in tbo Interest of
both. Talking of tho political situation
recently, Judgo Grejbam said: "Wo
need mon to resist tho aggressions of
those who seek to make our politics both
an art nnd a mystery, intelligible only to
tho adept and initiated, who aBsumo the
management of Jt by virtue of their
capacity for tho dofoat and artful manip
ulatlon of tbolr fellows.

"Their influence upon tho country is
corrupt and debasing, and tho area of
political venality constantly enlarges
under It.

"According to their vlowa tho wholo
Interest that any citizen has In a municipal,
Stato or National Government la meas-
ured by what bo can make out of it.

"It is worse tbnn idle to shut our eyes to
tho exfstonco of corrupt methods and
practices In our politics, which threaten to
subvert our free institutions.
