use. Further, it is loeated so near the
bulldings ocoupied by the otler cbildren
as to practically prevent tho isolation of
the sick ehildren, which is certainly one
of the desired purposss of a hospital,
The necessity of placing the hospital
building in good condition, Lins recently
been made manifest by resson of prevas
lemce of diphtheria in the lustitution.
There is no doubt in the mind of the sup-
erintendent in charge, nor of this com=
mittee, shnrt the epidemic might have
been largely provented bad there been a
suitable building on sbe ground 1o which
ehildren who Lad contracted the disoaso
might bave-been removed at once, and
kept apart from other children,

e would therefors earnestly recom-
mend and urge tuat tbe interesis of the
ehildren ns well an the expense that will
be saved in the care of them, demand
that this hospltal building be enper raised
up and renovated and a basemeni butis
under (t, with complets drainage, 50 as to
make it it for s hoapiial or else that s new
building be ereeted ospecially for thia
purpose al some other place on ths
mmll“- ’

The committee alao takes excoption o
the method of lighting the inssitution.
The only kind of light in use there, we
observed, was carbon oil lamps, This may
do asa light where there nre few persuus
0 be the causs of accidents or vilerwise,
or In' places where bo viher light |s
accepsible, but in an institution of this
kind where the lives of so many little ones
are at stake, and whers such valuable
properiy inendapgersd by ite use we would
suggest that this metbod of lighting is out
of date and unsuitable. An engineer bas
to be engeged ai the Home nnyway. We
believo that an clecirle  light
plans could be placed BOtH O~
where near the eogine on ihe
premises of suflicient power to light every
part of this institutton and that s compe.
tent engineer could be employed who

could tnke charge of 1he clecwrie  light

lant as well as the othee machinery in

charge without adding greatly to thie
expense of the institution.

opinion that the efTact ¢ f this class upen
ehildren of sound mind eannot be bui ins
jurious, and further that it in in pisin vio-
iation of the statutea suthorizing ibe
erection and muintainance of cildren’s
bomes, and desigoating the cliuses ol
ehildren entitled o admiasion therein, We
would therefore urge the removal of tois
elasn of childron 10 Instilutions more Wit
able for sheir condiuon st the carbiest
P actiesble time,

The committes furtber would recom:
mend that the bulldiogs on the prominses
be improved by psiniing and whitewash
ing, of both of woleh they scem o Lo
greatly in need.

The construction of this jail 8 such thst
itis practically itapossible for the Shentl
%3 separate the prisoners far eoough

ehildron and females who may be eou-
fined therein, and male prisoners, ‘That
fun fault that cannot be too strongly con-
demoed and at present the sheriil Is not
able to make any change that would acs
eomplish this object, Common decancy
would require ihat in a county of the
woalth and standing of Stark, that an an
mex or addition be built to the jail for the
wole use of this class of prisoners. We
are also of the opinion thas the jail Is too
dark and that it would be pro;imr to in-
crease the smount of artiflcial light in the
oorridors so that the prisoners couid read
more easily If they so desired. This would

BLAINE WORSE.

The Great American Again
Suffers a Relapse.

THE PATIENT UNCONSCIOUS,

fis Entire Pauaily Surrounda the Sick Bed,
Fally Realizing the End Is Near,

It 1s FPoared He May Not Survive the Day.
Great Alarm Falt Yesterday—His Heart
Almost  Stopped—Later in the Day
Thero Was a [nlly and the Final MMour
Wnas Postponed,

Wasnixatoy, Dee, 19.—All day long
the life of James G. Blaine has hung
trembling in the balance, For more
than an hour in thé forenoon hope was
abandoned and the end was momenta-
rily expected by physicians, family and
friends, All simulation wns thrown
aslde in the appavent imminent presence
of death and the suppressed facts of his
fllness—the long denied but now admit-
ted Bright's disease, the oceasional inter
vals of delirium, the long hours when he
has lnin incapnble of specch or motion
tan it is now said was the case when

Jardinal Gibbons pnid him his recent
friendly call) these and other distressing
fentures of ‘1in illneas all incidental to
the one overpowering organic tronble,
"Bright's diseaso, " aggravated ns this
bas Leen of late by & cold contracted
while imprudently venturing out drive
ing two weeks ago and by malarial fever
and confronted by a constitution im-
paired by nearly two year's contintous
sickness, All these facts ave now tacitly
admitted,

Thought Death Had Comoe.

The physicians assert that thers have
not been any hemorrhages as has been
asserted, but this is almost the r-nl[\'
alarming symptom which is now denied.
The first crisia was reached between 10
and 11 o'clock [}'mtorlluy morning when
a sinking spell set in from which the
worst was feared, His family were
called round the bedsido and his physi-
cinn sent messenger after  messepger to
the nearest drogstore with prescriptions
requiring hasty attention,

The distinguighed patient lay uncon-
seious and to ull appearances dying
until  ehortly  before 1 o'clock,
when a slight rally set in,  His pulse,
which had almost ceased to beat, by
came agnin perceptible and partial con.
gcionsness wik restored,

At 2 o'clock his  physicians, Dra
Johneton and Hyott, constdersd him
8o much improved ps to render their
comstant presence at the bedside un
necessary. while there had been no
marked mmprovement, and oo chunge in
his condition upon which hopes of ult
male recovery conld e based, but the
fmmediate crisis had passed,

From an intimnte (rend of the family
it is learned that it was only when Mr.
Dlaine yras suddenly seized with the
ginking spell yesterday  which threat
ened for come minutes to terminate in
heart failure that his family fully real-
ized how near he was to death, Fora
few seconds he seemed to be in extremis
and the watchers bent closely over himn
The emaciated lace of the dying states
man  was white us marble and his foat-
nres sadly drawn, At times he searcely
gecned to breathe and at others gasped
for breath, The physicinns who had
been hastily suomuoned were in the
meantime not idle, They plied him
with stimnlative cordinls, the trained
nurses chafed his extremitios and it was
only after working over the patient for
upwards of thirty minutes and the ap
plication of every art known to the
medienl  profession that My, Blaine
plowly revived. But the battle with
death  found him  extremely  wealk,
wenker than st any tine when suffeving
a relapse,. He was too weak even to
whisper and Iny with no sigu of recog-
nition in his half-closed aves. The fam-
ily gathered aronnd the bedside were nll
in tears except Mrs. Blaiue, She main:
tnined outward composure throughoot
the tryingscene and calmly gave suach
directions to the attendants ns were
nevesaary,  Her will power, when in
fact ber heart wias breaking, is deseribad
s domething pathetio and marvelons

under most distressing  cirenmstances
that has soothed ber bueband's despond
ency,  Of Inte Mr. Bloine's physicnl
condition has been such that he has at
times given way to despondency, While
manifesting no fear of death, Mr, Blaine
has often satd he did not want to die.
"In fnct, ™ says an intimate friend of the
fomily, “Mr. DBlaine has fought death
with sublime  heroism, The worid
knows how amlations he wus and also
knows how much he accomplished in
the pursuit of his smbition. And yet
he digs a disnppointed and, [ was about
to say, a heart-broken wman, But that
wonld, perhaps, be putting it too strong.
I once heard him say that after all am-
bition was an ignis fatuis and that all
the world wns hollow outside of one's
family., Then he would quote these
lines by N. P, Willis:

Whnt Is ambition 7
*Ts n glorlons cheat. The angels of Yaght
Walk not so dazelingly the sappbire walls of
hewven,

"My, Blaine has lved abont sixty-two
i;eurs, but when yon appreciate what

e has passed through he has lived far
beyond three score and ten, He has
been cotmpared in kis public fe with
Mr, Clay. There 15 u close resemblance
between Mr. Blaine and that great trib-
nte of the people. Clay was maguetic,
g0 is Blaine; esch were powerful before
the people and possessed a genial fellow-
ehip that bound men to them with hooks
of steel, Both had an ambition to be
resident and tailed, [ am inclined to
elieve, however, that Mr, Bluine's pub-
lic career will stand higher inthe esteen
of future generations than that of Mr,
Clay, Both were remarkalle men and
have left thelr lnsting impress upon the
times in which they Hved, "

SILVEH CONGRESS ADJOURNS,

How the Amerioan Delegntes Look on the
Conventlon and Its Indirect Hesalis,

Brussgrs, Dee, 10,—The international
monetary conference hns adjourned to
Alay 80, 1808, Senator Alllson made a
short speech in belinlf of the United
States delegation. He lald emphasis
upon the fact that thronghout the de-
bate nobody had suggested that either of
the money metals be ditcarded, During
the adjournment, he said, the delogutes
wonld have time to study the Roths
child und other proposuls that had besu
snbmitted,

"Although the conference has been of
brief duration,” he continued, “the dis-
cnssions that have taken place have heen
of grent valne and we think it wise to
resnme the deliberntions after o recess,
Any agreement at which the conference
might arrive wonld probably require
Inrge concessions on our part. It is,
therefore, natural that the Demoeratio
administration which is about to come
into office in the United States and upon
which the responsibility for such action
would fall shodld have an opportunity
to direct the course of the United Statey
delegates, It wonld consequently be
advantageons (o the United States if the
conference shonld adjourn long enough
to enable the new government to con-
sider what shall be done, "

Mr. Bertram Currle, of the British
delegation, objected to the reassembling
of the confercnee on the ground that as
three previous money conferences hai
failed, there was Iilfje praspect of the
present one being o success,

Sir Rivers Wiison, of the British dele-

ation, coneurred in the opiion of Mr,

urrie,

Gieneral Richard Strachey, of the In-
dinn  delegation, formally annonnced
that during the recess of the conference
the Indun government would reserve to
itself nbsolute freddom of action,

Senator Allison said that it wasunder-
stood that the governinents of all the
nations conecerned, ineluding the United
Btates, ghould resorve to themselves ab-
solunte fndependoner in their respective

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He Is Again Re-Elected as the
Labor Leader,

SOOIALISM WAS OUTVOTED

Fully Throe to One in Test Tasues by the
Federation of Labor,

OfMoors Granted an Inorease In Salaty.
Next Conventlon In Chioago—Meroy
Asked for the Chioags Anarehista
Other Important Resolutions Adopted.
Tho Cloaing Sesslon Fall of Business.

PritapeLriia, Dee, 10,—At the final
sesslon of the Federation of Labor the
election of officers was held. There was
no opposition to President Gompers' re-
election. and the cholce wis unanimous.
Christopher Evans was in like manner
ro-elected secretary, John B. Lennon
was re-elected the trepsurer. P. J. Me-
Guire was re-elected first vice president,
For second vico president William A,
Carney, of Pittsburg, who took an active
part in ,the Homestead troubles, was
elected,

President Gompers' salary was in-
ereased from §1,500 to §1,800 per annnm.
Proceeding further resolutions were
adopted recommending that chiefs and
superintendents of government bureans
be selected from the trade in which the
ekilled workmen employed in the burein
are employed; favoring frée and compul-
sory education and instracting the exec.
utive conneil to prepare a bill to that ef-
fect, The salary of the secretary was
fncreased from 81,200 to 1,300, and nown-
inations were then opened,

A large number of boycotts were reo-
ommended by the committee to whom
they had beeon referred, together with o
recommendation that, ns the boycott
was being made effective by indis-
criminate nse, heroafter none be ap-
proved unless requested under sonl of an
afilinted body,

Chicago secured the convention for
1808, after a c'ose fight against the
claims of Denver.

Resolutions were adopted by tho con-
vention calling on all local unions afiil-
fated with the federation to join central
labor  bodies holding ~ federation
churters; condemning the Rock Island
management for it hostile attitude
toward the telegraph operators; asking
changes in the patent laws, so that in-
ventors will receive a direct reward;
condemning the Baron Hirseh fund and
its recipients; demanding restriction of
immigration; condemning the system
compelling waltera to shave off their
mustaches and foavoring the eight-hour
system for thom,

A resolution was unanimously adopted
asking clemency for the imprisoned
Chicago nnarchists, Neebe and Sceliwab,
Delegute Morgnn, a socialist, introduced
a substitute for a resolution already
adopted calling for government owner-
ghip of rni!wu{s and telegraphs, Mpr,
Morgan's substitnte favored government
ownership of all means of communicn-
tion and production. The socialistic
schene was condemned by a vote of 128
to 67.

Yung Wung, formerly commissioner of
education for the Chinese government,
writes Rev, B. R, Donehoo, of this city,
that three different plans of resistance
have been decided upon, The constitu.
tionality of the act will be first tested,
and the well-known constitutional law.

ers, Joseph H, Choate and Charles H,
Eewm'd. will have charge of the case,

Then, the Oriental club, of New
York, will try to aronse pnblic sympa.
thy throngh mass mestings, and com-
gress will be flooded with petitions de-
manding a repeal of the law. A poll
tax of §1 a head will be levied on every
Chinaman in the United States to de.
fray expenses, This will mean a fund
of over §100,000. Finally, the Chinese
government will protest, and, falling,
retaliation will follow. There will
no recourse to arms, but there will be
an abrogation of treaty rights, all com-
merclal communication will be shut off,
and the government will cease protec-
tion to lﬁe 1,600 American merchauts
and the several hundred misslonaries
now in Chinn,
